Herosene to MHill Insects—An
Emulsion.

Since the illaminating eoil obtained
from Petrolenm, kvowa in this country
a8 kerosene, and in England as pavaffine
oil, came into general use, ithas been em-
ployed with variable snccess as an insec-
ticide. That it would destroy insect life
was long ago established ; that it would
also destroy plant life was sometimes
dembostrated in a manner more con-
vineing than pleasant. The oil in its
concentrated form, can be tolerated by
but few plauts. The first improve-
ment in its use was to add a very rmall
quantity to a bucket of water, enongh
to make but « mere film upon the sur-
face ; then diffnse it throngh the water
by violent stirring, and apply before
the oil and water had time te separate.
This avswered fairly well, buot was
troublesome. The next step was to di-
vide the kerosene, not by dissolving it,
bat by diffiosing it in- the form of an
emalsion. Itis well kvown that oils
may be suspended in water by means
of gnm, sagar, ete., sud - may be kept
thus fer some hours or even days. It
has been discovered that milk, either
fresli or sodred, is a convenient me-
dium to unite ker-sene apd water.
Mix together keroseme and, hall as
much milk, stirring them thoroughly
to form a creawlike mixtare. When
the two are so completely nnited that
no oil is visible, dilute the mixture with
‘twelve times its bulk of water, adding
the water graduaally, and stirring thor-
oughly. This emulsion has been found
especially useful in the treatment of the
varipus seale insects, so difficalt to des-
troy by obdivary inseeticidss, and is
used for’ various wother inseet pests.
