We have heatd this question asked by
some .persons-Democrats--who seem
to have some doubt as to the proper
way to vote on the proposed aiend-
ments.

-canging the debt o'rdinance, is alone
objectionable; the others are all good,

and the adoption thereof will effect the
good and desirable end had in view by
the. Democracy of the State.
