The Main Building Completed ant the
Government Butlding Two-thirds
* Finished.

Now that the Main Building of the
Exposition is virtually completed, and
the Government Building two-thirds
through, a reporter of the Times-Deu-
ocrat yesterday called on Mr. Torgeson,'
chief supervising artchitect, to ascer-
tain from him certain fltcts concerning
the contltuctiOl of this colossal struc-
ture now standing in bold relief on the
grounds which some weeks since were
a vast and barren plain, the time
consumed in erecting the building, etc.

The wotk of improving and draining
the g ouuds and laying the plank road
to facilitate the hauling of lumber was
commenced on Feb. 13, and on March
12 thepreliminary work on the Main
Building and the laying of the sills be- i

gun. Eight days only were consumed
in laying the ground timbers, and on !
March 20 the rising of the building was
commenced.

From that day the work was rapidly

pushed forward, and on the 13th of $ep-
timwber the building upon which 8, 95,-
792 feet of lumber were sed was vir-
tually iuishied. The time consumed in
erecting this immense srtucture, which,
as is well-kunown, covers thirty-three;
acres, wad 153 days, and during that
time the-work was interrupted only
twenty-twodays, when the rain-prevent-
ed the.hbortis from wol king.

THE GOVERNICSN' bUILI)IKG
was commenue-d (~, A g. 22 and is
now two-thirds ft i~htd. Duripg the
thirty-three workieg d~ay• the laborers
were at work on this building, only
haifa day was lost.

There are at present" ncme 800 men
engaged on the baildiugs and grounds,
and at one time as many as 9d4 were at
work.

While at the grounde thr reporter
noticed that the work of improvement
was being fast pushed forward, and
the tapid change in the -general ap-
pearauce of the grounds which is daily
noticeable gives evidenoce of the enor-
mous amount of labor which is being
eixecuted, and the assurance that the
gigantic task will be completed for the
date fined for the opening.
