ty for the coltinuance of free goverwtunct.
the preervatlion of persoial rights, the

eequality of all citizens before the law, the
reserved rights itf the States, and the supre- t
macy of the Federal goverument within the
limits of the constltution will ever form the
true basis ol our liberties, anld can never be
surrendered without destroying that balance I
of rights and powers which enables a conti-
nent to be developed in peace and social or.
der-to be maintained by measures of local
self-government; but it is iniiispensaible for I
the practical application and enforcement
of these fundamtental principles that the gov-
ernment should not always be controlled by
one political party. A frequent change of I
administration is as necessary as constant
recurrence to the popular will. Otherwise
abuses will grow and the government, instead
of being carried on for the great welfare, be- i
comes an instrumentality for imposing heavy
burdens on the many who are governed for
the benefitof the few who govern. Public ser- i
vants thus become arbitrary rulers. This is
now the condition of the country.
