_ Back Tax 8ales.

It is to he hoped. for Lthe benelit of
i the State, of the public sehools und of
i the property holders themselves, that
the very stringent laws vegavding the
sales of propepty for the non-payment
of taxes will not be further wpeglected
and the final sale of these properties
made.

If these back taxes are paid, as the;
should be, and if the owner of (hese
properties bid thein iu, instead of let-
ting them fall into other hands, it will
leave the State with a large school
fund that will prevent Lonisiana - from
being further eriticised for neglecting
ita achools. The Legislature las pro-
vided that after the payment of the ba-
by bonds falling doe in 1886, and whic
i to come ont of the back taxes, tb®
surplus- shall go towards the school
fund. There is, it so happens, a very
large amonnt due, many people having
held back becauss the old lasws on this
‘subject were not stringent enoufh, and
becanse they hoped for some cseape
from paying anything—far more than
sufficient to pay the bonds, and which
when the money ie collected will leave
more than a million of dollars for the
schools. Those, thora'fore, who now
pay not only eseape heavy penalties
and the loss of their proporty, but their |
money will go to one of the best pur-
poses for whieh the State can expend
it—tha schools, : g

The fact that some of the old laws
relative to the sale of property for back
taxes proved ineffectual has vesulted in .
persuading many persons whe have not !
given the suhject sufficient attention
that the present law wonld also prove!
inoperative. This unfortnnate mis-
take is likely to cause them a great
deal of' trouble and some very severe
losses.

The present law iz based npon an or-
dioance of the Constitation itsell which
directs the sale of all property upon
whieh the taxes, together with the iu-
tevest, penalties, costs, fees and other
charges lLave not been paid up to Jan-
wary, 1880, the title of the purchaser at-
this tax-sale being full and complete.

The Legislature, under this provision
of the Constitation, passed au nct regu-
Iating the maoner of selling thiz pro-
perty, providing amanF. other things
that the title to it shall be final and
complete and that it shall not be sub-
ject to redemption. If no bid iz made,
the State can buy in the property it-
gelf. Thg sales were begun nnder this
act sometime ago, much property being
sold and more adjndicated to the State
itself. In order iGaZalize from the
vast amount of realestate thus acquir-
ed, the iast Legislature provided for
its sale. Under this act, the sheriffs
have prepared a list of these propertics
and will begin selling them during Feb-
FUATY .

The State does not desire to become
a land specalator, all it wants is the
back taxes due it. Here, there iza fine
field for investment; and here is the
last opportanity offered the former
owners of these properties to buy them
in by paying the amount due on them.
s we have already eaid the law rela-
tive to these sales is ironclad. It has
been passed on frequently by the tonrts,
which have decided that it is legal and |
