Mr. H. D. McBride, with Leon Ber-
bail, who keeps a first class Restaurant
and Billiard Saloon at Rayne, showed
us some curiosities in the way of fruit;
fish, and corals from Honduras, while

on our trip there last week. Among
them was the fruit from the Calabash
tree, about the size of a man's head and
of an orange shape but dark color ; a
green cocoanut, with hull on just as it

was plucked from the tree; a peculiar
fruit, something like a lemon, called the
Lain; the Cohon nut of immense size,
which is said to be the favorite -food of

the liard beaked tropical bird-. IHe also
showed a beautiful specimeu of the fly-
ing fish, which is indeed a freak in the
piscatorial kingdom, it having well de-
veloped wings that enable it to fly some
distance out of the water when pursued
by its enemies of the sea. Then there

were some exquisite specimens of the
coral rock, which was fished eighteen
fathoms in depth from the sea. These
curiosities were obtained from Mr. Geo.
Osmand, a pilot in the Honduras steam-
ship trade.

About six miles west of Rayne our
efficient sheriff-C. C. Duson, Esq, has
a pasture inclosed which contains 3200
acres'of the best pasture lands of that
section.

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A Trip to .layne,-

Last week we had o'cwisin, ro visit
the thriving little city of Rayne, on bu-Ssiness matters, anlti, although having

heard of its rapid grow: th and progress,
we were not propared to wealize the
wonderful development made in that

section of our parish within so hhort a
period of time. Four or five years ago
we passed the site, now knownt as Rayne,
then called Poupeville, with only two
Stores, blacksmith and wagon shop to
dignify it with the name of a hamlet.
Now it is an incorporated town whose
limits cover a mile and one half square,
-with commodious business houses front-
ing on each side of the La. Western R.
R., and neat residences spreading out
in every direction, facing well graded

streets, and forming the pleasant home
ef about six hundred as hospitable, en-
ergetic, and thrifty inhabitants as oc-
cupy any country. The youngest town
in St. Landry, yit this young giant in
progress and strength has long since
thrown off its swaddling clothes of
childhood, and in its marvelous strides
of advancement bids fair to outstrip
the majority of the older places of our
parish. The business element Is com-
posed of men representing different
States and our own parish and State;

9men full of push and vitality; wide-
awake to that liberal minded policy
which is making that section of St. Lan-
dry the cynosure and attraction of peo-
ple in the older States and who are pur-
chasltg homes there by tie dozens.

Many persons from the North, West,
and South,have already bought homes
and settled in and around Rayne, and
others are rapidly coming in. There is
a perfect boom in the land business and
not many years hence that entire sec.
tion will be the most thickly populated
portion of St. Landry. And this acces'-
sion of the residents being principally
from the thrifty and industrious farm.
ers and inechanics of the North and
West will inoculate new vigor and new
ideas into the minds of the original in-
habitants, who, 'before, were' satisfied
with their quiet and nuneventful condi-
tion in life, and satisfied to remain as
their foretithers did a half a century
ago. Already this spirit is conspicue
onsly manitieted by the life and anima-
tion which rule th lpeople there Dar-
ing our sojouru, we met gentlemen from
Michigan, Iowa, Illinois, Kansas, Min-
nesota, Connecticu t and .1 ississippi, all of
whom were intelligent men, with more
or less capital, who were seekiug homes
in that portion of our pariah. Our friend,
W. W. IDuson, the real estate agent
there, .vass kept busy showing them
lands, and before they left had sold
homes to nearly every one of them.
They were enthusiastic over the, soil
and climate of that ssction, and will
doubtless influence many others of their
neighbors to settle there. Mr. Duson is
a thorough-going bu in-'ss man, a splen
did real estate agent, and has thorough.-
ly advertised his section of the parish.
lHe believes in printem' ink, is liberal
in his business principl-s, which com-
bined with his affable social qualities
have built him a fair business in south-
west St. Landry.

In the line of trade and occupations,
Rayne indludes everything to make up
a lively, enjoyable, and progressive lit-
tle city. There are four hotels, among
which the City Hotel, kept by our kind.
host, E. 0. Bruner, affords the inost
pleasant and comfortable quarters to
the trading public; eight houses doing a
general tuerchandise iand grocery trade ;
one large sash, blindis, &c., eitablish-
ment.; two first class drug stores; one
lumber yard; two saloons. IJ profes-
istos,. occupations and trades there are
Ltwo physicians, two.real estate agents,
three uotaries, one auntioneer, one jus-
tiee of the peace, two painters, one ba-
ker, one shoemaker, one butcher, sev-
eral carpenters, one barber, two black-.
smithi, one brfck-mnason, &c. There
is also a large town hall and dramatic
hall, at which frequent dramatic per-
formancee take place by home amateurs
add other theatrical troupes. There
are two large churehes, Gatholie and
Methodis ; two sehools, oie public one
private. Six trains pas through the
town daily, over the'La. Western, and
Itrangears are constantly stopping off in
towin, which adds materially to its anima-
ted appearances And we 'would not for-
get the Rayne Brass Band, led by Prof.
Chappui a, whose delightful music we
had the pleasure of listening to while
there.

If our readers call this a puff to the

STATE OF LOUISIANA,
PAaRIs or ST. LAs~urY.

In the name and. by th,• authority of the
State of Lonisiana, duly emmpannelled, sworn
and charged to inquire within and for the body
df the parish of St. Landry, State aforesaid,
your- GranlI Jurors respectfully sl.miit the
following report: We have carefiuilly xamin-
ed all mattere submitted to us, ami have re-
ported such matters to your Honorable Court
when in our opinion it was necessary to do so;
we have presented such persons as we thought
should be prosecuted, and iguored such accu-
sations as we thought were not based on good
evidence to justify us in sending them before
a petit jury; and we regret to say that dur-
ing our session a great many. frivolous and
groundless chargey have been preferred; that
while we carefully inquired into these charges
we were forced-to ignore many oi them for
the reason that they were brought about
through prejudice and animosity.

PUBIuc IMFaOVEMYtETs. We have examiu-
ed our parish prison and conversed with the
ptisoners, and from all the information we
could obtain we find that the prisoners are
kindly treated, well fed and cared for ; that
the building is kept in a clea~;y condition and
all the neoessary rules of hygiene observed.
In order to keep the prisoners iu health andl
comfort we would, however, recomtnsend that
a %fene be built around the jail about nine
feet in height, in order to keep out-siders from
appruauhiug too near the jail, and that such
prisoners as are not considered by the Sherit
to be of a dangerous character, oc allowed
during the day to be remnved to some room
in the upper part of the jail, in order to ob-
taiu fresh air and have exercise; and we fur-
ther report that, with the exception of a few
broken places, we find the jail in good order,
and we reeommend that the Sheriff as soon as
praeticable have thota places fixed.

Gouar Hous "
We further report that wehave examined the

Court House building and found it very much
in need of repairs, and would recommend that
the Sheriff have these repairs made as soon as
practicable at the expense of the parish.

PUoBLI ROADS
There have been a good many complaints

made to us against the overseers of the pub-
lie roads, anti after diligent inquiry we have
found indictments against several road over-
seers, and regret that we could not examine
as closeel into the matter as we desired, in
consequence of our limited time and press ol
business presented; and we earnestly call up-
on all subsequent Grand Juries to investigate
matters on the subject to the best of their
ability.
