The past week has been dry, and
wind from the north, causing the cotton
to open much faster than the first weeks
of August which were quite shower y
and warm with us, causing the cotton
plant to shted its forms very considera-
bly; yet the prospects now is for a
large yield of the staple in quite a large
section of country. Bordering iup here
on the Brenf and Cocodrie bayous, ru-
mors now and then drop in on us of
caterpillars, but on close inspection only
a few have been noticed. In conversa-
tion with a farmer living on Elm bayou,
St. Landry, last Saturday, I learned
that the crops in that section of St. Lan-
dry were very good-both cotton and
corn. From the same gentleman I was
given to understand that the Elm bayou
neighborhood had just reason to com-
plain that they "never, as tax-payers,
received any benefit from the public
school funds." Our informant stated
further that "nine months was all the
public school that had been taught there
since the war, though his mother, a
widow lady, had been assessed, and had
paid poll tax regularly for the past nine
years, they could, it seemed, get no
school." We remarked that a lady hav-
ing to pay "poll tax" was news to us.
Informant said "news or not, the re-
ceipts show for themselves." The above
item is given as it was spoken to me,
by, in every respect, a reliable man.

Cane is looking very promising, and
will no doubt yield largely at grinding
season. The pea vine hay crop is ex-
cellent and abundant. Corn is as good
as could well be wished for, and much
more of it grown this year than last in
this vicinity. A very good business is
being done at present in the lumber
trade; the mills in the pine hills of St.
Landry are kept busy sawing lumber
for the Avoyelles trade.

The roads, especially the one leading
out of the Elm and Cocodrie bayou set-
tlements, have improved much during
the past week of dry weather. Avoy-
elles is coming to the front by building
first-class bridges across the principal
streams,-so troublesome during high
water. Many of the go-ahead and spir-
ited fitrmers in this parish are making
improvements on their residences hnd
farms.

A new mail line is spoken of direct
from Bunkie, on the T. P. R. R., to
Marksville, which would place our par-
tsh capital in daily communication with
New O leans.

Pederal Patronage.

East ('rroll I)emocira t.
Louisiana polities are it a mixed con-

dition, anlld are becolinng more compli-
cated every day on account of the action
of the Federal Government. For twenty
year s the genuine I)emocracy of the State
struggled against Radical domination,
carpet-bag gluttony and scalawag party
intrigue We are no sooner freed from
tihe illiterate, farcical misrule of recon-
struction than another evil springs up
in ourt midst. The evil of which we
speak is that which threatens the Regu-
lar Democracy front the self-arrogated
Reform Democracy, which has been
croaking for the past three or four years.

Unfortunately for our State it is divi-
ded into two factions, and this division
goes even into parochial affairs. There
are men in many communities who are
constitutionally opposed to falling into
line and marching quietly along to vic-
tory, for they fear they may become
mixed up in some "ring." Now what
is a ring? If being an honest straight-
forward Democrat who believes in par-
ty "fealty and party discipline," and
being opposed to a faction headed by
bolters, such as Kernochan, who led
an independent movement, constitutes
a "ringster" then we had best all enlist;
in the service of the ring and become
thorough and faithful Democrats. The
support of an independent candidate is
inconsistent with genuine Democracy
or any other party fealty or success.
There are persons who enter party lines
and participate in their deliberations,
but if their particular friend does not'
happen to be the choice of their party
tlhey set up a howl of ring, or fraud to
justify their action, and then bolt the
party. Now the good people of Louisi-
ana, will never submit to be governed
by such a faction though they may ap-
pear under the guise of reformers. This
covering is too short and the intention
and caste of the party is too marked to
be mistaken and too manifest to be hid-
den. The difficulty is that the National
and State politics are more or less
blended by the appointment of these
"sunshine Democrats" who Ihave lifted
an arm to assist in freeing our State
from its quandam mis-rule.
The danger which may await us in

the future does not come from the
strength of the so-called reformers, but
from the Republicans.

Mr. Cleveland. who was ardently and
faithfully supported by the Louisiana
Democracd, had an opportunity to heal
the breach in the party, but it was al-
lowed to go by uniqurnved. When he
prefers such men aslie Ihas appointed
lie disgusts those Democrats who have
toiled and labored all through the night
and watched for the coming morn. He
has not only disgusted the genuine De-
mtocracy, but has widened the chasm
until it many be extremely difficult to
unite the factions and lead to a Demo-
cratic victory in the next campaign.

Why Mr. Cleveland has pursued this
policy is unknown. It may be through
ignorance of the facts or malice towards
Mr. Eustis, who has manfully fought the
appointment of men who have not been
loyal to the party, and who may yet
find a difficulty in having their names
confirmed by the Senate.

It is the boast of the bolters that Mr.
Cleveland means to break up the State
Administration ring. It has been very
truthfully said that he lnas his hands full
of national affairs and will probably not
meddle with State factions and State
affairs. The people will not submit to
Federal authority that interferes with
State rights. There is such a thing as
State sovereignty and it does not come
in conflict with any higher authority
and it must be respected.

We may be in error, but a continuous
pursuit of the present policy of the Pres-
ident and the strife that is kept in mo-
tion may yet be the rock upon which
the Democratic party will wreck.
