Col. D. F. Boyd, the Lonisiana Com-
missioner, has assigned ample rpace for
this purpose in the Louisiana Depart-
ment, and the Commissioner of Immi-
gration appeals to the Press, the Police
Jaries and the citizens of the State to
aid him, not only in making an attract-
ive display to our visitors, but in a prae-
tical effort to attract immigration and
henefit the State.

Thers are tens of thousands of acres
of valuable lands in the State, which, in
the hands of present owners, are dead
capital, {ur the Iack of money to devel-
op them The Commissioner will en-
deavor to bring the immigrant farmer
or capitalist, who may visit the Expo-
sition, in contact with the owners of
these lands.

With this view he desires to obtain
the location, description and price of
every tract of land for sale in the State.

He is now preparing a large Township
map of the State on which will be loca-
ted all the State and United States lands,
The location of all private tracts of land
sent him will alse be marked on this
map, which will be hang up in the Ex-
position, where all visitors may ine-
pect it

The Commissioper has requested the
Police Juries of each patisk to prepare
and send to him maps of their respect-
ive parishes, and epecimens of soils and
mioerals, which will be counspicuously
diaplayed. A

Large numbers of visitors to the late
World’s Exposition would have bought
Lounisiana lands if they could have
found them.

The Commissioner suggests to large
land owners in aparsely settled locali-
ities, the giving away, to actual settlers,
of alternate 40 acre tracts, as the means
of enbaneing the value of their lands.
