The editors of the COURIER, in its
last issue, called this reporter to ac-
count for not bringing in the game he
promised from the hunt he engaged in
last week, and by our not showing up
concluded that we had killed no pheas-
ants and felt badly about it. Well,
they were half right and half wrong, as
will be seen by our subjoined report of
the hunt.

On S•nday morning the 18th intt.,
this scribe reported, armed and provi-
sioned, at Edmond D.'s where the Nim-
rods had agreed to meet, to start for
the pheasant range near Long Point.
On account of the weather having
changed from a cool to rather a warm
temperature, some of the party had
concluded not to go, and were not ready
for a start before 2 o'clock p. m We
had intended, notwithstanding this de-
lay, to reach our objective point that
night, and drove our horses at a lively
pace, with a view of opening the hunt
atdasvn the next morning. Everything
went on smoothl7'until we had passed
Hayes' Point about three or four miles,
and were only about four miles from
the camping ground, when we came
upon a barbed wire fence which seemed
interminable on either side of the road,
and could not be safely surrounded at
_tiat late hour in the evening. There-
fore we returned to Hayes' Point to
camp for the night, thereby losing
about six miles of travel, and with
about twelve miles more of travel for
the next morning before reaching our
destination. We made the point about
10 o'clock on Monday morning in rath-
er a jaded condition to enter upon a
wearisome hunt for the day. Moreover
we were told by the inhabitants alound
that a party of hunters had been shoot-
ing there for several days past, and had
killed up nearly all the pheasants to be
found in that vicinity. At any rate we
concluded to try our luck there, as our
time was too limited to go a greater
distance from "bome. Ned D. and this
reporter paired off with his dog Prince,
Ernest.and Gable D. with their dogs
Reno and Buck, and began the search
for the .mnch esteemed birds. The
elder Mr. D. not being well remained at
camp. The Rev. Father Eby and Dr.
R. with their fine, blooded dogs Daisy
and Dash, concluded to hunt quails and
rabbite in the woo,ds. Over the wide
expanse of far-stretching prairie we
cheered our dogs to flush the "prairie
chicken" from its covert, but often were
we disappointed, when the young dogs
came to a "stand," to see a worthless
field lark spring up, instead of the ex-
citing whir peculiar to the pheasant
when it first takes its flight from the
grass. The sun was sinking in the
west, and our prospi ets of success. with
it, before Ned an ."ye reporter" found
our quarry We flushed three piheas-
ants and bagged two of that number
before returning to camp that night.
The other hunters were not so fortunate
in finding game, the residue of pieces
being one squirrel, four quails, two
ducks, and two wood-rabbits.
