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What Farmers Have to ,ear.

It has been truly said that agriculture
is the pivot upon which all other trades,
industries, vocations and professions
turn; and having the weight and fric-
tion.of all these to bear, it is no wonder
that this balancing power is always un-
der a great strain and at times loses its
proper power of adjustment and equili-
brium.

This being the close of the year when
the crops are gathered and the staple
products are offered for sale, 'suggests

.to as the many burdens the farmers
have to meet in realizing the remunera-
tion of their labor, and in paying their
debts. -

Very few farmers cultivate their crops
on a cash basis, and their necessities-
under the present system-compel them
to buy. their supplies from the mer-
chants at.an enormous rate of interest
on a credit. While wt do not deny the
legitimate right of mer,chants to charge
an Increased price for advancing sap-
plies on the faith of the crops, and that
in so doing their capital is locked up
for months, with many risks to run
in securing their ultimate payment, &c.,
yet we must say that the planter who
buys on such terms is fettering himself
with corresponding liabilities which he
would not incur on a cash system. He
has necessarily to pay much more for
what he consumes. He cannot always
have a choice of the kind of articles he
would prefer, and often has to take im
ferior goods at rates higher than the
best of its kind. When he sells his
crop lie is compelled to take what is
offered in the market at the time, hav-
ing no discretion or legal right to hold
his products for a future rise in prices.
The merchbants have reciprocal liabili-
ties in their business, and aro compelled
to insist upon prompt payments in or-
der to meet their own responsibilities
incurred by the credit system. If the
farmer falls behind it hurts the mer-
chant as well;. and if he pays up, the
farmer fnuds that he has paid a dear
price for supplies, while he has receiv-
ed unremanerative returns for his own
work and risks. Even granting good
crops, it is a poor venture to raise cot-
ton at eight cents per pound to pay for
meat at 10 or 12 centte per pound, when
the farmer could raise his own at home
by planting more grain and less cotton.

But take the farmers under the best
eircumstances, yet thei" burdens are
numerous and heavy. Uthey may pay
eash and 4ive economically, still tbIr
responsibilities and expenses are great-
er than any other class of people.- His
business is necessarily ultimate. The
merchants, the manufacturers, the rall-
roads, the professional men, all other
classes indeed, may throw the bulk of
their burdens back u'pon the farmer.
SHis clais csnstitutes the great body of
the 3consumers

of the country. What-

e' eer tax the mereliant pays is added to
the •'price-ofhis go.;ds, whatever tax the
mannfacturer pays is added to the cost
ot his wares, and so it goes sll through
j e fistof othetr classes.

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Necrology.

In the "Reflector of Cornwall," pub-
lished in Orange Co., N. Y., we read the
obitunry of Louis P. Ledoux, D. D.,
who, when a boy, lived in Opelousas,
and was the uncle of Joachim and Lu-
cien Jouhert, who are residents, and
have been all their lives, of this parish.
'The Rev Mr. Ledoux went North

during his youth and entered the Acad-
emy at Groton, Mass., with the purpose
of fitting himself for college, and the
profession of law. He was converted
during the last year of his school life,
and, at once, dedicated himself to the
ministry. In college, and the Theolog-
ical Seminary, he supported himself by
teaching, receiving no aid from any.
other source. He began his ministerial
work at Dobb's Ferry, in New York, asi
a home missionary. From thence he
was sent to Newport, Ky., where he re-
mained three years; from thence to
Monroe, Mich.; from thence to Rich-
mond, Va., and from thence to Corn-
wall, where he was pastor until 1865,
when the failure "of his voice, caused,
maybe, by the beginning of the disease
from which he died, compelled him 'to.
give up the active duties of the ministry
in which he had been untiring and very
popular for a great many years. All
who knew him recognized him as a good,
wise, able man, whose counsel was al-
ways worth heeding and whose esteem
it was an honor, to any one, to win.

When he stopped preaching he al-.
ready had one or two boys, in his fami-o
ly, whom he was teaching with his own
sons. Others sought a like privilege,
and so began, and continued the work
that for twenty years has filled his life
and beed, perhaps, the most useful that
he has done. More than two hundred
boys have been under his instruction.
Few teachers have had a higher sense
of their responsibility, few have set be-
fore themselves a higher ideal of attain-
ment and few have been so successful
in their work. Large hearted and gen-
erous as a neighbor, his-loss fell heavily
upon his commufnity. Faithful a4d true
as a friend, his death was an affliction
that all did well to mourn. The Re-
flector of Cornwall. of Oct. 10, 1885,
gives this additional notice of this able
and good man :t
