At about 1:30 o'clock on last Monday :

was broken by the alarm of fire. and i
firemen and citizens rushed onst of I-ed
for the scene of daugit It prved to
be our Court tbilding, al .hlie in dits-
covered the disastrous Htieu.es wte.

It was soon
manifest that thet building was doomed,
and as a highL wind was blowing the
burning cinders on. many buildings
near the east and sottheast part; ti tlhe
squnare, the fire department and citizens
had to direct their attention to prlvent
the commnuication of filre to the solid
mass of buildings on the coltigucus
blocks. Lacombe's hltel, stable, and
some other buildings caught, but the
flames were suppressed hetire any
damage was done. Thet burning einc
deor were blown a distance oif tf.o or
three. blocks away and threatened a
large number of buildings with ctn-
flagration. Nothing but the promipti.
tulde and efficient work of firemenl aind
citizens prevented a general and disas-
trous fire.

We were accosted the other day by
one of the leading members of the pres-
ent Board of Police, who inquired what
we had discovered by onr inspection of
the books of the town trensurer the dlay
before. We replied that we had learned
very little; that we had fohnd the
books in such a condition that it would
have required considerable time and
labor to find even the amount of re-
ceipta and expendit res, as none of the
columns of figures, even those of 1884,
had been footed up, and the treasur-
er had told is that he had received n
considerable sunm ,f money since any
entry had been made on his hooks;
that he had informed us, however, that
hle .would have his books in proper
shape in a day or two and wonld pub-
lish a statement ,showing the receipts
and expenditures of the town during
the period of his incumbency-a space
of two years. We here took occasion
to say to our interlocutor that the main
reason why we opposed the re-election
of the "old Board" was that the people
were kept in complete iguorance as to
the financial affairs of the corporation ;
that the present Board had been in
office nearly two years and had never
published a solitary statement showing
the receipts and dishursements of the
town during that time. He frankly ad.
I mitred that such was the fact and that
this objection was a weighty one; but
I. e claimed that the Board was not re-
sponsible for this dereliction of duty-
that it had appointed officers who were
charged with tlhe collection and dis-
bursatment of the town's funds ; that

I those officers were paid a salary for
performing their duties, and that it was
their duty to publish such statements.
We begged to differ with him. We
told him that we thought it was the
duty ,f the Board to require its officers
to make quarterly, semi-auuual, or at
r least annual reports to that body and that
j these reports ought to be examined and
verified by the Board or a committee
thereof before beiu~ published. He
t dissented from this view, saying that it

its members, who received no remuner-
ation for their services, if they were
conlpelled to examiue even semi-annual
Sor ainnual reports of the financial condi-
tion of the town, and that, the custom

manded by Dick Taylor and Harry
Harys, which immortalized itself under
Stonewall Jackson in his fatuous and
ever memorable campaigns in the She.
nandoah Valley, Va., a Brigade which
might justly be styled the pride and
boast of that battle scarred and tatteredi
corps. on which the invincible Stone.
wall placed so much relianuce--and
never in vain. In the Opelousas CouRa
IER of the ltbh of March, 1864, printed
on a fine article of wall paper, we find
the following article indicating the high
estimate placed upon that veteran
Brigade in Virginia:

LousIANIANs IN LEE's ARMY.--The
following just and beautiful compli.
ment to the Louisiana Brigade, under
the command of the gallant Harry Hays,
is contained in an editorial article from
the Richmond Whig:

'We must be permitted, however, to
express our sincere regret at the capture
of a lage portion of Hays' Brigade.
Decimated as it was, the nine hundred
remaining Louisianians were worth
their weight in gold to the army which
bad already lost its invincible Texans.
There is nothing to show that Hoke's
Brigade (lid not fight as bravely in the
late affair as that of Hays ; but the im-
perishable record of the latter in the
great campaign in the Valley and in all
the mighty battles in Virginia, Mary-
land and Peuusylvania, bad endeared
it to the whole country and particular-
ly tua the people of Virginia. Before
they were trained, the-'Louisianians
gave evidence of the pluck and dlan of
the soldier by nature. Their mettle
oouu became known, and they- were

called on to perform the hardest feats
They were never called in vain. If now
they are lost to Lee's army, we know
not where the material will be found to
replace them."replace tuenl.

In addition to the above, there werb
Isix other volunteer companies that left
this parish, complete rolls of which we
will give, as far as we can obtain them,
in fnture issues of the COURIER. In our
next we will give the names of the "St.
Landry Volunteers," Capt. H. L. Gar-
land, and the "Opelousas Volunteers,"
Capt. Louis Lastrapes. Later we will
publish the rosters of the companies
led by Captains Robin and Doremus.

If any of our readers can furnish us
with the names of officers and privates
of the two companies that left St. Lan-
dry under Captains Gober and Calvit,
we would be under obligations for the
favor. The COURIER office was twice
sacked during the war, and many of the
files of our paper were destroyed or
carried off by the Federal forces, to-
gether with the presses, type, etc., and
we have thus far been unable to find
any record of those two companies.

Demnocratic Parish Convention.

Pursuant to the call of the Executive Com-
mittee of the Democratic Party of the Parish
of St. Landry, issued on the 15th day of Feb.
ruary, 1886, and duly advertised in the news-
papers of the parish, the Democratic party
of the parish assembled in Convention at the
Court House in Opelousas on March the 20th,
1886.

Dr. R. H. Littell, President of the Executive
Committee called the Convention to order,
stating the object of the call to be for the
purpose of nominating a candidate for the
State Senate to fill the vacancy caused by the
resignation of the Hon. T. S. Fontenot, and
such other general business as in the sense of
the Convention, might be deemed best for the
interests of the Democratic party.

The Hon. T. S. Fontenot was elected by ac-
clamation to the temporary chairmanship,
and in a few appropriate remarks, thanked
the Convention and the democrats of St. Lan-
dry for the present and past bonprs, and feel-
ingly announced his regret that circumstances
beyond his control had forced him to resign
the position of Senator of St. Landry.

On motion of Mr. C. F. Garland of Opelou-
Fas, Mr. B. F. Hardesty of Washington was
elected Secretary pro tem, and Mr. E. Mixer
of Big Cane assistant secretary pro ternm.

It having been ascertained that there were
no contests, on motion of Thos. H. Lewis, Esq.,
it was

Resolved, That the appointment of a com-
wnittee on credential; be dispensed with. that
the secretary call the roll of Precincts and
that the chairman of each delegation hand the
credentials of his delegation to the.secretury,
that the secretary make the roll of the con-
vention from these several credentials, and
that he call the roll of each delegation while
entering their names on the roll of the con-
vention.

Motion by Thos. H. Lewis, that the conven-
tion now proceed to organize with the roll
made by the secretary from the credentials
put upon the secretary a table. Adopted.

On motion of Thos. H. Lewis, Esq., Jno. N.
Ogdeu, Esq.. was elected permanent chairman
of the convention.

Mr. Thos. H. Lewis moved that the secre
tary and assistant secretary pro tem be con-
tinued as secretaries of the convention.
Adopted.

Mr. C. F. Garland moved that Mr. W. H.
Haw of Big Caue be added as assistant secre-
tary. Adopted.

At least half a dozen delegates from differ-
eant directions nominated a candidate for the
Senate each one naming the Hon. E.T. Lewis.

Several gentlemen addressed the conven-
tion supporting the nomination, among whom
was the presfloent of the convention-Mr. H.
Bar6usse being in the chair.

No other nominations being made, the mo-
tion was made, seconded and carried, making
the nomination of the Hon. E. T. Lewis as a
candidate for the State Senate unanimous.

Mr. C. F. Garland moved, that a committee
of two be appointed by the chair to inform Mr.
Lewis of the action of the convention. Adop-
ted.

The chair appointed Mr. C. F. Garland and
Hon. T. 8. Fontenot. Whereupon Mr. Lewis
being brought before the convention amidst
applause thanked the convention for the bon-
or conferred on him, and defined his position
in regard to several important measures re-
quiring legislation.

Mr. L. D. Prescott moved that the present
Executive Committee be continued as the
Executive Committee of the Democratic par-
ty of the parish of St. Landry until the next
convention be duly aseembled. Adopted.

Mr. M. L. Swords moved the substitution of'
the. name of Dr. S. P. Ward on the parish Ex-
ecutive Committee in place of Mr. 8. W. W.
Taylor for the 4th ward. Adopted.

On motion of Thos. H. Lewis, Resolved,
That the president of the Democratic parish
executive Committee be instructed to give
notice according to Art. 48 of the Constitution
of the introduction in the nett Legsalature of
an set requirin the election of Police Jurors
in the parish of St. Landry.

Resolved, That this convention folly en-
dorses the course of the Hon. T. 8. Pontenot
as enator from this district, and regrets that
he felt compelled to resign his public trust.

Resolved That in retiring from office he
carries with him into private life the esteem,
confidence and best wishes of the democracy
of this pirish.

Proceedings of the Police Jury.

CALLED MEETING,

OPELOUSAS, LA., March -4lth, isti;.
Pursuant to a call by the President the l'n-

lice Jury met. Present:
Messrs. Albert Guidry. Presideut; A. Per-

rodin, D. P. Saizan, E. Dubuisson, Sam
Haas, L. Yonng, T. '., Chlncher and B. E.
Clark.

The President announced to the umembers
the object of the meeting, to-wit: to take into
consideration the rebuilding of the Court
House recently destroyed by fire, and to pro-
vide for a temporary place in which to hold
the courts to sit in this parish pending the

I rebuilding of the Court House; and being in-
formed that a committee from Washington
were in attendance, who desired to submit to
the Police Jury certain propositions, recog-
nized Mr. Phil. Jacobs, the chairman, who
called upon Mr. Kavanagh to state their case.

Mr. Kavanagh having done so, was followed
by Mr. Schwing, in behalf of the town of
Washington.

Mr. H. L. Garland then replied to these
gentlemen and read to the Jury the law gov-
erning them in such cases, made and provid-
ed, and proceeded to instruct them as to their
bounden duty under the law.

'said Court House.

Messrs. Perrodin, Clark, Saizan and Cha-
cher6 having voted in the affirmative, and
Messrs. Haas, Dubuisson, Young and Taylor
having voted in the negative, the President,
Albert Guidry voted in the affirmative.

The President, Mr. Albert Guidry, is au-

The Police Jury adjourned to meet at its
next regular meeting, the 12th day of April-
