Dear Sir :-After the close of the late session

of the General Assembly, Senator,.Lewis, at
his request, was shown your accqunt as Tax
Collector, and a statement of same for th-
years 1884 and 1885, (being the only years not
finally closed) was made and handed to him.

In the conversation had with Snuator Lewis,
who spoke of you in the kindliest term, I fully
explained the defective character of the as
sessment Rolls for 1884 and 1885. The Roll for
the latter year, 1885, as you know, was reject-
ed, and not till it was too late to have proper
Rolls made, free from the numeerous errors
contained in those of the previous sear, was
it accepted by this office: but, with the un-
derstanding that, the Assessor would be ar-
quired to refund to the State, commissions
paid him on all erroneous and double assess-
ments and assessments which, for want of de -
eription, would prevent the Collector ft 0om
making fixed collections of taxes on property
so assessed:

I fully explained to him that, prior to the
loss of your record, you had submitted your
deduction list or claims for errors in rolls,
taxes on property sold to the State and bills
for publishing Tax Sales for the purpose of
making a final settlement for -the taxes of
1884, and that, pending this settlement, these
statements, which had been returned to you,
from this office for correction, were reported
luost in the burning of your Court House. there-
by delaying the settlement, and preventing
your account from receiving the credits to
which it was entitled, ts shown by theea
statements.

My books show that prior to and since tmy
induction into office, you have promptly ac-
counted for collections made by you as Tax
Collector) and as to the taxes of 1885, the
statement could only show collections made
inuee December and prior to IMarch 31st lust,

as collections made since April let, htnd prior
to 1st of the prevent month, aire not required
to be accounted for until the present month
and could not have been included in tile state-
ment, and that no filial settlement for taxes
of this year could have been made, at that
time, and not until after sales of property for
utpaid taxes had beon made.

The settlements made Iy your prldecessar
show-that, the credits for errors received by
him varied from $4,785.00 to $7,508.00 nr each
year, while yuur.credlits have been as follows:
for 1880, $1175; 1881, $1835; 1882, $3123 and
1883 $3540.

i A statement of each collectors' account was
published in the Times-Democrat, on March
3d last, and the statement handed your Sen-
ator corresponds with the one published.
There was also published in the officialjourn-
al of the tate a statement of all collections
m lade by tax collectors, and accounted for itn
thatfirt quarter of theptesent year.

I do not see why a written memoratndum
t which corresponds witl stateinents published
-in the newspapers mouths ago, should occu-
slon at this time, any unmerited comment, and
especially when all of the facts connected
with the matter were matbe known at the
time the statement was given ; atnd 1 feel as-
•ared your Senator will do you the justice to
sive to those of your people who do not un-
-s tand this matter, the explanation givent
him bCi me at the time I furlishedl the in-
formation asked for.

Believing that the obituary notice of
the death of Mather Mary Aloysea Har-
dey, tii nmerly of St Landry parish, and
who reaclhed such eminence in the
Catholic Church, would be read with
great interest by our parishioners, we
copy the following from the Washing-
ton Argus of the 29th inst:

Died, in Paris, at the Mother House of the
Sacred Heart, on .June 17th, 1886, MARY
ALOYSEA HARDEY, aged 76 years, 6 months
and 8 days, after an active service of more
than fifty-two years, performed in Europe and
America.

She was born near the village of Piscataqua,
in Prince George CQ., Maryland, rpn the 8th
day of December, 1809og. Her parents, Wil-
liam Frederick Hardey and Sarah Elizabeth
Spaulding, both of old Catholic families of
Maryland, removed from that State to Louisi-
ana in 1813, and settled near Grand Cotean
in St. Landry parish.

From early childhood, Mary A. Hardey
manifested the decided traits of earnest relig-
ions devotion which characterized her whole
life. As a devoted daughter and loving sister,
she was a model for immitation. After a few
years of close application to study in the
House of the Sacred Heart at St. Michael's,
near New Orleans, she requested permission
from her parents to join the Order, and after
full preparation and probation, she joined the
Order on the 22d of October, 1825, at the
early age of 15 years.

The earnest and energetic devotion shown
by her to the interest of the Order, soon
brought her into prominent notice and she
became superior atSt. Micheals, at the early
age of 24 years. From this time, she seemed
to have been especialty chosen by Divine
Will for the great task to which she has de-
voteda long life. Louisiana will long feel
the influence of her character in the education
and motherly training of many thousands of
the daughters of the prominent families of
nearly every part of the State. Her precepts,
counsel and example still appear in letters of
ighit, as guides to most of the Creole families
of the State. In thousands ofthese families
her name is a sacred and revered household
wore.

Fully com rehending the feeble condition
ofher order in America, which at that time
consisted of but three small convects in this
country, viz : one near St. Louis, Mo., one
at Grand Coteau and one at St. Micheal, the
young and energetic Snperior began to lay
bthose wonderful plans for the enlargement

and extension of the order throughout the
American Continent, the fulfllment of which
has been a marvel of success

By her wonderful energy, her gentleness
and kindness to all who approache her, to-
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they ever heard her utter a harsh word. The
amount of good she has done the world is
almost incalculable. She has built up into
strength many a convent which was in- need.
Thousands of children have been under her
care and guidance, and many of them have
received teaching from her personally. She
always took an intense interest in her pupils,
following them often long after they had gone
out from her into the world, and time and
again when they have found themselves in
trouble or distress of any kind, they have
come to her for comfort and advice just as a
little child comes to its mother. Many have
been brought into the fold by her saintly ex-
ample and many have been saved fiom shame
by her kindly advice and warning. In the
hour of affliction she has often helped to soft-
en the bitterness of grief, and her words of
Christian assurance and comfort have bright-
ened the path of more than one poor timid
soul into the dark valley. Her professed ob-
ject in life was to enlighten the hearts and
minds of youth, and in this she has been emi-
nently successful. She has lived to see many
follow in the course she pointed out to them,
and the prayers and blessings of numberless
grateful hearts will follow her to the grave.
Her work will be as lasting as her memory."

About 12 months ago, her health failed. In
Paris, she was attacked by congestion of the
lungs and brain, from exhaustion and the
great heat, but she lived with varying health
until the loth of June last when the dange-
rous symptoms of her malady again manifest-
ed themselves and in a few days she was
brought to the point of death.

Conscious of her approaching end she
calmly prepared herself for the great change,
and give such instructions to those around her
in regard to her wishes after death.

The incidents of her last moments cannot
be better described than in the following from
her intimate friend and Secretary, Mother
Grasser to the writer :

Paris, June 22d, i886.
Dr. C. A. Hardey, Chataigrier, La.

Dear Sir:-I had hoped to give you, ere
this, some account of the last days and hours
of our revered and much lamented Reverend
Mother Hardey, of whose peaceful, edifying
death on the r7th inst you were, we trust, duly
apprized from Manhattanville. It was truly
the crowning of her life of generous devoted-
ness to the service of God.

During the month of May her continued im-
provement had revived the hope that we might
obtain to possess her, at least, a few years
longer, and even Reverend Mother herself
entertained this possibility--and that of her
return to America with Reverend Mother
Jones, so as to secure the beneficial effects of
a sea voyage, always so favorable to her.
During these weeks of comparative relief her
active mind was, with characteristic self-forget-
fulness, ever occupied with the interests she
had so earnestly sought to promote during a
government of over fifty years. Notlessmind-
ful was she in her affectionate solicitations for
the welfare of those near and dear to her; she
pttsed it by her foresight and regulating of
the return home of your dear children, whose
presence in the family circle will help to con-
sole you in your grief at the loss of one so
dearly loved.

At the beginning of June, seeing our dear
sufferer so much better, our Mother General
deemed herself justified in undertaking a trip
to Belgium; but already on the loth a tele-
gram announced a new crisis had again
brought our dear Mother to the verge of im-
mediate danger-the verdict of the eminent
physicians called into consultation throughout
her illness was but too correct-viz : that the
rincipal organs of life were worn out-

Mother General adds: "•worn out solely for
the welfare of souls and the service of the Di-
vine Master." This last accident-the same
of which dear Lena died-emboli-would
have caused instant death had it not been for
the timely administration of remedies-which
with the Doctors' enlightened, energetic treat-
ment, and dear Rev. Mother's wonderful con-
stitution conquored the danger for the moment
and.led us to hope she would live to see, once
more, Rev. Mother Jones and Mother Hoey
who had sailed on the 12th inst. But this las t
sacrifice was to embellish her crown, she felt
her days were numbered, and when reminded
to pray for the safe, speedy voyage of the tra-
velers, she did so willingly-but added very
emphatically: "_Never, never more will Rev.
mouAer ones see me agat .

Aleady on the evenig .of the ioth, our
Mother General arrived from Belgium to con-
sole our dying Mother with her much desired
presence. reparing for Holy Communion on
Pentecost Sunday, she remarked feelingly:
"It will be my last," but, this happiness was
to be once more granted her on the Tuesday
following, when she received also Extreme
unction with the jubilee indulgence. During
these touching ceremonies, and to the vqry
last she was fully conscious, but after this she
wks unable to speak and was sinking rapidly.
Thursday morning the 17th, was to end her
sufterings; at hafpast S the Chaplain applied
to her once more the indulgence in articulo
mortis, mnd the Community surrounding her
deathbed, one of our Rev. Mothers reading
the prayers for Dying,- responded to by al.
though amidtears and weepig, our loved and
revered Mother gently bieathed her last, so
peacefulty so cal<mly that for some time we
could hadly reali" she had ceased to live.

All expression of suffring had disappeared
from her venerable face, and after she was
laid out on her couch, a veritable heavenly
smile illumined her countenance. One could
not weary looking at her. Visitors being ad-
aited to the chamber in which she was ex-
pod, it was constantly filled, and many

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Charter of the Southwestern Louisiana
Land Company.

BE IT KNOWN that on this twelfth day
of July, in the year of our Lord One

Thousand Eight Hundred and Eighty-Six, and
of the Independence of the United States of
America the one hundred and eleventh, before
me, Gilbert L. Duprd,. a notary public in and
for said parish of St. Landry, State of Lonisi-
apa aforesaid, duly commissioned and quali-
fied, and in the presence of the witnesses
hereinafter named and undersigned, person-
ally came and appeared the several persons

ARTICLE FIRST.-The name and title of said
corporation shall be THE SOUTHWESTERN LOU-
ISIANA LAND COMPANY, and its domicile shall
be in the city of Opelonsas, parish of St. Lan-
dry, State of Louisiana aforesaid. Said cor-
poration shall exist and have and enjoy suc

ARTICLE THIRD.-The capital stock of said
Company has been fixed and is hereby declar
ed to be the sum of Two Hundred and Fifty
Thousand Dollars, to be divided into or repre-
sented by twenty-five hundred shares of the
sum of one hundred dollars each. Fifty per
cent of the amount of each share shall be paid
in cash at the time of subscription, and the
balance shall be paid in cash, in instalments
of sunch amounts and at such periods as the
Board of Directors may determine.
