A WONDERFUL FARM.

“Luecy Baldwin’s” Great
Ranch in California.

& Princely Domain, Fourteen Miles Long,
Containing 58,000 Acrss.

A letter from California to the St.
Louis  Globe-Democral  says: Lucky
Baldwin’s possession from the control of
mines on the Comstock have gradually
grown until now he has 3 half adozen
great enterprises under full headway.
He owns the largest and finest hotel in
Ban Francicco, with the single exception
of the Palace, and which contaias a the:
atre within it. He has a fine summer
hotel un Lake Tahoe, and he has shrewd-
1y bought up n large strip of the shore of
thig beautiful lake, which in afew years
will be sought after for villa sites.  Fin-
ally, he owns the great Santa Anitaranch,
near Los Awngeles the breeding plac: of
the string of swift-footed flyers with
which he goes East to contest for the
prizes on the chief racing circuits, and
one of the best general fruit and stock
ranches in the State. This princely
domain extends fourteen miles east and
west and twelve miles north and south,
and embraces 58,000 acres. He shears
thousands of sheep every year, raises
wheat enough to charter entire ships for
conveying it to Liverpool, and makes
more brandy than any one else in the
State, besides turning out a large quanti-
ty of wine.

The men who are boarded on the ranch
get $1 a day, and the few Chinese who
remain—not over a dozen, all told—got

Carolina negroes whom Baldwin brought
out here from their old homes two years
ago. He paid their fares and made a
contract with them to work for him
for a term of years, He buili them
neat houses; and here are installed the
ten families comprising about sixty mem-
bers. They have made excellent hands
in the field and the orchard, because the
women and children can be counted on

“for good work in’ cultivating and pick-

ing fruit.

practical details of this huge place is J.

I, Fulby, ashrewd, energetic Californian,
who kndws wheat prowing and fruit cul-
ture so thoroughly that he is a terror fo
sll incompetent hands, and who keeps
uis small army of workmen under regular
ailitary discipline. ' Judged by the re-
salts, his management is the best of any
that T saw in the southern country.

The wine celler is always an object of
curiosity to the average tourist, but even
though one enjoys the companionship of
the manager and the hospitality of the
ranch, it is very dangerous to sample
California ~wines, There iz so much
strength in the juice of thess lusty grapes,
even when mellow with age, that unless
one is a seasoned vessel the chances are
that he will be overcome before he knows

for distilling is here, and the place is in
charge of a French expert, of life-long

The Griuiy Beur.

The grizzly bear is the snost formida-
ble of all the game animals of this coun-
try, and is dreaded by all animals alike,
with, perhaps, the exception of the moun-
tain lion, It is the largest: ofthe bear
tribe, often attaining the weight of over
800 pounds, and a length &f nine fect.
Its strength is enormous; with a single
blow it can fell a bullock, breaking its
baek, and one has been seen walking off
carrying 4 large buck Dbeneath its arms,
Its chief weapons are its long, sharp,
chisel-cdged elaws, that are gouge-shaped
also, and terribly effective in tearing or
lacerating a foe. Tho grizzly is found all
along the range of the Rockies, and, as
we have seen, in the Sierra Madre, and
as far north as Iatitude Glo. In the
north they feed more upon flesh than in
the south; there the deer and bison often
falling victims to its ferocity, and a large
grizzly has been seen to kill a powerful
Tison with a single blow of its paw. All
the rest of the bear family flee from man,
but the grizzly attacks the hunter un-
challenged and is a dreaded and respect-
ed opponent. Old hunters attribute
many strange customs to the grizaly.
They say it will never touch a dead ani-
mal, or one that has not fallen by its own
prowess; also that it digs pits for its vie-
tims, and covers themup. Itissaid that
wotinded huntera often take advantage
of the former habit and feign death, and
so oscape, the bear rarely molesting
them if the ruse is successfully earried
out, The grizzly is dangerous game, for
the reason that it is extremely tenacious
of life. Thus, if the sportsman waits un-
til the animal is directly upon him aud
fires into the heart, he cannot always de.
pend upon the immediate death of the
beast. It may develop cnergy enough to
do great damage, and many instances
are on record where the body has been
completely riddled with bullets, yet the
animal has killed several men before it
finally succumbed. —San Francisco Call.

Hand Organs,

Hooking & Broken Snbmrine Cable.

The ends of broken submarine telegraph
cables are picked up with an instrument
ealled a grapoel iron, | It is a stout bar
of iron about two feet long, with five
prongs or hooks about six inches long at
one end and aswivel at the other, A
rope long enough to lower this grapnel
iron to the bottom of the ocean is at.
tached to the swivel, and the iron is
then dragged along on the bottom by 3
steamer, which steers direct:y across the
place where  the broken cable lies, and
two or three miles, az near as may be,
from the broken end. By means of §wa
wires, which run down the rope and 2
simple device on the grapnel iron, an
electric circuit ‘is completed whenever
the hook catches on anything and a hell
on board the ship begins fo ring, and
‘continues to do so until the strain on
the hook is relioved. ¥ the hook should
catch on arock the strain on s dynam-
ometer attached to the drag-rope sud-
denly increases, and the strain whey
the cable is hooked graduaily increases.
A ship may have to stcam ascross the
line of & cable many times before success
is attained.  When the cable is hooked
the end-is brought on board the shig
and a dispatch sent to the office on shore
to test that park of the cable. The end
is then buoyed and sent adrift until the
other end is secured. When this is done
