Ie South. The Calcasieu, for many miles,
ias an average depth of about seventy-five
eet, and when the pass will have been deep-med, as it should be, will enable ocean steam-

nills. Indeed, the deepening of the pass is

he great need of Lake Charles, and it is to be
loped that our public men will leave nothing
indone to secure the government aid required
for the purpose.

From Lake Charles, the writer proceededeastward to Jennings, the attractive site of

the colony of Western farmers who have cast
their lot with the people of Calcaslen. The
little town of Jennings lies upon the broad

prairie, on the line of the Louisiana Western

Railroad. It has several well supplied stores,two hotels and a church, school house and
other necessary adjuncts. It is surrounded

by thrifty farms, whose owners have already
planted large orchards and have opened a

growing trade in hay with New Orleans.They also raise stock, of which they are im-

proving the species, with the olbject of estab*
lishing creameries. One of these farmers, a
very practical and intelligent Westerner, told
the writer that he regarded the native grasses
as superior to the Bine Grass of Kentucky.
He stated that two crops of the best quality
of hay could easily be raised, and he said be-
sides, that there was no end to the money-
making resources of the country. Aside from
the pecan, which in itself would, iu a few
years, yield a little fortune to any man who.
raised a grove of the trees, he thought the fig
would give most remuuerative returns. Lands
that a few years ago went a begging at $l.2.i
per acre are now worth from $10 to $20. The
climate, he added, was simply superb; the
winters being mild and the summers tewn-
peared by the gulf breezes which make them
nights as cool as in the most favored places
on the continent. Jennings is but ten miles
distant from Lake Arthur, one of the most
charming localities in the South, in many
respects resembling the site of Lake Charles.
Lake Arthur is peculiarly fitted for orange
culture and it abounds witli fish and game,
and presents lovely landscapes to the eye.

Next, also on the railroad, lies Crowley, the
prairie city of the future, which is springing
into life, through the energy of the Dusons
and the Southwestern Louisiana Land Com.
pany. Crowley, is beautifully laid off, with
broad streets, squares and boulevards.
Drainage canals have been dug, the streets
ditched and leveled and trees planted on all
sides. Already, a number of buildings have
been erected, and soon it will boast of a sub-
stantial courthouse building, the seat of the
new parish of Acadia having been located
there at the recent election. Between thirty
and forty thousand dollars were realized from
the first sale of town lots, and boomed as it is
by men of indomitable pluck and means,
Crowley is bound to become an important
place. The surrounding country is very much
of the same character as Jennings.

The town of Bayne is next reached by the

Lafayette is the attractive I
seat of the parish of that name, which is re- a
nowned for the great fertility of its soil. It t
is said of Lafayette pariah that every soare of 1
its land is of excellent quality. It is thickly t
settled, yet there is plenty of room for thrifty (
immigrants, who are wanted by all its hoe-
pitable people. The town, with its many
shade trees, is very pretty and has a popula- :
tiou of over two thousand.

Twenty-two miles north of Lafayette, on .

ousas, the seat of the great parish of St. Lan-
dry. Opelousas has about 3000 inhabitants.
