Please permit me through your paper which

is so extensively circulated to call your read-
ers' attention to a movement of the intelli-
gent farmers in various portions of our State,
whichl has for its object the amelioration of
the farming class, and the lifting them from
the "Slough of Despond" which the credit
system with its consequent high percentages
has ever since the close of the civil war held
them in bondage to a non producing class who
have lived and fattened on the profits made
out of the exorbitant commissions and ex-
actions levied on the tillers of the soil.
The farmers of north Louisiana, taking cour-

age from the success which has crowned the
Alliances now organized all over Texas, and
which number over two hundred and seven-
ty thousand members in that State-over a
year since at Ruston in Lincoln Parish organ-
ized a "Farmers' Union." Through able man-
egement this association has rapidly develop-
ed and.to-day numbers over ten thousand
members, and is extending rapidly in every
direction, and will ere twelve months be
known, and have its subordinate Unions, in
every parish throughout our State.

Its declaration of intentions and purposes
are:

1. To labor for the Farmers' Union and its
purposes, assured that a faithful observance
of the following principles will insure mental,
moral and financial improvement.

2. That we demand equal rights to all and
special favors to none.
3. That we return to old principles of letting

the office seek the man, instead of the man
seeking the office.

4. To endorse the motto, " In things essen-
tial, unity; in all things, charity."
5. To develop a better state, mentally, mor-

ally, socially and financially.
6. To create a better understanding for sus-

taining our civil officers in maintaining law
and order.

7. To constantly strive to secure entire har-
mony and good will among all mankind and
brotherly love among ourselves.
8. To suppress personal, local, sectional and

national prejudices, all untruthful rivalry and
all selfish ambition.

9. That we abandon the credit system as
early as possible.

10. That lobbying is against the welfare of
the people, and should be put down by means
of law, punishing both the lobbyist and legis-
lator who will allow himself lobbied.

It interferes with no religion or sect, being
content to put in practice that grand princi-
pie which should be the foundation rock of
all pure religion:

Charity to all men. Peace and good will
among men. In politics itis non-partisan,
and although allowing freedom is matters of
opinion, yet in business pertaining to the in-
terests of the members it teaches that in
"Unity there is strength"-By a recent (Apr.
6th, '87) agreement the Texas State Alliance
and the La. Farmers' Union have organized
under a Natipnal Charter called the •Nation-
al Farmers Alliance and Co-operative Far-
mers' Union of America,"head quarters Wash-
ington City, Dist. of Columbia, and all now
work under one secret work--each state
Union, however, having supreme control over
its subordinates within its limits. TennesSee,
Mississippi, Alabama, Florida, Arkansas
("State Wheel") are rapidly enrolling and will
all fall into line by January next. Agents com-
missioned by the N. F. A. and C. F. U. are at
work in all the states of the "Cotton Belt"
and are giving good accounts of tbhe cause.

The Farmers' Union makes war upon no one,
but proposes by uniting the farmers, farm la-
borers, and others interested in rural matters
to show to the world that they are capable
i and willing to dispense with many who have
heretofore charged exorbitant rates for ser-
vices which were unneeded-in other words.
we have the power to take care of ourselves and
our interests, and we propose and intend here-
after to exercise it.

If any of your readers wish to know more,
I will gladly and cheerfully answer all ques-
tions in my power; and if they wish to or-
1 ganize Unions and go in with us, helping to
work out. their salvation, I am ready to visit
t i tem and assist them in organization.

Capt. S. H. Buck, who has for some months
tilled the position of postmaster of New Or-
leans, has resigned to go into business.

The diffusion machinery formerly used at
Fort Scott, Kean., arrrived in New Orleans a
few days ago and was at once transferred to
Gov. Warmoth's plantation, where the diffu-
sion experiments will be tried next season.

W. B. R. Sugar Planter: The New Orleans
Chronicle, formerly an afternoon publication,
has been enlarged and made a better paper in
every way, and now appears as a morning
journal. It is now owned and edited by Col.
Frank A. Bartlett, an able journalist and a
brother of Gov. Bartlett, of California.

At a meeting of the St. Mary Branch of the
Sugar Planters' Association, held on the 6th
inst., Hon. Don Caffery was appointed a com-
mittee of one to visit the principal cities of
the North and invite capitalists to come to the
sugar-producing region of this State and in-
vest some of their money in the erection and
operation of central sugar factories.

Sixty-five thousand persons, now residents
of Europe, hold tickets for America, and are
only waiting for the steamers to bring them
over. Europe has many great statesmen, but
they don't appear to know how to make life
worth living for their fellow-countrymen.-
Boston Globe.

Joaquin Miller tells a pretty story about
"Mrs. Bonanza" Mackey and a poor California
girl who went to Paris to study art. The girl
was dying, and had no money to get home,
when Mrs. Mackay called on her, bought all
her poor little work for $100 and made the
check $1000.

The story of Ireland is best told by the fol-
lowing figures furnished by Mulball, one of
the most reliable statisticians of the day. He
says that during Victoria's reign there have
died of starvation in Ireland 1,255,000 people;
there have been evicted for non-payment of
rent, 3,365,000; and there have emigrated,
4,185,000.

The coal beds of China are five times as
large as those of all Europe, while gold, sil-
ver, lead, tin, copper, iron, marble and petro-
leum are all found in the greatest abundance.

N. O. Times-Democrat, May 15: The deci-
sion rendered yesterday by Judge Houston in
the case of The State of Louisiana vs. The
American Cotton Oil Trust is at once brief,
able and conclusive, and is a very decided vic-
tory for the Attorney General in his vigorous
prosecution of the suit against that mysterious
though potent body or thing which owns and
controls almost all the cotton oil-mills in the
South, but which claims immunity from legal
process.

George P. Rowell & Co.'s new edition of the
"American Newspaper Directory," to be pub-
lished on May 2, will show that the number
of papers published in the United States,
Territories (including Alaska) and Canada is
15,420, an increase of 581 in one year. The
growth of newspapers in some of the Western
States is remarkable. In Kansas the increase
is 89, and in Nebraska 64, while Pennsylvania
exhibits the largest increase in dailies. 17,
Kansas in weeklies, 81, and New York in
monthlies, 42. Seven States show decrease,
the most prominent instances being New
Hampshire and Virginia, 6 each.

A telegram dated Washiogton, May 14, says:
The death of Mr. Justice Woods, which occur-
ed to-day, creates a vacancy upon the Supreme
Bench, but there is no likelihood that it will
be filled immediately. The court is now
winding up the heavy business of a very long
term, and will hear no further arguments. If
an appointment were made the new appointee
could perform no duties until the next term
of court which would be in October. It is
probable that the President will take full
time for consideration of the different names
which may be presented to his consideration.
It would be extraordinary if the South, at
this juncture, were denied representation
upon the Supreme Bench after having had
none for thirty years.
