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S' Street of mbs.
Aa interesting discovery has very te-

cently been made in the direct line te-
tween Pompeii and Nocera. The dig-
ging of a well in a vineyard revealed
the existence of a street of tombs, about
one thousand feet east of the amphi-
theatre of Pompeii. If the whole street
is as closely linel with tombs as is the
portion laid bare, it will be one of the
most important discoveries lately made
in that part of the world; but unfor-
tunately money is wanting, so that the
excavation is going on very slowly.
Most of the tombs are covered with
roade ,scrrlptions painted in red, many
of =tlem being of the nature of adver--
tisements, the tombs thus serving the
purpose of a newspaper along the much
frequented road. The .exact date has
not yet been ascertained, but they
probably belong to the periods of Ju-
lius Csmarand Tiberius. A contrast may
be drawn between the condition of
Pompeii and that of Pergamon, which,
although double the siza of Pompeii,
has, thanks to the Prussian Govern-
ment, been laid.clear' within eight
years. In the latter, beautiful, finely
painted statutes, votive offerings to
Athena, and belonging to the Sixth
Century, B. C., have been found
buried in the earth and literally form.
ing the foundation of the houses above.
TTaeir style of art is one hitherto not
supposed possible at so remote a period,
and they cause the ruins of Pompeii to
appear quite modern. The discovery
of an acqueduct which probably dates
back to the time of K:ng Solomon, is
reported from Jerusalem, and it is
confidently anticipated that the further
excavation of it will bring to light
some extretnly interesting and valuable
inscriptions.--[Swiss Cross.

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GIRL AGAINST BULL.
A Feminine Bull Fighter in

-the City of Mexico.

Fastened to Stilts She Conquers Two Savage
Bulls With Ease.

A City of Mexico letter to the Indian
apolis Journal says: Just prior to the
taking effect of the decree against bull
fighting, I was fortunate enough to wit-
ness a contest in which one of the most
skillful,daring and expert of the profes-
sion I fighters of Mexico took a leading
part. This performer was a young wo-
man, whose epual has probably never
appeared in the "Plaza do Toro3." In
this, her farewell exhibition, Senorita
Hernandtz advertised for the wildeit
and fiercest bulls the country could pro-
duce, and agreed to fight them while
wearing stilts. The novelty of a young
girl engaging in a bull fight handicapped
by having stilts fastened to her
feet was sufficient to attract a vast
crowd, and on the day fixed for the
event fully 5,000 persons found places to
sit or stand in the large amphitheatre.
The animals provided for the occasion
were small, active, and wholly untamed,
each having his horns trimmed and
polished until the points were as bright
and almost as sharp as needles. Never
was more expert work done in this cruel
sport than was coolly performed by the
Mexican girl on that day. As the bull,
mad with rage, would make his furious
charge, she would stand until he had
approached within a distance of about
three feet, when, suddenly springing to
one side, she wou'd, as the animal
rushed furiously by, with one hand slap
him in the face with the red cloak with
which his anger had been first aroused,
while with the other han.l she dextrously
thrust into his neck a gaudy barbed

"banderill,," causing him to roar with
pain and rage. Charge after charge
was made by the maddened brute, only
to be eluded by the active girl, while
the bull met the same treatment as be-
fore. The little senor~ta played with
him, plagued him, and tortured him as
a eat would a mouse, until the animal,
bleeding and sore and worn out with
fatigue and pain, gave up the contest
and would fight no more. lie had met
his conquerer, and was taken from the
ring.
