The eastern portion of the parish is alluvial
land, and here are situated the sugar planta-
tions. There are three divisions of this re-
gion—the Beeuf country, the most fertile and
best improved, the Courtablean region, the
most densely populated, snd the Atebafalays |
region, sparsely settled, On the 5t. Landry |
gide of the Atchafalaya the alluvial lands
have o depth of from one to two miles, and
prodnca eotton, cane and corn. The banks of
the Bayou Courtablean are cultivated for
nearly ‘the whole of its length—thirty-six
miles. .

On the eastern border of Ss. Landry, where
it meets Avoyelles, is the Big Cane connlry,
g0 called from the numerons canebrakes aod
the unnaturally large canes that were foon
there by the early settlers. It extends from.
north to south about eighteen miles with an
avamﬁs width of five miles. More than half
the tillable lawd in this section is under col-
tivation. The Jauds on Big Cane were all en-
tered by their present owners, who bold them
directly from the government, but_ they are
to be bought at very cheap rates. There are
uo large plantations on Big Cane. The crops
are ehipped via Churchville, on the Atchafs-
layn. The New Orleans Pacific runs throngh
this country.

Tonching Big Cane on the south is Petit
Prairie, an elevation of aliovial land, cover-
ed with the same hig cane, containing from
12000 to 15,000 acres of first-olass land, none
of which is noder cultivation.

'I‘ouchir‘lﬁll'-‘etit Prairie on the weat is Bayou
Waxia. e land is snbject to overflow here,
so that elearings are few, nlthough some of
the hest plantatione in the parish are sitnat-
ed hera.
