The Louisiana delegation to the National
Editorial Association reached Denver more
than 48 hours before the meeting of that body.
Ample time was thus afforded us for visiting
the various points of interest, magnificent
public building, hotels, &c., of that phenome-
nal city whose site a quarter of a century ago
was covored with cactus and the short grama
grass of the region. We also called upon the
Democratic Governor of the State and the
Republican Mayor of the city, both young,
progressive, broad-gauge men, who are tho-
roughly imbued with the manifold advantages
and resources of their city and State, and are
earnestly engaged in the work. of developing
them at home and making theml, known
abroad.

Denver is beautifully situated at the foot of
the Rocky Mountains ; has streels 80 or ."
feet wide, regularly laid out and lined with
trees on either side ; extensive systems of
street cars; is lighted by gas and electricity;
has excellent water work and artesian wells;
a good police force ; a well disciplined fire do-
partment-in fact everything about it is new,
modern, and of the latest approved pattern.
Eighty per cent of the buildings, both public
and private, are of the latest and most orna-
mental and picturesque style of architecture;
and the clear atmosphere and bright sunshine
of that healthful and invigorating climate
seem to bring out their beauties-their cheer-
ful colorings and graceful shapes--in bolder
relief. Among the principal places of interest
may be mentioned the Tabor Grand Opera
House, erected at a cost of $850,000, and which
is the finest building of its kind in America.
having but one rival in the world, the Grand
Opera House in Paris; the U. S. Mint ; the
County Court House-a most elegant and
costly structure, occupying an entire block
with its well-kept grounds, fountains, aqua-
rium, parterres, &c.; the vast and magnificent
City Hall ; Chamber of Commerce; Univer-
sity of Denver; St. Mary's Academy; several
two and three-story public school buildings;
extensive smelting works, and a large nlm-
her of churches, hotels, private residences and
business blocks, any of which would do credit
to any of the great cities of this great coun-
try.

The session of our Association lasted thritee
days. While its proceedings were very inter-
eating to the participauts, a detailed recital
thereof here would probably prove dry read-
ing. As our readers know Mr. A. D. White,
of West Virginia, was elected President, and
San Antonio. Tex., was selected for the next
annual meeting. Our delegation was nmuch
disappointed at the absence ot Maj. E. A.
Burke, who was to deliver the oration, and
the task of filling his place was assigned to
Mr. A. J. Lafargue, of Marksville, who, in a
brief paper which was very favorably conm-
mented upon. creditably represented the
State in the programme prepared for the oc-
casion.

On the evening of adjournment an elegant
banquet was given the visitors at the Wind-
sor Hotel by the citizens of Denver. It is
needless to say that the repast was sump-
tuous and that everything connected with it
-the floral decorations, the music, &c.-was
in keeping with the grand scale on which
things are done in the capital city of the Cetin-
tennial State. Among the notabie citizens
present were Gov. Adams, who was toast--
master, Mayor Lee, Senator Teller, ex-Senator.
Tabor, ex-Gov. Routt and a few other ex-gev-
ernors, several judges, ministers ,' several
denominations, and most of the State officers.
Exquisite as was the menu, the intellectual
treat-"the feast of reason and flowofsoul"--
that followed far surpassed it. Gov. Adams,
Senator Teller, President ,Jones, of Florida,
and Judge Styles, of Texas, made excel-
lent speechers; but the best was by Rev.
Myron W. Reed, a distinguished divine,
late of 8t. Louis, who was talked of
as the successor of Henry Ward
Beecher in the Plymouth pulpit, and who res-
ponded to the toast "Pulpit and Press." The
report of it in the next day's papers did not do
it half justice. The speaker who secured the
most applause, however, who "brought down
the house" most frequently and with most
vehem.ence-dignified governors, grave sena-
tors, reverend ministers and sober judges all
joining in the boisterous demonstrations of de-
light-was a young man of l2, who seemed
scarcely 18. Williams was his name, and lie
hailed from Missouri; and if ever an audience
was completely carried away--"eletrified"-
his was on that night.

At 7:30 the next morning the journalists
left on a special train for an excursiton through
the agricultural region of Northern Colorado.
Within one mile of Greeley a stop of a half
hour was made to visit the exlosition or an-
nual fair of that section. There was a very
creditable showing of fruits, vegetables, cere-
als.and other agricultural products; but the
most interesting feature of the exhibition was
the display of hlive stock. There were many
very floe specimtens of Jersey, Holstein aund
polled cattle, and of Percheron and other
horses, At Greeley citizens of the town were
in waiting with buggies and carriages. and
took the whole party out driving until the
hour of lunch, which was provided at the
Oasis Hotel, and which the visitors en-joyed
as the guests of the citizens.

Greeley is a town of about 3000 inhabitants,
with regularly laid out streets 100 feet wide
and lined with shade trees (mostly cottonu-
woods), which require constant irrigation. It
has three newspapers, three batiks, a $35,000
public school house, a $45,000 court house, a
large three-story flour mill, several fine three-
story business houses atnd hotels, and many
elegant residences. 'The Itow is about 17
years old I ............. ..... . ,

A few years aguo tue praio innue of tis
section, then called the Coloado destert, were
inhabited only by prairie dogs, and the cac-
tus was the only thing that grew on the ster-
ile soil. But artificial irrigation has entirely
changed the face of the laudscape. Agricul-
tural products are now obtained in quantity
and quality unsurpa••std by regions more ai-
vored by nature, and vegetation on the irri-
gated fields is as luxuriant as thaton the rich-
est alluvial soil. The s.ow stored up by win-
terin the Iooky Mountain iis an unfailing
source of water supply. Th.lumeltiug snow
feeds the mountain strea;ms throuo5out the
s•esner. These streams are tapped at or near
the mountains, and the water conveyed by
means of canals to the section of country that
needs it. The canals, of course, follow the
higher elevatiqus, and smaller ditches are
uised to distribute the water over the fields.

Leaving Greeley at 2 o'clock p. it. a visit
was paid to the State Agricultural and Me-
chanical College at Fort Collins. There was
a number of young men at work with Jathes
and other tools, and young girls experiment-
ing with chemicals, but the wonder of the

-place is the mnodel farm. The ground was lit-
erally loaded with mammoth vegetables. Fort

ils has about E000 inhabitants. Its pub-
lie s•Eool system is perfect, embracing, be-
sides the branches. ordnarily taught, a ki
dergarten and musical department. The
school buildings consist of one magnificent
eatctue ero tiug ea 0,000 and a large two-story

building which is occupied by some of the do-
tent. Work has been commenced on a

'0OOO courthouse and many other fine build-
aigs are in course of construction.

Lie aat, another very pretty town of the
lVttutarl region, was then visited. Citi-

BleW I "obtained here of Long's peak, one of
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the famous andt picturesque Canon. Tihe
scenery was grand, and left a lasting impres-
sion, but it is a little safer to take in the
Rocky Mountains from a steam carl than from
a buggy.

The University of Colorado is located at
Boulder. The main building, 60 x 100 feet,
cost about $45,000; four new buildings have
lately been erected-the President's house,
two cottages, and the hospital-all of brick.
The first school house in Colorado was built
in Boulder, and the first church edifice in the
State was erected there. 'I'here are now ten
churches in the town and three public schools,
with fourteen teachers employed to teach
about 800 pupils. Three banks, one daily and
three weekly newspapers, a large brewery,
two ore sampling works, two first-class flour-
ing mills, &c., are in a flourishing condition.
The population is a little over 3000.

A banquet was given at 8 p. um. to the visit-
ors by the citizens. Musicians were conceal-
ed from view by plants and shrubs which erm-
bowered the stage and sweet melodies floated
through ferns and flowers. Clusters of grapes,
pyramids of pears and apples and all varieties
of cereals and vegetables, even to mammoth
pumpkins, were placed about tie hall. While
the editors admired this display of products
they did full justice to the viands and delica-
cies on the tables, which were served ty the
fair hands of the society girls of Boulder. Mu-
sic among flowers and being served by grace
and beauty will cause that banquet to be long
remembered.

After a very enjoyable day .tnd evening the
party left Boulder at 10 p. um. and reached
Denver an hour later.

The following morning we left for a trip
through and over tile Rocky mountains, of
which we will say something next week.

Tlhe Ethiopian cannot change his skil nor

the leopard his spots; hence it would have
been perfectly safe to bet any given sum, so
soon as it was evident that the election in the
Sixth Congressional District had gone against
the Nicholls candidate, that the Picayune
would denounce the Convention, assert that
it was controlled by bosses, and swear that the
voice of the people had been stifled and the
Ipopula will thwarted.

Notwithstanding the Picayiie's a.;iertlion
that the Reformers or Niclollsites never made
the contest in the Sixth District a test of the
strength of the Reformers andl the straight
l)emocracy, the plain, simple, not rious fact
is, that the corpse of Col. E. W. Robertson
was scarcely coli, ere the Nicholls organs and
leaders announcedl that no Democrat was to
be nominated to succeed him who was not an
open and pronounced Nichollsite. Carrying
out this pronunciamnento, in violation of com-
nmon sense and propriety, they forced that is-
sue, and, by their so doing, the question as to
what views the member of Congress should
lioldon Federal questions was subordinated to
the question as to whether he should be a
Nicholls man, or a McEnery man.

And what was the result t Why, the Nich-
ol1sites were overwhelmingly defeated by the
,oeople of the district; and it was just as plain

as the .. ose on a man's face, when the Conven-
tion assembled, that a McEnery man would
be the nominee. Every art of the professional
wirepuller, every device of the schemer, every
trick of the artful dodger in politics was re-
sorted to by the Reform Bosses to divide the
strength of McEneryites, or seduce one Mc-
Enery candidate or the other into a Nicholls'
trap ; but in vain. The friends of the McEu-
ry aspirants were in an overwhelming majori-
ty, and a McEnery man was nominated.

At this result everybody, of course, who is
acquainted with the Pie's peculiar Democraty
expected a ferocious howl from that paper.
Not to go further back than 1884, there has
never been a Democratic Convention, State,
District or City, that has not sumnmarily sat
down on the Pie. and the immaculate chiefs
it has set up to save the Democratic party
and redeem the State; and hence there has
never been, in that time, a Democratic Con-
vention that the Pic. has not denounced as
having been manipulated by Bosses; as hav-
ing stifled the voice of the people and whose
nominees it has not sought to defeat, or to
whom the greatest consideration or mercy it
has accorded, has been its disd siuful silence.

This, we say, has been the invariable course
of the Pic. since the Reformers under the
leadership of Mr. Kernochan, Gov. Nicholls
and the other Reform chiefs, bolted the party
and, aided and abetted by ex-Gov. H. C. War-
moth, United States Supervisor Norton, the
nigger Jim Lewis, and the whole Radical Cus-
tomhouse gang, endeavored to defeat the reg-
ular Democratic nominee and smash the reg-
ular party organization, and were emphati-
cally and ignominiously squelched by the gal-
lant Democracy of the First District. Ac-
cording to the Pic., the District Convention
that nominated St. Martin was a bogus Con-
vention; the State Convention that nominat-
ed McEnery was a stocked Convention and,
quite consistently with this view, though the
Republicans made a desperate effort to defeat
McEnery with Col. Stevenson, the Pic. never
uttered a word in advocacy of the Democratic
nominee for Governor, or gave the slightest
indication that its sympathies were not with
his Republican antagonist.

Nor do the uniform and persistent denunci-
ations of Dlmocratic Conventions that decline
the dictatbn, counsel, or advice of the Pica-
yune reveal the full proportions and perfect
symmetry of our contemporary's peculiar
type of Democracy. During the period we
have mentiones,, that journal has not only
kicked against every Democratic Convention
that has been convened, but it has persistent-
ly sought to uproot and destroy in the minds
of all Democrats all respect for, or obligation
of, obedience to the decrees of party Conven-
tions. Indeed, its most rigorous political ef-
forts have been first, to impose its owq ca--
didates upon the Convention by denodncing
all others as ringsters or tools of ringsters;
secondly, failing in that, to discredit the Con-
vention by denouncing as having been stock-
ed by Bosses to thwart tile will of the people;
and tinally, to support a bolting candidate or
ticket, and to use all the powers of denuncia-
tion and sophistry to convince Democrats that
they are under no obligations to support the
nominees of the Democratic Convention. As
examples of the peculiar Democ•ltic teach-
ings of the Picayune, which is now being pa-
raded by the Reformers as the truest and
most orthodox of Democratic newspapers, we
herewith give our readers some extracts from
its editorials printed at the time it was the
organ of the Hunt-Nicholls-Warmoth-Norton
league to defeat the Democratic candidate
for Congress in the First District, and, in the
language of Gen. Nicholls, put their "-foot
down on the rascals" i. e. John Fitzpatrick
and Tom Duffy, now supporting Gen.Nicholls
and constituting the real fighting force of the
Reformers jn this city. 1

In a leading editorial discussing the Demo-
cratic Convention that nominated St. Martin,
and belittling part;y organization, the Pica-
yune, "1 the 12th of September, 1884, said:

"It is not necessary that any party should be
perpetual."

A'3d again in the same connection and in
the same article, it said:

"Bolting a party unmination is often expe
dient."

Again in the same connection in a leader of
October 14th, of the same year, the Pic. laid
down this peculiar Democratic proposition,
in evident excuse of the outrageous and inde-
fensible bolt from the Democratic party, in
which it was engaged with Gov. Nicholls and
other illustrious Reformers:

"We must strip the abracadabra of regular
uouminations of all enchantment."
Ih another leader on the 26th of September,

under the heading "Who Are Democrats,"
the great organ of the Reformers, eulogizing
the Hunt bolters for their efforts to defeat the
regular Democratic nominee, said:

SThey (the Hunt-Nicholls-Picayune bolt-
era) are not the lees Democrats for all that;
and who shall say that they are not better Dem-
ocrats for such actions ?"

He-e we convict the organ or the Reform-
ers or Nichollsites, not simply of engaging in
a bolt from a single convention, on the ground
that the action of that particular convention
was so outrageously corrupt that it had for-
feited all claims upon the fealty of honest
Democrats, but deliberately, persistently and
systematically seeking to undermine all al-
legiance to party, to destroy all party disci-
pline, and thus break up all those wise and
necessary political connections which are ab-
solutely necessary to defeat the machinations
of our enemies and make prevalent and effec-
tive sound Democratic policies and principles.
Nothing could please the enemies of the

Democratic party better;. so sweet indeed
were these teachings to the Radicals of the
First District that Warmoth a4 tae Custom-
house gang felt that they were lite precionus
to' hem than the election of even a Republican
member of Congress. and hence gave their
support to the Bolting Democrat in wgoae
behalf they were enunciated.

But our esteemed Reform Democratic organ
did not pause here. From the hoar the infa-
mous Federal election laws were enacted they
were denounced by every Democrat In the
Union.
