It wll require but a glance down the list ofudges, police juries, asesors, returning iofficers andmiemberb of the bords governing
the public institutionsof the State, to dis-
cover the many names conspicuously known
as friends and supporters of Gov. MlcEnery's
political opponents.

It seems strange that, in the face, of the
record, the stale slander should continue to
be circulated that his appointments to office
are based on personal grounds, and that the
opposition has been ostracized or ignored.

It must surely be known to his traducers
that although the Governor has never pre-
tended to relegate the powers of his office into
the hands of members of a co-ordinate branch
of the government, yet in a vast majority of
cases he has conformed to the recommenda-
tions or advice of Senators, Representatives
or the executive committees in making par-
i"h appointments.

The improved condition of the finances of
almost every parish and public institution in
the State is the best answer that can be made
to these slanderous charges.

Before dismissing the subject of partisan-
ship, however, it is not perhaps inappropriate
to speak of a more direct case in point,
wherein (ov. itcilnery's disposition and the
partisan, relentless character of his oppo-
nents became a matter of historical record.

The name of Gen. Fred. N. Ogden was pre
sented by a large number of influential mner-
chants and citizens for a high Federal office
under President Cleveland.

At the time the petition was drawn no
other prominent citizen of the State was
known to be an aspirant for the positihn.

Gen. Ogden had reason to believe that he
would receive the cordial support of his
former personal and political friends, who
were in a position to serve his interests.

When his candidacy became known, with-
out solicitation or even the knowledge of
Gea. Ogden at the time, prompted solely by
a desire to recognize the heroic services of d
patriotic leader, and to contribute toward
healing unhainpy divisions existing in the
party, Gov. MlcEnery and many of his politi-
cal friends warmly pressed Gen. Ogden's
claims upon the I'resident. When it became
evident that President Cleveland had deter-
mined to accord that office to another distin-
guished Democrat, every possible effort was
made to secure for Gen. Ogden another posi-
tion of high tmasst and responsibility-the
postmastership of New Orleans.

It seemed a fitting thing that the brave

The public institutions are all in a etter
eondition than they have been at any time

during the past twenty years.
When oov. McEnery came to office, the

Oro cubic feet per second.

revious administration. Average expen-
itfes for levees per year for the past ten
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record of Gov. McEnery'a administration has
been equally creditable.

The situation at the outset of his adsainis-
tration was eet forth in his first message:

"Sines the adoption of the debt ordinance
the finances of the State have been un-
settled. Doubt, distrust and litigation have
brought the credit of the State to such a
grade that every good citizen is anxious for
a restoration of her credit and honor. It
has been estimated by competent men that
the loss to the State in internal prosperity by
the unfortunate debt Imbroglio has been
more than the entire debt of the State."

The creditors had refused to accept the
proposed settlement and large sums of money
had accumulated in the fiscal agency, where
it was t: ed.p byinjunotions through Federal
courts.

A petition was received by the Governor,
signed by a large number of bondholders
and "others deeply interested in the welfare
of the State," requesting Gov. icEnery to
recommend to the General Assembly and to
'he people a final settlement on the basis of
4 per cent interest per annum from Jan. 1,
1885.

This petition was supplemented by an ear-
nest prayer of merchants and citizens to the
General Assembly, embracing the signatures
of nearly all the business men of New Or-
leans.

Gov. McEnerycordially indorsed this meas-
ure to the General Assembly, saying:

'If this proposition is received favorably
there will be-aarge amount of capital seek-
ing inveatmeiti here. Immigration, which
has been practically excluded, will come, as
capital and immigration flow in the same
channels. Individualoredit is not unreason-
ably associated with public credit by those
who seek for the safety of their investment..

"I respectfully recommend the settlement
proposed, and that an amendment to the
Constitution carrying it out be submitted to
the people."

The results predicted have been realized.
Litigation ceased, confidence was restored at
.home and abroad, creditors accepted the set-
tlement, our console were listed on the Ex-
changes of New Yoxk and London at the re-
duced rate of interest, and the credit of the
State steadily enhanced until the opening of
this campaign, when the bonds were quoted
as high as 94 cents in NewYork. The fiscal
affairs of the Stats were placed with two of
the strongest banks in New Orleans. If values
have receded the explanation must be sought
In the senseless agitation of the debt ques-
tion by the opponents of Gov. McEnery in
their search for political capital.

For 1877 and 1878, on an assessment of
I ay$177, 000, 000, there was collected about066% per cent of the taxes.

In 1885 and 1886, on an assessment of 1
say $213, 000, 000, there is being colected
over 90 per cent of the tax, and in two-
thirds of the parishes of the State collections
exceed 95 per cent of the corrected rolls. i

The percentage of collections of last year's
tax, which became enforceable Dec. 31, paid
into the State treasury during the first four
months of 1887, was greater than the total
percentage of the tax of 1877 or 1878 col-
leeted during the three succeeding years.

The assement for the year 1886 was
$217,000,000, and that for 1887 will, from
present reports, reach $219,000, 000.

In vindication of the opinion that a large
amount of capital would seek investment
and immigration come, we may point to the
sales of over 4,000,000 acres of public
lands and large sales of private lands at en-
hanced values, and to the commencement of
immigration to various sections of Louisiana.

For many years the pDactice of Legisla-
tures making appropriations in excess of the
possible revenues has been the chief cause of
disordered finances. Gov. McEsery earnest-
ly sought to impress upon each General As.
sembly the necessity of confining all appro-
priations to the receipts, and finally, in
1886, by his representation, and by the an-
nouncement that he would veto all bills in
excess of probable revenue, the .reation of
floating debt was stopped.

Allwarrants for the constitutional officers
and general expenses of the State govern-
mentare paid incash for tle year 1887 a$
issued, and so healthful was the conditio o
the general fund for this year that no diffi-
culty was experienced in arranging for cash
advances of 75 per cent on the warrants of
public instltutioi. c

The warrants o. these institutions from
Jan. 1, 1887-re no longer sold on the mar-
ket, anAcannd'be bought at ninety-five cents
on the-dollar.

Gov. McEnory's friends do not claim that
all of the improvements ard progress made
in this State dnri•g the p..t six years is due
solely to him or is dministration.

His friends claim that he has been an ear-
nest, energetic, practical. worker, in behalf
of the agricultural, industrial and financial
interests of the State, with bold, broad and
comprehensive vie.s and plans touching
every material question effecting the people,
and has thus promoted the public welfare.

He has been unremittiag in his devotion to
the duties of his office, and when the laws
were silent or inadequate to the necessities of
his people he has been ready, not only with
proper remedies, but has Insistently im-
pressed his views upon the Legislature and
public opinion until relief has been found.

His life and his services are before the pub-
lic for calm and thoughtful investigation or
discussion.

His hopes, ambitions and affections are in-
separably linked with the progress and devel-
opment of his State and the supremacy of
the Democratic party.

His friends feel that he has won the right
to a calm and impartial examination of his
record, with the claims of other deserving
Democrats, and disclaim the slightest desire
upon their part, or his, to detract from the
merits or services of any other citizen of the
State.

Theunstitutions under direct cdhtrol of the
diate are the Charity Hospital at New Or- d
leanls, the Charity Hospital at Shreveport, e
the InsanClt sylum at Jackson, La., and the R

Institution for the Deaf and Dumb and the r
Institution for the Blind at Baton Rlouge.
The Confederate Soldiers' Home at New Or-
leans is supported by State appropriations,
its directors being composed of the officers i
of the societies of the Army of Northern Vir-
ginia and the Army of Tennessee.

A brief review of the present condition of
those institutions will suffice to show the e
great improvement in the care of those within
their walls, the vast increase in their capac- I
ity, and the constant progress in all other
directions, since Gov. McEnery came to the
head of State affairs and became directly re-
sponsible for their administration.

THE ChXARIT HOSPITAL.
The Charity Hospital at New Orleans is

IMPBOVEMENTS IN RECENT YEARS.

Some of these improvements are r-
The sewer system in place of thii old time

vault system, The sewer system aas inau- 1
urated May 6,1884. Ithad long been re- 1
garded as a necessity, but no practical steps
were taken to secure it until Gov. McEnery
succeeded to the Executive chair. Usider-
ground pipes, since the date mentionerl, con-
nect the vaults of the hospital premises with
a central reservoier of 32,000 gallons ca-
pacity. These pipes are cleared at intervals
by their connections with a system of flush-
ing tanks. Twice or thrice daily the contents
of the central reservoir are forced by a Blake
pump through a si.-inch underground pipe
into the Mississippi river. The sewer gases
are conducted from the central reservoir
through an escape pipe over the furnace of
the engine-room. and are thus destroyed.

The Annex or New Extension is a comfort-
ably constructed two-story and attic brick
building, with large, well lighted and wide
corridors wards ventilated according to
modern hospital requirements (1000 and
more cubic feet for each bed), lineu-rooms,
menarooms, dining-rooms for convalescents.
water closets, etc., and heated throughout
by improved steam radiators. This building
closely joins and forms a continuation of the
old female department, which latter has
been raised to the floor level of the annex by
an elevation of two feet. The capacity of
the newhouse is eighty-three beds for women
and twenty-four cribs for children, thus giv-
ing much-needed accommodations to the
formerly crowded female department.

'The new Dead House and Pathological
Laboratory and Museum of Pathology was
opened for use Sept. 1, 1884, and is located
on Locust street, on the more unobserved
portion of the hospital grounds. It is a two-
story brick structure, dimensions 30x50
feet, containing on the ground floor the ap-
pointments of the Dead House prober, paved
and wainscoted with slate stone, with a suit
of rooms fromnt which the dead who are
claimed may be buried by relatives anl
friends: on the second floor, f'he Pathologi-
cal Laboratory and Museum of Pathology,
two large, well lighted rooms, especially de-
signed for the purpose. I,The new eye and par operating room, built
of brick, is trnne.d to the female eye ward.
It has been constructed with a view to light,
and is funrished on three sides with large
French plate glass windows.

In the main building, under the supervi-
sion of the house committee, considerable
improvements have been introduced. Nine
new and improved ventilators have been
placed in the roof: the old chimney-, now
superseded by the steam radiators, have been
converted into ventilating shafts and con-
jointly have much benefited the interior at-
snosphere.

THE INTERNAL IMPROVEMIENT

of the hospital have kept pace with the ex-
ternal. The demands upon it have constant-
lv increased, but they have always been fully
met. Some idea of these demands may be
g"ined by a statement of the fact that during
the year 1886 the aggregate number of
patients in the hospital was 6363. In addi-
tion 13. 336 applications were made for re-
lif in both medical and surgical cases by
residents of the city who (lid not enter the
hospital, hut attended the outdoor clinic,
naking altogether the grand total of ntteen
h,ne,,t .dasix htnrean 1• o, 6iner-?-ile persolns
treated by the hospital staff during the year.
In 1n882 the total nuimber of patients
treated was 9856, showiing for 1886 Sn ia-
crease of one hundred per cent. The reve-
nnue of the hospital in 1882 were $110,-
382 42, as against $138,685 69 in 1886.
That the administration of the hospital hea
been economical as well as efficient is evi-
ienced by the fact that, although no proper
expense has bieen si red in caring for the
sicka each individual living within the T hos-
pital limits, including o.icals, attendants,
etc., has only cost an average of horty rents
per day.

THE CHARiTY HOSPITAL AT SIREVEPORIT.
This institution wae established in 1876,

and has afforded relief to the suffering poor
of the entire section contiguous to Shreve-
port. It has been supported by an annual
appropriation of $10,000 by tlhe State,

which was renewed by the LegislatUre in
1886. Although purely a State institution,
it was not under State control until last year,
but was managed by a joint board. appointed
by the Governor and the authorities of
Shreveport. The result was alack of hiar
mony and, consequently of efficiency in the
management. Itn his last message to the
Legislature Gov. McEnery called attention to
the disagreements between the trustees, re-
sulting from the dual control, and urged

that the State should assume entire control
of the institution. His views were adopted by
the Legislature and an act passed vesting the
appointment of the entire Board of Trustees

in the Governor. te good effects of this
legislation are alreadyseen. A hoard acting
in harmony is in control of the institution,
and it is in sytematic and thorough working
order. The hospital is low loeates, and has :
been since its establishment in a rented
building near Arsenal Hill, but the Board of
Administrators have in course of construc-
tion a permanent hospital building on
Texas street. It will be a handsome and
ornamental structure, with a frontage of
215 feet and will furnish ample accommo-
dations nor 150 patients. When oompleted it

will be a model building for its purpose, fully
provided with all modern cunveniences.The
funds for the eontrctih of this building
were appropriated by tl' Legislatnresome
years ago, but *_he rpropriation was not
utilized unmtil thdereent Boarsd of 'itees

The hospital at Shreveport treats annually
from 1200 to 1500 patients. Its facilities t
will be vastly improved when the hospital i
building is completed.

THE STAbE INSANE ASYLUM.
At no ,',me since its establishment has the

State Insane Asylum at Jackson, La., been so
fruitful of results looking to the care and
comfort of the unfortunates confined within
its walls as during the administration of
Gov. McEnety. In fact, no other adminis-
tration can be mentioned in this connection
even as a basis of comparison. From a
small, illy-provided. and in every was inade-
qnatc institution, it has grown. under the
fostering care of the Governor and the able
Board of Directors chosen by him, into an
admirably managed. fully equipped and well
supported asylum, in every way a credit to
the State. Since 1879 the capacity of the
Insane Asylum has been largely more than
douiled, and the number of inmates nearly
trebled. The unfortunate insan•h, formerly
confined in the various police jails, or the
equally ill-suited city insane asylum, have
been, in most instances, removed to the
Jackson Asylum, where, surrounded by com-
forts suited to their needs and receiving the
most skillful expert medical attention, every
pobsible care is lavished upon them calcu-
lated to ameliorate their condition and re-
store them to their families and society. It
is true that all the indigent insane of the
State are not yet confined in the asylum
at Jackson, because of lack of necessary
accommodations, which it is hoped the
next Legislature wil provide; but the
large number who are now confined
there are fully provided for, as a result of
excellent management rather than an in-
crease of appropriations for the support of
the institution. This is readily shown by
comparison. In 1879-80 the maximum ca-
pcity of the insane asylam was 180 patients.
At the present time the number of patients
is 476, or rather more than the actual ca-
pacity of the institution. The amount ex-
p•nded for the maintenance of the institu-
tion for the year 1879-80 was $242 94 per
capita, while for the years 1884-86 the
amount per capita was only $107 62. In
other words. with an increased expenditure
of about 20 per cent, considera ly more
than 100 per l3ntof' patients have n pro-
tided for. That this.increase has not been at
the expense of thelpatients of the institution,
or at a sacrifice of their comfort, those who
have frieds and relatives there can testify.

niences added, the comfort and health of the
patients have been greatly improved and the
institution, its eaaty oonsidered, justly
rnis with the best-inhe country.

The Insane Asylum has had a steadfast
friend in Gov. McEnerv. who has always
been insistent in calling the attention of the
Legislature to its needs, who has shown the
utmost interest in everythinug conducive to
its welfare, and who has taken a lardablc
pride in the growth of the institution and its
vastly increased power for good during his
administration.

THE INSTITUTE FOR THE DEAF AND DUMB.

This institution for the defective classes is
located at Baton longe. Like the other in-
stitutions already described, it has been
greatly improved during Gov. McEnery's
administration (who has alwa ys demonstreted
the warmest interest in this institutio'n), and
its facilities largely increased, its load of debt
lifted, and its financial and general manage-
ment economical and thoroughly eflicient.

In 1877 the institution was located in one
end and awing of the former deaf and dumb
buildling, the remainder of the building he-
ing occupied by the State University, which
gradually enecroached on the institute. In
1878 the Board of Trustees appealed to the
Legislature anid obtained the passage of an
act authorizing them to pureltu:o a suitable
building for the exclusiv,- use of the Insti-
lute for the Deaf and D)umb. The necensary
act was passedr,aithough a siufiicieut appro-
priation for the purchase of the buildiing was
not made, and the trustecs purchased alarge
three-story building at the corner of Church
and Florida streets, together with a half
suisares of ground. for $20,000. To this
bhiiling the institute was removed and has
since been located. In 1881, when
Gov. McEnery succeeded to the Ex-
ecutive chair, f$1, 000 remained unpaid
on the building, and the board was further
enmbarrased with an old indebtedness for
maintenance of about S3000. 'his debt has
been liquidated during (ov. McEnery's ad-
ministration, and in addlition the trusties
have put $4.3!7 89 worth of repairs upon
the building and made it comfortable for the
forty-one pupils, their teachers and the at-
tenrdantt. After paying thedebts, repaining
the buildings, sidewalks, improving the
grounds, including a garden in which vege-
tables are raised for consumption by the in-
mates, the board furnished the classrooms
with new school furniture, refurnished the
miessrooms, supplied new bedding and pro-
vided other equipments, adding to the facili-
ties of the institution and the comfort of the
pupils. ' ith the active co-operation of Gov.
McEnery, the trustees have been constant -n
their efforts for the welfare of the institu-
tion. In addition to an efficient superinten-
dent, one male and two female teachers for
the usualclasses, they have provided an ac-
comphshed teacher of articulation and lip
reading. The mechanical denartment fore
the boys, consisting of a well-supplied print-
ing office, has been greatly extended during
their term, and is conducted by a practical
printer of high standing for character as
well as for his knowledge of his art. In
every department the-efficiencv of the insti-
tution has been promoted, nalthough the
accommodations are still inadequate for the
deaf and dumb of the State., those who are
inmates of the institution are thoroughly
well cared for and are proesnt in larger num-
ber than for years past. The institution is
now out of debt- -the first time for many
years-and its affairs are conducted on .
strictly cash basis. The University havin to
vacated the commodious and handsCvre

In the same report,
sneaking of the building in which it was
then domiciled Mr. GoodAle sid: "Ifs
utter unfitness for such a puptnose will be at
once recognized. And even thibe utterly in-
adequate quarters we hold only on a monthly
tenure." * The institution is no longer
"at the mercy of its landlord." It occupies
a handsome house of its own on North Bou-
levard street, purchased at a -tostof $12,-
500, anti paid for during Gov McEnery's
administration. The building is not of
sufficient capacity to supoly accommodations
for inmates and applicants, it i4 true : but
it is in all respects a marked improve-
ment over .the old quarters: it belongs to
the instituilon, which, 2onsequently. has
lost its former vagrant character, and,
in a word, furnishes a home, and a com-
fortable bne, for the ,unfortunates who
have been able to secpre admission to it.

Furthermore, it is but of debt, and is con-
ducted on a solid cash basis. As a school for
the olind it has no superior. Its manage-
ment is careful, economical and thoroughly
efficient, and, although its capacity is lim-
ited, the institution is one in which the State
may take a pardonable pride. It goes with-
out saying that Gov. McEnery has made
every effort to promote its usefulness, and
to this end has made several appeals to the
Legislature in its behalf. He has seen tWits
proper management, which result has been
secured by the following trustees: Gov. S.
D. McEnery, ex-offici president; W. H. N.
Magruder, vice president- Judge H. N. Sher-
burns, J. H. Lamon J. . Capdeville, E. M.
Burnet P. Lane, and Charles R. Beddy treas-
urer. Mr. P. Lane is the capable principal of
the institution.

THE CONFEDEBATE SOLDIE•
•
' HOME.

This institution, the first of its kind in the
South, and which enjoys the distinction of
being one of the two homes for Confederate
Veterans-the other being located in Rich-
mond-is located in the City of New Orleans,
a short distance beyond the Bayou Bridge
across Esplanade street. It was established
in 1883, with an appropriation from the
State of $5000 for the years 1883-84, which
was handsomely supplemented by the pro-
ceeds of an entertainment at the Fair
Grounds, netting $7100, and various dona-
tions by parish juries ani private indivldu-
ale. With the funds thus procured, the di-
Srectors of the Home, who are the officers of
the ex-Confederate organizations of the
Army of Northern Virginia and the Army of
Tennessee, were able to purchase the hand-
some property the Home now occupies, and

e further appropriations by the Legislature
ave enabled them to make improvements

and additions as the necessity for increased
accommodations have arisen, a two-story
building being added in 188 .- The Home
is nowin excellen t condition. The State ap-
prolriations support it in good style, anti

A Nicholls MIeeting Almost Unanimously
Changed into a Grand Testimonial
for Gov. McEnery.

At -• ;ock the meeting was called to or-
der•e )Mr. A. L. Raubino, reporter of the
'.pan Amerficano. who requested several

*.,tizens to take seats on the platform. By
this time the hall was packed. fully 350 per-
sons having managed to crowd therein.

Mr. Raubino stated that the object of the
meeting was to organize a NicLtlls club, and
he requested Mr. Quintero to take the plat-
form.

Mr. Lamar O. Quintero, of the New Or-
leans Picayune, was then introduced to the
meeting. He delivered an address, in which
he spoke of the sterling qualities of Gen.
Nicholls, and tried to impress upon the
minds of the audience that Gen. Nicholls was
the proper man for Governor, and cited his
past history, which he claimed spoke for
itself. His remarks was received with ap-
plause. ,

Mr. S. P. Simoni here arose and moved
that a permanent organization be perfected.
The motion was carried.

The chair oalled for nominations, where-
upon Mr. L. F. ivori nominated

:OBe•PH P. XMACHEOA,
a well-known and highly respectable publio
spirited citizen, for president, who in years
gone by had fought and bled for the Democ-
racy of Louisiana.

There being no other nominations, on mo-
tion the nominations were closed.

When nominations ate closed the next
thhAg in order is for the chairman to submit
the name or namei`of the nominee to the
body, but the chairman of this meeting failed
to perform his duty.

After a silence of several minutes, the au-
dience became restless. Repeated calls upon
the chairman for the "question" were made,
which were entirely ignored by the presiding
oifficer.

The chairman, ifter quieting the mheeting
with his gavel, made a short eeeob, in which
he asserted that the meeting had been called
solely for Nicholls and that he would not en-
tertain the nomination of Mr. Macheca be-
fore Mr. Maoheca would answer whether or
not he was a Nicholls man. Continuing, the
chairman said: ''My friends, all of you who
are in favor of Nicholls come alonv .ith me:"'
and those on the Dplatform and a .ew others,
about eighteen altogether, left tlte~tueeting.
Of the eighteen who bolted the meeting
fully one-half are residents of the third
ward, friends of Vincent Lamantia, who
some time ago was appointed consul to Cata-
nia in Italy ti.rough the influence of Gen.
