Plantatlon Istrikes.

N. O. City Item.
The order of the Knights of Labor was

originally founded to oppose the encroach-
mets of consolidated capital, but it seems to
have lost its piurpose in the hands of the plan.
tation hands in Terrebonne and on theoTeche.
It is rather organized labor encroaching o<-
tie rights of unorganized planters.

In the history of the sugar industry of Lou-
isiana there has been no organization of plan-
ters to regulate the price of labor, and it : al-
most impossible that ary such organization
could be maintainued. Sdme few planters meet
together at times and agree on certain rates,
but it is notorious that none of the parties to
the compact has much faith that the agree-
ment will be carried out. One man has a
good hand and pays a little more to keep him,
another is short handed and gives inferior
hands first-class wages, and so on as exigen-
cies arise which each planter meets for him-
self.

There is such competition among planters
for labor that sometimes the product does not
pay the price of harvesting. This was the
case two years ago when many farmers paid
$2 a -ay for harvesting rice that did not
tactually return the outlay for getting it out
of the field. The number of abandoned sugar
plantations ought to be a conclusive proof to
the laborers that planters have grown rich at
the expense of the workingman.

Since there is no combination of planters to
oppress or cheapen labor, it is not evident
what good reason there can be for organizing
plantation hands into Knights of Labor. It
is plain, however, that this policy, if persisted
in, will not only result disastrously to the
planters, but to the laborers themselves.
Strikes Ion a railroad or in a factory are very
different in their results from harvest strikes
on farms. The factory, for instance, loses
nothing in material; and, beyond embarrass-
ment to business and loss of profits, and in-
terest for the time being, it sustains no injury.

But farm strikes are very serious mat-
ters. If farm hands strike when hay is cut,
cured and ready to be gathered, the crop
would be an absolute loss. It is necessary to
harvest wheat and rice when ripe, and the
delay of a week or two would cause irre-
trievable loss; it is easy to understand the
effects of strikes in such cases.

No less grave are strikes in sugar harvest.
A cane crop is diffeult, at best, to harvest in
the abort time allotted by the season. There
are very few seasons when windrowing is
not necessary, and almost every year there is
more or less loss from cold. When a freeze
comes it is absolutely essential to put the
crop down in windrow at once, for a few days
warm weather would sour standing cane so
that it would be worthless. A strike eoinci-
dent with a freeze might mean the destruc-
tion of the whole of the crop not already
ground. A strike at any other time during
grinding, while not so fatal, would necessari-
ly be disastrous.
It is not safe to have such -an immense

power for harm lodged in the hands of Negro
Knights of Labor'coutrolled by irresponsible
parties, and if some check is not interposed,
the sugar industry will be at their mercy.

E•DITOR COURIER:
The President since his return from his

Sonthern trip, has settled down to hard work
and will, from now until after the Christmas
holidays, devote himself to official duties, and
then in addition to such official cares will as-
sume the social features of the office, in which
Mrs. Cleveland will participate with all her
ecacstomed grace and charm. Both the Pres-

ident and Mrs. Cleveland have expressed
themselves as delighted with the whole-sonl-
ed hospitality with which they were received
and entertained in their Southern tour. Mrs.
Cleveland cannot say too much of Southern
hospitality, of which she had heard so much
from her childhood days, but meep so little.
She is completely enthused with its warmth,
quiet and dignity and attentiveness to little
details that contribute so much to one's com-
fort and happiness.
