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Andthis Is how th proceeded with the
business on hand. roceeding upon the
known fact that there wegreat number
of fudulent names on the regist ton list
of tnls city, the executiye rcampaign com-
mittee, or managers of the First District re-
formers, hired a number of private can-
vassers. For what? To ferret out fraudu-
lent nmes on the registratibn list? By no
means. Their business was to find an ex-
cuse, the most wretched excuse, to strike off
the registration lists the names, and thus
disfranchise as many straight Democrats as
possible.
Ina citylke this many thousands of peo-

ple annually change the places of their resi-
denc. Even on the eve of an election the

duty of registering is, to working and busi-
ness men, an irksome taq upon their time,
and, when there is no election pending, not
one man in a thousand who has removed
from one house to another ever thinks of
having the change of his street or number
noted on the registration list. Taking advan-
tage of this fact the reform managers armed
their hirelings with lists of the names of
thousands of Democrats and sent them out
on a house-to-house inspection; and the can-
'assers actually found,what? That there
were 7000 fraudulent names on the lists?
No, but they found that, in the course of a
few year', 7000 Democratic voters in the First
District had changed the streets or numbers of
their places or residenca without having the
fact noted on the register. And, Demo-
crats of Louisiana, these 7000 voters
are those Judge E. D. White stig
matizes as "shams and frauds." There

So important a work
was not of course to be entrustedto inex-
perieneed hands: and the reform managers
employed Mr. J. 0. Beekwth to conduct the
prqte ngs on their behalf. Mr. Beckwith,
in the most mai t tperiod of Federal and
carpetbag inatio in Louisiana, was
Unted states District Attorney. He had
primarily the instinct of a bloodhound to
nose out and hunt down Democrats, and he
had been trained and educated for the work
entrusted to him by the reformers by a
series of the most vindictive urosecutuons of
Louisiana Democrats, when LonisianaDem-
ocrats were the legitimate and helpless prey
of the carpet-bagger and the seallawag.
