Gloss on Collars and Cuffa
The gloss that shines on the collars

and cuffs of the city youth often causes
the envy of his country cousin. We
do not greatly admire this high polish,
except that it does repel dirt, and linen
will keep spotless much longer than
with the 4 rdinary surface. A skilled
laundryman, when asked whit was the
secret of this work, :replied: "The
secret is pressure, nothing more." The
pressure of moving ~bt cylinders is
used in steam laundries. Ia a recent
visit to a steam laundry we were much
interested in the patent appliances for
Ironing cdil and collars to make them
look like new, and we found the
linen was passed between two
moving hot cylinders, under a
pressure of 120 pounds, and thus re-
ceived the high polish. But the ordi-
nary ironer will succeed well if after be-
-Ong sure that the articles are washed
thoroughly, rinsed free from al traces of
soap, and dipped in pure, clean, boilel
starch, not too stiff, she will33e clean,
smooth irons and bear down heavily
upon the linen with the rounded edge of
the iron. There should be no so t blan-
ket for it to sink into, as the polish is
prodticed by the flattening of the linen
through the pressure.

There are patent glosses and starches
of various kings widely advertised to
produce polished linen, but it is best to
adhere to the common starch bought in
the bulk and of the best grade. Some
persons stir the hot starch once or twice
around with a spermaceti candle kept
for the purpose, and others add a bit of
clean mutton tallow, but it is best to
add With caution all foreign substances,
such as. wax, gumarabic, salt or sugar.
Good results can be procured with
pure starch alone.-[Chicago News.

Reelpes.

FRIED CHICKEN.-Put in a fryingpaa
equal parts of lar. and butter; roll the
pieces of chicken in cracker crumbs, dip
in egg, roll in cracker crumbs again,
and fry brown; mince parsley and put
in the gravy with a cup of cream.

GLNGER SNAPs. -One cup of butter,
two cups of molasses, boil together;
while hot add one teaspoon of soda, one
tablespoon of ginger; when cool add
three beaten eggs, mix stiff, roll thin,
and bake in a quick oven. Good a week
old.

ArrPP CUSTARD.---Stew apples with
the grated rind of a lemon added and
till they are soft, rub' them through a
sieve, and to three cups of strained
apples add nearly 2 cups of sugar. When
cold, beat five eggs very light, and stir
altcrnately into a quart of milk with
th> apples; pour into a pudding dish
and bake. To be eaten cold.

PUDDING SAUCEu.---A sauce, nice for

any pudding, may be made by rubbing
one cup sugar and h-lf a cup of butter
to a cream; slowly add 1l teacupfuls
boiling water and when well mix3d, the
well-beaten yolks of 2 eggs. Scald
only, and then ftvor with vanilla,
lemon, bitter almond, or anything
liked.

Ecoxomc,4 PIn CRUST-When boiling

beef, before putting in vegetables, skim
the grease into a dish and set asidp to

cool; when cold, scrape off the under
side. Take one teacup of this fat, two
cups of sour milk, two teaspoonfuls of

saleratus; mix quickly; flour the
board well when you roll it out.
Bake in a quick oven to a delicate brown.

BREAD FIurr CA .--A quick -way
of making fruit-cake is to take two

tablesp'onfuls of bresd dough after it
has risen the second time, add to it two

cupfuls sugr creamed with one of but-

ter; one teaspoonful so ]a, three table-

spoonftls milk, three well-beaten eggs,
one teaspoonful each of -cinnamon and

nutmeg, half a teaspoonful cloves and

THE VOICES OF BIRDS.

They Have Human Traits in a
Lesser Form.

The Vulture's Tones Vitiated by
Dissilption.

Sev. Miller Hageman of Brooklyn,
author of a book of poems entitled
"Bird Songs translated Into Words,:'

has been interviewed by a New York
Evening Sun reporter, who asked:

"What are the great singing bitft of
the world?"

"All countries have their great ring-
ers," replied Mr. Hageman. "The
nightingale for Spain, the skylark for
England, the clarina for Mexico. There
is a clarina in New York now. The
construction of his throat is finer than
that of the nightingale. Incomparably
the finest singer in the world is the
Americaihivocking-birl by moonlight."

"How is it possible to translate a
bird'ssong?"

"It is a dainty difficulty. Go to the
bird. Stu ly it thoroughly; its moods,
habits, occupatiou emotions, rev4rlies,
at morning, noon, evening, midnight.
Find out patiently from its song what
its characteristic thought is; translate
that into words. Birds are human be-
ings. They have all our traits in a lesser
form."

"What is the great bird centre for the
United States?"

"New Jersey. Many of the Southern
birds fly no further north, and many ct'
the Northers birds no further south
than New Jersey."

"Do the voices of the birds correspond
in their registers to those of human be-
ings?"''

"Decidedly; although this has never
before been stated. For instance, the
nightingale is a rich contralto, the
mocking bird of a soprano sopracuto,
the wood thrush a fine soprano, the sky-
lark a curious combination of the mezzo.
The stakedriver is a basso profundo.
His notes are deep and sonoyous, and
his song iq, 'Punk-a-gonkl A-gonk-a-
wunck.' The cedar bird or the wax-
wing lisps. He tries to sing in all parts
and cannot sing in any. The bobolink
is a musical hybrid of metres. His is a
jingling song. He is the only bird whom
the mocking bird can't imitatb. Ifa
bobolink be shut up in the same cage
with a mocking bird the mocking bird
will not infrequently die within three
months of ;a broken heart, becaui of
his failure to imitate the bobolink. The
winter wren is a cry*ialline contratino

'tenor. The rapidity of its songs defies
lightning and consequently analysis.
The blue bird, as Mr. Beecher said, al-
ways seems to be about to sing some-
thing, but never quite gets there. The
vulture is the musical discord of the
bird family. Its voice which is even
more hoarse than that of the blue jay, is
perceptibly vitiated by its intemperate
habits. The vulture is the drunkard of
the birds. The bell bird of Florida has
a voice whose gamut of sounds
represents the higher and lower tones of
a peal of bells. The voice of this bird

can be heard distinctly for three-fourths
of a mile: The voice of the oriole sounds
as though the bird were singing Tus-
can Latin. The voice of the wood dove
is like a flute. The red bird's voice re-
sembles a piccolo. The scraping voice
of the whet-saw resembles so exactly
the sound of a saw at a leg-mill that
when it scrapes its song out at night
more than one sawyer has been waked
from his sleep supposing that the mill
was in motion. The canary has a zither
voice. The catbirld imitates a violin.
The monotonous voice of the blue jay is
hike a Scotch bagpipe."

They say that sun-
light does the same thing, and that it is
only the are light that discolors paper,
any way. The incandescent light, they
claim, is perfectly harmless to books.

Many artesian wells spout water under
a heav.y pressure, just as many gas
wells find the gas under a pressure of
several hundred pounds to the square
inch. This water-power is used is
many places in France by means of tur-
bine wheels, and it is probable that even
the gas pressure might in some cases
also be utilized. In very deep artesian
wells the heat of the water is also
utilized.

An English writer urges the import-
ance of thoroughly airing peoms and
flushing all waste pipes on the return of
a family after a considerable absence
from home. The shut-up house is often
filled with noisome gas, through the
evaporation of the water which keeps
the sewer traps operative, and this is not
necessarily revealed by an odor.

Clear Shellac Varnish.
To get an absolutely clear solution

of shellac has long been a desideratum,
not only with microscopists but with
all others who have occasional need of
the medium for cements, etc. It may
be prepared by first making an alco-
holit solution of shellac in the usual
way; a little benzole is then added,and
the mixture well shaken. In the course
of from twenty-four to forty-eight
hours the fluid will have separated into
two distinct layers, an upper alcoholic
stratum, perfectly clear and of a dark
red color, while under it is a turbid
mixture containing the impurities. The
clear solution may be decanted or
drawn off with a pipette.
