Pimento-trees aro npatives of many
partsof tropical America, but nowhere
aro they so plentiful or thrive so well as
in Jamaica. The properties devoted to
the growth of pimento arc called pi-
mento ‘“‘walks.,”  Beveral hundred of

them are dotted over the limestone !

Lills to the west of thedsland; but,
strange fo say, the trees are never
actually planted, nor do they receive
any cultivation worthy of the namo,
The whole industry is one in which man
does Jittle except reap the results, But
in many years, owing to low prices, the
results are not worth reaping.

In spite -of low prices, howewver, tha
pimento indystry §, as a whole, of
considerable value. The grower seldom
gets more than 2 pence per pound for i
whvn cured, It is certainly more mild
and innocent than most other spices,
and it is largely used in various dishes,
so that a better time may come for the
growar.

I mentioned jusfnow that piments
trees are never planted by the husband-
man. Itisall the work of birds who
fecd on the ripe pimento berries and
scatter the seeds over the land. The
sceds soon germinate, and the warm
genial rains and tropieal sun do the rest,
What man does i3 to thin oui the trees
where they are too thick, clear off
other trees that interferc with the pi-
mento, and then 4 “walk'’ is established.
The surplus plants, faken up with good
roots, are shipped to imake walking
sticks and umbrella-handles. The wood
of thepimento tree is very close in tex-
ture, takes a good polish, and isefw
fine rich color. A few “‘male” or bar-
ren trees are sometimes cut down; but
otherwise pimento wood is too valuable
to be nsed for commercial purposes,

The pimente “picking” isa time of
great excitement and activity in a  dis-
trict. Troops of nezroes, the womon
dressed in bright colows, collect togeth-
er. The menbreak off the branches
laden with green berrics and pass them
to the women, vwho, sitting.in a circle,
strip them by hand. The berries are
carried to the ‘‘works” at’ night, piled
in a heap and lelt to undergo a esrtain
amount of fermentation before being
dried in the sun. snWhen cured they are
fra-
grant, and possessing the well-known
allspice flavor. A liguor known af * ‘pi-
meitto cordial” or “pimento dram” is
made from the pimento berrie®} this is
a specialty in Jamaica country houses.
