The Opelousas Excursion.

ILafourche Star.
One of the most delightful excursions

of the season, inaugurated and success-
fully conducted under the auspices o1
the gallant firemen of our town, was
made from 'Thibodaux to Opelousas, St.
Landry's seat of parochial government.

The cars left here on the 16th at E
o'clock a. m., freighted with a well as
sorted and precious cargo of men, wo-
,men and children from Thibodaux and
surrounding territory, which, in point
of wealth, enterprise, beauty, intoelli-
gence anid respectability, comprised the
perf tetion of the population of our par-
ish. As the train slowly moved out
from the depot here, hundreds of hand-
-oiely appareled men and boys, and
more g•ylv costumed pretty women
and girls all wireathed in smiles, ren-
lered the very atmosphere rapturous
with lmerryi laughter and other happy
expressions of joy, over the good for-
tune that. had rendered it possible to
greet the hospitable citizens of Opelou-
sas. as well as to enjoy the pleasures
which a fair view of the thriving and
clharming towns of Morgan City, Patter-
sonvlhle, Centieville, Franklin, Jean-
nlrette, New Iberia and Lafayette, al-
ways impart and render of universal
interest to ;the traveler-in the land
immortalized by Longfellow's sweetest

The lhintest sketch of these rapidly
increasing wide-awake towns, which
have not only recovered from the de-

t a-tat ions of the war, but have, by the
inffioin of a new life, increased capital
and energy, incident to the introduc-
tion, of all the modern methods of im-
proven.ent anld skillful applianuces
adapted Ito the principal industrial and
material nec, sslties of this electric age,
perceptibly advanced and and kept pace, if
not outstripped their sister towns. The
temlptation to refer evten briefly to this
lovey contly almost Iures tlie pen to
utndertake a rapid description of at least
the enchanting bayou Teche, fringed
with huge, wide-spreak live oaks. indo-
Ilently winding its way from its uistant
source to its home in the Gulf, quietly
laving on its murmuring journey one of
the most fertile, beautiful and pictur-
esque sections of country on this conti-
nent, and one to which the pen of a
Catharine Cole can scarcaly do justice.

The excursionists, after having tra-
versed a strip of territory superb in its
iichness and mctchless natural scenery,
reached Opelousas at 2 o'clock p. m.,
when all alighted to receive the warm
welcome of ia population which the
Press Assocr-tion of the State unani-
mously conceded was the most cordial,
hospitable and generous by which its
members had ever been received.

The citizens of this beloved town
turned out en masse and its chivalrous
men, rosy women, and lovely well-
bred children, vied with each other in
tendering to the excursionists from
here, and sach as had joined them from
intervening towns, those proverbial
courtesies, civilities, and ingenuous at-
tentions, ever typical of the brave, ear-
nest and hospitable people of that his-
toric town. Most of the weary, hungry,
and thirsty pleasure seekers, repaired
to the Lacombe Hotel where they found
an "abundrace of viands, rich and rare"
to satiate the demands of the most in-
ordinate appetite. At every home, the
appreciative visitors found the latch on
the outside of the door, and the ladies
of the entire party were especially well
cared for by their charming sisters as-
sisted by gallant husbands and broth-
ers. The new court house, which is a
splendid structt~e of considerable arch-
itectural symmetry and taste, was visit-
ed by a large n umber of persons and much
admired.

The character of a community, it is
asserted, naturally and necessarily finds
a1 expression in its architectural envi-
ronments; but this rule finds an excep-
tion as applied to Opelousas. There is
no wellRefine& system of architq ure
in the constr ion of its resid ices,
churches, or ot fr buildings devoted to
charitable or educational purposes, all
of which indicate their vague and acci-
dental geometry-the distinctive styles
of architecture, that prevailed at the
transition of the different periods of
governmental transfers from France to
Spain, Spain to France and finally
from imperial power to this republif.
It is, by kindness of manner and heai,
that the gentle dispositions and bxalted
social companionship of hed men and
women find expression, and by such el-
evated and ennobling qualities they can
afford to be estimated and are judged.

Upon the whole, the excursion to Op-
elousas, was a success financially and
socially, and we congratulate our praise-
worthy firemen on the snug little addi-
tion to their tank account of $949.40
which gratifying result was in a large
measure, due to the executive ability,
and sound judgment of the committee
in charge of this enjoyable and profita-
ble.venture.

N. O. City Item.
Since the Lane Mill cotton bagging

has became a staple article, the question
of tare in Liverpool and its intfluence in
other markets comes up for authorita-
tive solution.

our St. Lanldry parish.

For conventience of d,'sctiption and
bettei inderstandin g of its topography,
I will divide the parish into three par-
allel zones i uinniltg north and south.

The e,'asteri zone is bonllded by the
Atchaall;laya river, a deep navigable
stewam, 1lng the banks of which are
phi;intatit,, of wonderful 'ertilitr. In
lthe not thllrn pot tion of that zone some

of the land is subject to overflow, but
is dent)sely covered with valuable tinm-
ber, and intersected with bayous along
whose banks are some high and very
productive lands in cultivation. In
the sontl hern part of that same eastern
belt are rich prairies and bayous with
woodlands In tte middle zone, which
is the most choice portion of the parish,
are gently undal-.ting prairies covered
with waving grass and grazing herds
of cattle and horses, dotted with high-
land lakele', and traversed by mean-
dering water courses, which are skirt-
ed with narrow woodlands, which
mitake tuil enchainitlig landscapes, which
are constantly fanned by fresh sea
breezes fl'omt the Gulf of Mexico which
is only about onie degree south of us.
And while these breezes are cool and
refresLing and healthful in summuer,
they are soft and balmy in the winter,
and thus our temperature is rendered
uniformly mild and pleasant all the
time for both man and beast, The
stock live and feed throughout the year
without attention from their owners.
Our soil is a loose vegetable mould
about 12 to 16 inches deep; then a hard
pan of clay exists which is so impervi-
ous to water that all fertilizers put
upon .Jio land is retained, and the land
can be kept to fabulous productive-
ness forever. Our soil Iele in its virgin
state will yield from 25 to 40( bushels
of corn, 40 to 60 of oats, q to 1 bale
(45p lbs.) of cotton, etc., etc. Gardens
of all kinds of vegetables thrive spring
and fall. Such fruits as peaches, pears,
plums, fgs, etc., do well here. All pro-
ductions adapted '.j southern climate
do well here, and of course this is an
excellent stock country. As flue horses,
cows, hogs, and sheep cantbe raised
here as anywhere.

The Morgan Railroad from New Or-
leans to Alexandria on Red river runs
through our parish north and south;
the Texas Pacific runs across the north-
ern end, and the Southern Pacific near
the'southern border, and there is steam-
boat navigation three-fourths of the
year from Washington to New Orleans.

Land sells according to location,
quality, etc.,; unimproved at $2.50 to
$12.50; improved at $8 to $25. Stock
sells, our grass raised horses, from $20
to $50 and $75; milk cows and calves
$12 to $18 and $20.

Town of Opelousas.

September 19, 1888.
The Board met on this day pursuant to tlp

following call: :
OPELOUSAS, LA., Sept. 18, 1888.

At an informal meeting of the undersigned
members ofsthe Board of Police of the town
of Opelousas, Hon. Jno. C• Morhinlveg, Pres-
ident of said Board, being absent, and likely
to be absent for some time, it was agreed to
call a special Aleeting of said Board of Police
for Wednesday, Sept. 19, 1888, at 9 o'clock a.
m., lor the purpose of passing an ordinance
