{How to Choose Beef.

If possible buy the meat of a butcher
personally known to be an honest mar,
If the meat has a reasonable proportion
of fat upon ths back and rumning in
hittle lines through the lean, and if the
color is fresh and not very dark red, the
meat is good; if the butcher has kept it
properly for a week or ten days it may
be supposed to bs reasonably tender.
Most butchers are willing to keep meat
tho right length of time for customers if
they t ke it at its fiest weicht; it loses a
little weight by keeping. When this is
the intention lave some of the bone
trimmed off and the fat which is not
nceded for conking, and let these trim-
mings be sent home with the day's mar-
keting, the boaes for the soup pot and
the fat to be tried out to use in the form
of drippings. After the meat ia
trimmed let it be hung in the butcher's
refrigerator uatil he promounces it ten-
der, but not loag enough to spoil.
