The Elephant in Histoiry.
The ancients were well acquainted

with the elephant, which formed a part

of the fighting material of every great

conqueror's army and shared in all tri

umphal processions; but when Rome no

longer sent out her armies to forage the

world for wonders as well as for plun-

der, the elephant became to Southern

rEurope a mythical marvel only. -
After the time of the early Byzantine

monarchs there is no mention of the

"liege earth-shaking beast," as Pliny
called it, in Earoplan history, until the

year 802, when "the good Haroun Al

Raschid." Caliph of the Saracns, sent

an elephant to Charlemagne.
In 1256 Louis IX. of France brought

from Egypt an African elephant which

he.sent to Henry IIL of England. The
elephant was kept in the Tower of L'n-

don, where, we judge, he had quite

comfortable quarters, if theorderrgivcn
by the king to the Sheriff was obeyed,

to wit: "We comuanI you that of the

form of our city ye cause, without delay,

to be built at our Tower of Landon one

house of forty feet long and twenty feet

deep for our elephant." What ~ccame

of this well-provided beast and how

long he lived the historian does not

tell us.
Early in the sixteenth century King

Emanuel of Portugal sent an elephant

to Pope Leo X. Thiu animal having,

no doubt, been well tutored beforehand,

immediately on appearing in the

presence of His Holiness, sank upon his

knees, an action which greatly im-

pressed the Pope and hi; retainers.
In 1629 the king of Spain sent an elc-

phant and five camels to king Jam 's I.

of England. This latter monarch was

extravagantly fond of pet animals, and

had quite a menagerie at his palace, so

that it may be imagined that he was par-

ticular:y well pleased with this gift.
Much better pleased indeed, than the

chancellor of the exchequer wa-, for the

English treasury was at that time sadly

depleted. To pay the 150 which the
king ordered given to the man who had
brought the elephant took .away

every penny in the treasury, and

made it necessary to r fuse to allow

the queen money for a ourney which

she wished to make Scotland that
year. And when an eosti ate was made
of the cost of keeping the animal it was

found to be 275 a ear, and it was no
wonder that Mr. Chancellor's groans
were both loud and deep. And to make

the matter worse, an additional charge

was made for "liquors for the oli-

fawnte." His k'epers affirm that from
the month of eptember until April he

must drink not water, but "wyne," and
from April until September he must

have "a gallon of wyne a daye."-[Cin-
cinnati Enquirer.

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1THE FIRST NIHILIST.

Dramatic Career of a Young
Russian Lieutenant.

An Unsuccessful Attempt to
Assassinate His Empress.

The well-known German writer,

Sacher-Masoch, gives in a recent num

ber of the Revue Politique et Litteraire

an interesting account of Tschoglokoff,

the first Nihilist. lie was a member of
a secret society which succeeded the

famous society of the "Besimenje" or

"Anonymes," which was formed in the

reign of Peter III. of Russia. This

emperor was an ardent admirer of

Frederick the Great of Russia and was

hated by many of his subjects, not only

on account of his incompetency as a

ruler, but chiefly because of his efforts

to introduce, especially into the army,
German officers and customs. Although

entrance into the socicty could only be

obtained by enduring the severest

proofs and by taking a terrible oath, it

speedily became very large, numberin

among its members persons from every

rank. Finally the wife of the ill-fated

Peter himself was won, through the in-

fluence of the beautiful Princess Dasch-

koff, and the conspirators felt them-
selves strong enough to attempt a revo-
lution.

In 1762, the emperor was seized and

strangled, and his faithless wife wastseated upon the throne as the E:npress

Catharine Id. Although this remarka-
ble woman,6a born ruler, attempted
honestly to c.irry out tha wishes of the

society of the "Anonymes," which had

gives her the crown, and some of whose
members3she appointed to high po3i-

@ns, she did not'satisfy the awakened

hopes of very many among the more

enlightened of her subjects.

They wanted far mre)r than she was

ready to grant, the abolition of serfdom,

the community of goods, communal

self-government and the free toleration

of all reliions-in a word, a Slav re-

public. To accomplish these ends, a
new secrctusociety was formed, chiefly

of learned men, doctors, government

officials and army officers.

A young lieutenant of the Imperial

Guard, Tschoglokoff, was one of the

most prominent members. Animated

with a fervent patriotic spirit, energetic

and courageous, with a fine personal

pearance and endowed with a high

degree of natural eloquence, he was

eminently fitted to be a popular agi-

tator.
He wrote a Memoir on the Situation

in Russia, as viewed from his stand-

point, and managed to have a copy pat

under a cushion of a sofa in the salon of

the empress. When thi:- seemef to

have no effect, he determined to kill

Catharine, whose tyranny he detested.

It should be said, however, that it is by

no means impossible thit he was acting

in obedience to a command issued by

his society.
One night, when it was his' duty to

watch in the ante-chamber of the em-

press' sleeping apartment, he entered
her bedroom. It was Catharine's fre-

quent habit to read in bed and fortu-

nately for herself she was doing so at
that time and her room was fully light-

ed. Seeing the young man enter and

draw his sword, she instantly devined

his purpose, sprang to her feet, warded

off the blow which he aimed at her,
seized and held him until assistance
came.

When put to the torture, Tschoglokoff
showed an indomitable fortitude and re-

fused to reveal the names of any of his

accomplices. O. his way to the place
of execution he called upon the people
to revolt, and mounted the scaffold with
a firm step and unclouled face.

From the time of this attempt of the

first Nibilist, Catharine IL was the prey
of constant fears. Wisely however, she
endeavored seriously to accomplish
some of the reforms which Tschoglo-
kof innhis memoir hid advocated, al-.

though her efforts were utterly unsuc-
cessful thronrzh the nassive resistance

of the nobility and high officials.
She took measures to 'face the serfs.

She summoned a kind of Parliament
chbsen from the people to meet at Mos-
cow, "that ancient city wither thousand
and one domes," to propose and discuss
the needed reforms. Although all her
schemes failed, yet Catharine did what
ao man who ever jat on the 'Russian
throne, before or since, has ever dared
to do. Apparently, the blood of
Tschoglokoff, the iRst Nihilist, was not
shed in vain,

The tighest of AmerLoan Peaks.

GCIENTIFIC SCRAPS.

Norman Lockyer, the English scien-
tist, claims to have discovered that the
origin of the universe is found in the
meteorite.

No less than 269 little planets are now
known in the asteroil1 zone, sixty of
them having been discovered by D)r.
J. Palisa, the well-known astronomer of
Vienna.

The municipal gardeners of Paris
raise 232 varieties of apples in the or
chard of the Luxembourg Gardens. The
fruit is divided into three parts; the
finest specimens are sent to the Pr-fect
of the Seine, the second part is given to
the Val-do-Grase Military Hospital and
the third is sold to the great Paris res-
taurants.

The singular fact is demonstrated
that, while the most raid I cainnon shots
scarcely attain a velocity of 600 metres
a second-over 1,503 mile; per hour-
meteorites are known to penetrate the
air with a velocity of 40,000, or even
60,000 metres psr second, a velocity
which raises the air at once to a temper-
ature of from 4.000 to 6,000 degrees
Cent.

Experiments with the "diffusion pro-
cess" of extracting sugar from the cane,
which have recently been made in
Louisiana, are very encouraging to those
who believe in this mode of manu-
facture. It is claime 1 that by the diffu-
sion process almost all the sugar is ex-
tracted, and, on this account, that the
cane can be profitably grown in this
country.

There have recently been discovered
in the high Alps, near the summit of
the great St. Bernard, live large granite
altars and a number of other relics of
the stone age, •Lulh as axe.s, knives,
etc., used in paan epochs for sacrifices.
Swis wriecrs emphasize the historical
importance of this discovery, in that it
is a proof that Mt. Saint Bernard was a
place of sac:ifice in pagan times, and
also that as far back as the age of stone
the Canton Valais was iahabited by
human beings.

The plan for signalling accurate time
from seacoasts was first adopted by
Great Britain about thirty years ago.
That country has now on its coasts four-

teen tim -balls and five other time

signals, and its colonies and dependen-

cies have twenty-six time-balls; Ger-

many has seven time-balls; France, four

time-balls and two other signals; Swe-

den and Norway, Austria-Hungary,
Holland with Belgium, and the United

States, have five time-balls each; Den-

mark has two; Spain and Portugal, one
each; Italy, none.

Alfalfa, according to Prof. Morrow,
endured the drought better than any

other forage plmnt on the farms of the
University of Illinois, and red clover
came next. Of the true grasses orchard
grass was best for quickness of starting

after cutting or after rain, and for the
amount of food furnished while the

drought was at its worst. Timothy was

slow to start after cutting and did not
respond readily to the rains. Blue grass
stopped growing first of all the pasture
grasses, but quickly revived after mod-
erate rains.

The use of oil by vessels at sea for
soothing the waves in time of storm, ap-
pears to be on the point of very extended
and practical application. It is sated
that "sea breakers," appliances for the
distribution of oil, have been patented
both at home and abroad, and are used
by all cattle-carrying steamers and
some other vessels, while a special oil is
now manufactured for the purposs
The hydrographer of the United States
has published within the last two years,
in pamphlet form, digested from the
Monthly Pilot Chart, a list of 120 au-
thenticated cases in which furious seas
were allayed by the use of oil.

A Productlve Jersey.

One of the most productive little Jer-
seys we have coma across for some time
is reported to us by J. Lautzenhiser
of Kansas City. Bonnie is a pure bred
mite of an unregistered cow, and
dropped a calf on June 5, at the age of
17 months. Her weight on the ninth
day after calving was 503 pounds. Thf
average weight of her milk per gay was
81 pounds, no account being -'kept of
fractions. At this rate she averaged
her 'veight in milk every six-

en days, making a ton "in 64
days. At the end of 112 days she was
again weighed and showed a gain of 60
pounds in flesh, the same time giving an
average of 26 pounds. Deducting the
64 days from 112 we have 58 days left
during which she gave 1,508 pounds,
and a total of 3,508 pounds in 112 days.
This is seven times her weight, and
with the 60 pounds of flesh she has to
het credit, she is now givi'g 24 pounds
of milk per day, and since the 1st of
August has been stabled and fed on
dry feed.-[Kansas City Live Stock
Record.

A prominent physician says that chil-
dren's school luncheons should not be
placed in the old-fashioned lunch bas-
ket or tin box, as bad odor. always
cling to a much-used receptacle. What
he recommends is a fresh, clean nap-
kin wrapped neatly round the bread
and butter or other edibles, and a
paste board box to hold it all The box
can `then be thrown away when the
meal is done.
