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Our Streets and Sidewalks.
It is generally admitted that the last r

Town Council and its predecessor did
excellent work on our streets and put `them in good condition. We are pleas- c
ed to perceive that the present Town
Council is keeping up the goocd work. I
As a general thing, the town is well c
drained and the streets well worked. i

We think, though, that if the present c
system of working the streets-a sys-
tem that has prevailed in our'town flom
time immemorial, with spades and
shovels in the hands of gangs of men- I
were abandoned, and the system of 1
working with a road machine adopted
in lieu thereof, the public interests 1
would be better subserved. A good
road machine, lighter than the one own-
ed by the parish, and therefore more
easily operated, can be delivered here,
we are told, from the mauufactory, for 1
i5. This machine can be operated
with two good horses. The work can
be done with it in a much better man-
uer than is generally done with spades
and shovels, and a much greater amount
of work can be done in a given time
with it than ten or twelve able-bodied 1
men can do with spades and shovels;
hence the work of keeping our streets:
in good condition will cost much less
when the machine is used than it now
costs-a thing much to be desired.

When the streets shall all have been
well worked with such a machine, the
annual cost of keeping them in condi-
tion would amount to a comparatively
small sum. We know that it has been
contended that the streets cannot be
successfully worked with a road ma-
chine : that it has been objected that
the bridges would impede tile work.
Of course we do not pretend that the
machine could be used to take up the
bridges, clean out under them and re•
place them. That kind of work, though,
could be done by the two men retquired
to work the machine.
We would ask any one still in doubt

in regard to the successful operation of
a road machine on our streets, to look
at Laurent street in the southern part
of the town. It is to-day in a better
condition from its intersection with
Union street out to the Halphen prop-
erty on the eastern limits of the town,
than we have ever known it to be. The
work on it was done over a year ago,
we believe, by Mr. James O. ChacherH,
with the road machine belonging to the
parish. Mr. Chacher6 admits that if
he could have given one or two mors~
days' work to the street it would have

e been in a much better condition.
We hope the Town Council will think

over and eventually adopt. the change
of system for working time streets that
we have suggested. -

The matter of secret sessions has
teached the country press, and it is dis-
cussing them in vigorous terms. The
two Opelousas papers in pat ticular, the
Courier and Democrat, are outspoken
on this subject, the DI)enocrat, in a late
number, having this to say of the se-
cret sessions of the parish police jury :

Our worthy confreres of the Courier in
a late article on "Secret Sessions," struck I
the key note of a subject of great in-
terest to our community, and the views
thei, n expressed, we heartily endorse.

The Police Jury is but the agent of the
people, to attend to the people's busi-
ness, and all secret, or "executive ses-
sions" are not only out of place and un-
republican, but they very properly and
rightfully subject the Police Jury to
suspicion and criticism: The excuse
that the Jury can work better when not
disturbed by outsiders, is but a pretext.
There are no such persons as outsiders
or intruders, unless it be an intrusion or
impertinence for the principal to be pre-
sent to witness the conduct of his agent
in relation to the transaction of the
agency. In no department of life or
business would a principal allow his
agent or employe to conceal the manner
in which he was executing the trust or
work confided to him.

As to the transactions of the Poace
Jury,everv consideration of publ.e policy
reouires tlat every step should be taken
puohcly and openly; otherwise it is imr
possible to hold that body individually
or collectively accountable at the bar of
public opinion. With our neighbor we
say to the Police Jury, "you have or
ought to have nothing to hide from
your people," and we trust that we will
hear no more of "executive sessions" in
that body.

What the IPnlocrat says is true in
every particular, and applies as well to
our Council, which occupies the same
relation to the people of New~,Orleaus
that the police jury does to those of St.

An Ordinance Fixing Parish Licenses for
the Year 1889, Annted by the Police

Jury of St. Landry, L nday, February
4, 1889.

AN ORDINANCE
To lei y, collect and e "orce payment of an an-

nual parish license tax 's the parish of St.
Lam' ;'y for the year Eighteen hundred and

I? eighty-ni'ne, pIon all persons, or as

s1 sociation of persons or bulsiness
S ftnms rad corporaiion pursr 'g my
trade, profession, vocation, calung or husi-
ness, except those who are exempt from
such tax by articles 206 and 207 of the conl-
stitution.

SECTION 1. Be it ordoined by tihe Police Jury
ofthe Parish of St. Landry, that there is hereby
levied an annutial parish license tax for said par-
ish for the year 1889 upon each person,
association of persons or business firms
and corporations purs 'ng any trade, pro-
fession. vocation, calling or business
in said parish of St. Landry, except those who
are expressly exempt from such tax by articles
206, 207 of the State constitution.

SECTION 2. Be it further ordained, etc., That
on or before the 20th dlay of March the Pr "sh Tax
Collector shall begin to collect r fast as possible,
from each of the persons or business firms, as-
.sociations of persons and corporations nursning
in the present year eighteen hunt red and
eighty-nine wili'n said 'arish, any trade,
profession, vocation, ea' -ig or business,
a pr ish license tax as hereinafter grad-
uated. A"' 'ar -h Ii uses shall be
due and eollectil,.e on or before the 20th day
of March, and all unpaid licenses
shn-r become den ilquent after that date, and
from and after that date sha" bear ,aterest at
the rate of two per cent, per month, and the
dePuquent owing the license sllrh' pay a conm-
mission to the District Attorney of ten per
cente, on tile aggregate a'nount of lieenses
:nld renaltles collected and paid overto the Tax
'ollcetor, besides cost' of s't ; and the pay-

ment thereof shal' be secured by priv'ege in
favor of the Parish, next in rank to that of the
State, and the Tax Collector shall collect said
license, interest and costs in the manner proe id- !
ed by existing law.

SECTION . Be it furthcr ordainaed, etc., That
the annual Parish license Tax for the kind of
business hereinafter named shall, except as
afterwards provided, be graduated in thirteen
classes.

For every business of seiling at retail, wheth-
er as principal, agent on commission, or other-
wise, the license shall be based on the gross an-
nual amount of sales, as follows:

First Class-When gross sales are two hun-
-dred thousand dollars or more, and under two
hundred and fifty thousand dollars, the license
shall be two hundred dollars.

Second Class-When gross sales are one hur-
dred and fifty thousand dollars or more, anti
under two hundred thousand, the license shall
lie one hundred and fifty dollars.

Third Class-When gross sales are one hun-
tired thousand dollars or more, and under one
hundred and fifty thousand dol'ars, the license
shall be one hundred tollars.

Fourth Class- When gross sales are seven-
t y-five thousand dollars or more, and under one
houdred thousand dollars, the license shall ble
seventy-five dollars.

Fifth Class-When gross sales are fifty thou- i
sand dollars or more, and under seven-
ty-five thousand dollars, the license shall be
lifty dollars.

Sixth Class-When gross sales are forty thou-
sand dollars or more, and under fifty thousand
dollars, the license shall be forty dollars.
