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The' Road Law of Louisiana.
There is in the State of Louisiana'

we believe, no general statute of theState prescribing that public roads
shall be made and hos they shall bemade and maintained. This subject
has been placed by the Legislature un;
der the exclusive power and control of
the Police Juries of the several parishes.
This has been so from time almost im-
memorial. The power of the Legisl:•
ture to delegate to Police Juries author-
ity to pass ordinances, having for their
object the construction and mainten-
ance of public thoroughfares within
their respective paxishes, is now undis
puted. But differences of opinion have
for many years existed in very many of
the parishes as to the policy adopted by
the Legislature in this respect.

The objection that we have mst ol'-
ten heard made and urged against the
rc.ad law now existing, is that men be-
tween certain ages are required to won k
on the roads without being paid for
their time and labor. This objection,
now that the constitutionality of the
law has been decided by the Supreme
Court, applies only to the policy of the
law. We think that the great majority
of the citizens of the State have long
since become conviused that there is no
merit in the objection. Work on the
public highways could be paid for only
by raising more public ievenue. Pub-
lic revenue can be raised only in one
way, and that way is taxation. To sup-
port the government-both that of the
State and of the parishes-and pay the
public debt, the constitutional limita-
tion of taxation has been reached. Any
proposition to raise more revenue in the
parishes for road purposes must be sub-
mitted to a vote of thetaxpayers, and
we know pretty well before hand what
would be the result of that vote. And
we could not blame tax payers, and
that means property owners, for voting
against a proposition to cast upon their
shoulders, alone, the burden of con-
structing and maintaining roads to be
used as much by those who, owning no
property, would escape taxation, as by
themselves. Such a proposition would
be unjust. - -

There is a way, however, out of the
difficulty. An amendment of the Con-
stitution granting to the Legislature
the power to impose a per capita tax
upon every male citizen of the age of 21
years, for road purposes, would distri-
bute the burden of constructing and
keeping up our -public roads equallry
among the citizens of each parish. The
Smoney thus raised in each parish to be
used exclusively in that parish for the
purposes for which the tax was impos
ed. We know of but one good objee-
tion that could, and perhaps, would be
raised to this proposition ; and that is,
that our public schools need more rev-
enue-more than the per capita tax now
authorized by the Constitution affords,
and if there is to be any increase in
that tax authorized, let it be done for
the benefit of the public schools of the

i State. We are in sympathy with this
objection. And we are inclined to be-
lieve, that the proposition to raise mo-

m.ney in this way to pay for constructing
and maintaining our public roads would
perhaps meet with defeat. We have,
tbough,, lade this suggestion because
we thinklbat it is the only just and
equitable way in which the views of

1 those who object to the present good
road law, and desire to have *0i'rk on

the roads performed by paid labor, can
be met. In the mean time, though, let
the present road law be enforced. It

will be time to eease working under the
present law when it is abolished and a
-better one adopted.

Louisiana Review: Three buildinge-a la-
boratory, a sugar-bouse and a resideace for
the director of the Experimental Station, all
to cost not more than $10,000-are to be erect
ed at Audubon Park on the grounds of the
Sugar Experimental Station. By Jan. 1 of
next year the old experiment station will
have been abandoned and. the new station
will be completed. Next week two acres of
cane will be planted. The resources of the
station on January 1, 1890, will amount to
$13,450, while the estimated expenses for the
same time will amount to $17,000.

Of
late consideral'ie improvements have been
made at the Park in the way of cleaning up,
resetting the walks, etc. It is the intention
to lay out 50 acres in which will be pleased
everything that can be grown on the soil of
Louisiana.

A Trip to Florida.

MESSEs. EDITRS : I have just returned from
a trip across the northern portion of the State
of Florida to Jacksonvi.

a n d 
hence down the

eastern portion and along VLb Indian River
near the Atlantic Ocean, to look after some
of my children there. Perhaps some account
of what I saw and heard might be somewhat
interesting to your readers.

A little incident may amusingly convey
-oe idea of the topography, resources,
.ealth, etc , of the northern counties. In con-

.:;rsation with a clever-looking gentleman, I
asked himi :

" What county do you live in !' "'Santa
flons." he answered. "Can you raise oranges
euccessfully that high up'?" No sir." "What

tIo you raise 1" " Pine. trees." " I presume
you are a saw-mill man." "Yes sir. ' "What
art you going to do when the.pine trees give
out ?" They are not going to give out."
"Hlow so I" "*We go over and cut off the big-
gost trees, and when we get back others have
grown large enough to cut." "Where is your
muarket?" " The world, out by the Gulf of
Mexico." "I suppose your high, dry, piney
woods country must be very healthy." "Yes
-we had to kill a man to start a grave-yard !"

Soon after that the wires were found to be
down and the train had to stop at Pensacola
Junction about three hours to learn that all
was right ahead and safe to run on. About
midnight the Santa Rosa gentleman and I
were standing talking, when a rotund and ru-
bicund old man came walking up to us, un-
wrapping at the same time a buck-skin string
from around a metalic plate about an incch
and a half in diameter, and asked "are either
of you gentlemen troubled with liver com-
plaint, dyspepsia, neuralgia, rheumatism or
anything ? If so by simply wearing this bat-
tery you will soon be entirely relieved." "Will
it cues any and everything ?" I asked him.
"Yof see what it has done for me," he said,
spreading himself out before us in the mean
time. The Santa Rosa gentleman spoke up
and said : "We don't need any remedy for
any kind of sickness in our country." "Where
is that, pray ? I'd like to go there myself,"
said the metalic-plate and buck-skin-string
man. "Santa Rosa county," the gentleman
answered. " Why, I'm just from there," said
the ruddy man. "Then you've been laboring
under a mistake," I remarked, " in supposing
that it was your so called battery that had
brought you out-it must have been the salu-
brious climate of Santa Rosa'" "But I only
stayed there a month," he retorted. "So much
the more in favor of that healthful country.
If it did so much for you in one month, how
long, sure enough, might not a man reasona-
bly expect to live there before being called
upon to go and help make up a grave-yard 1'

The discomfitted old man walked away
wrapping the buckskin string around his me-
talic humbuggery.

All across the nortetru portion of the State
of Florida I saw but little, if anything else,
to live on but health. The most of the land
that I saw didn't even have pine trees-it
couldn't even produce black-jack oaks. I was
told there were better lands on either side of
the ridge on which we were running. That
may poesibly be so-I can't say.

When I saw the sanitary conditions in and
around Jacksonville I didn't wonder they were
fever scourged there last year. But for the
purifying and health-laden breezes fresh from
the proximate Atlantic Ocean the inhabitants
would have been decimated long ago. And if
there be not a mighty clearing up inside and
outai•de of that city they may be fever strick-
en any summer.

I left home for Indian River, which lies
along the Atlantic Ocean on the south-eastern
coast, of Florida, and thither I undeviatingly'
wended my way. But, when I got there, I
could hardly see the river for the water-it
being three or four miles wide with uniformly
low banks. But I reckon there is no part of
earth more healthful and pleasant than some
parts of thri river; and there are some en-
chanting lcilities along it.. 'hores - beauti-
ful beo '- description. It would require
rame space and word-painting than you can
af'ord me at this advanced stage in the ac
count of my trip; I may attempt a descrip-
tion. if de!sired, in another article and also an
account of the oranA4 business, &c. The
current price of land iii those charming local-
ities is $1000.00 per acre! There are cheaper
lands however, but not so favorably situated.
nor so desirable in every respect.

I have traveled a great deal in the -
'States and out of them; but this was

visit to Florida. And the more I see o
States and countries, the more I think ot
Louisiana, which I verily believe is the best
of all for general purposes.

redo, Texas;. eld at its rooms on the first day
of March, 1889, the following preamble anl
resolutions were adopted:

Whereas, the United States and Mexico are
neighboring countries, with adjoining tt ri-
tory for a distance of 1,789 miles, united lby
four lines of International railway, which,

place the great trade centres of both .coun-
tries in direct and rapid communication, and,

Whereas, by reason of their geographical
position, contiguity of territory, similar forms
of government and ntter absence of conflict-

ing governmental and commercial interests.,
the two countries are natural allies in war,
and natural friends in peace, and,

Whereas, the four great lines of railway iin
Mexico, built, owned and operated largely by
citizens of the United States with the aid and
protection of th. Government of Mexico, open
un the great misral and agricultural wealth
of that country to the markets of the United
States and opening the markets of Mexico to
the manufactured commodities of the United

states. and.
Whereas, the merchantable prodnets of

both countries are so utterly dissimilar that
there never has been and never can be any
commercial or manufacturing competition be-
tween them, the conditions being such that
the highest interests of the peoples of both
countries may be beat subserved by an equi-,
table and practieally unlimited exchange of
their respective products, and,

Whereas, by reason of the customs restric-
tions on the part of both the United States
and Mexico, there exists a tariff virtually
prohibitory upon all articles of commercial
value produeed in both countries which can
afford no protection of value to the industries
of either country, and which diminishes

largely the revenues from imports which
Mexico needs and increases by more than a
hundred fold to its people the cost of all man-
ufaetured articles, and in like ratio increases
the cost to the people of the United States of

the products of Mexico which cannot be pro-
duced in both countries in quantitiessuffietlet
to lower the price below a paying standard,
therefore be it

Resolved, by the Board of Trade of the Ciry
of Laredo, Texas, that the highest interests
of the peoples of the United States and Mex-

ico require the immediate negotiation of a

liberal. just and equitable treaty of reciproc-
ity, volving a comparatively free inuter-

cau~ of the merchantable products of both

countries.
Resolved, that copies of these resolutions be

forwarded to the President of the Uuited

GENERAL RULES OF COURT.

1. Cases at issue will be called generally on
the frst day of Court and fixed for trial.

2. When not reached on the day fixed tbey
willbe refixed at the request of ettLer counest.

3. When the trial of a case is begun it will
have preference until closed.

4 Cases partially tried in open Court will h-en
preference in their order on the docket. But
Jury civil cases will have preference over all
as stated m rule No. 7.

b. JDkaults may be taken or confirmed after
the legal delays on any day or at time during
the day the Court may be in session.

6. Where a general denial is filed at the last
moment and when the case is called for confir-
mation and it is manifest to the Court that the
object be to obtain mere delay, in such cases
the Court will permit an immediate tria n and
not assign or fx them for a future day.

7. Civil Jury cases will have preference dur-
ing the setting of the Jury over all other civil
cases, and when in sueh a case a jury may be
adjorned over to return and resume the trial
on a given day it will be taken up by prefer-
once to all other cases.

a. Attorneys or parties in giving an order to
summon witnesses must give in the order, tie
number and title of the case and in addition

ateto in what part of the parish the witness re-
side. The officers of the ourt not be re-
quired to execute such process otherwise.

9. Attorneys or parties applying for coutin-
nencesin criminal cases on the ground of the
absence of witness must prepare such applica-
tions before the case is called for trial. No de-
lay will be given for such purpose after being
called for trial except under extraordinary cir-

10. in criminal eases all applications to re-
duce to writing the charge of the Court to the
jury, must be made before the trial is begun.

These rules are subject to such exceptions as
may be found upon trial to work injustice and
in so far as they do not conflict with the provi-
sions of law upon this subject.

The Clerk of Court is hereby directed to po.t
a co of the above, in the Court room, one ii
his Ooie and to forward a copy to the Clerk of
Court in Acadia Parish who is herety a:so ri-•
quired to post copies as above directed for tic
information of all concerned

The Clerk of Court in St. Landry and Acadtia
will further enter these rules upon the toinutes
of their respective courts.

SEIrloN 1. Th.at the lot, or northwest corner
of the Court House Square in theTownof Opel-
ousas, La., i3 hereby designated as the Public
Ma ket t Place, ant the newly constructed brick
building thereon, is hereby designated, as the
Public Market of the Town of Opelousas, La.,
wherein shall be exposed and offered for sale
daily. all fresh meats, fresh fish, crabs, game,
; c., &c., within such hours as may be helein-atter fixed.
SEc. 2. Be it further ordained &o., 'a'U no

animal intended for sale in the • '- .a "ouse,
.hall be butchered within the .. ate limitsof the town,nor shall the'

- oi anyanimal o
butchered be broukht wihnthe corporatelim-
ts of the town. Nor shall any vendor of fresh

Hook, Pulleys, &c., &c., for the eonve-
meintlc of tholle vending therein, all of which

i:be kept tu good order and repair by and at
Ik ex pense of the Board of Police.

SEC. I. Be itlfurther ordained, &c., That thesail Market Place and Market House, shall be
inter the surveillance of the Constableof the Board of Police, who shall have

authority to prevtent the sale of fresh meats,
ifeIh fish, etc., game, etc., within tlie corporate

limits of the town of Opelousas, except n aso-
•tordtane with the provisions of this ordinance,

.•nd w'ho -hall attend the Public Market every
.day during market hours, to keep and main-

tain ortder therein and thereabout, to compell
observalee of the laws, orders, rules and resg-
lat ions of the Board of Police, and to do and
plerform all such other duties as may be hereln-
after prescribed, or requlired of him.

SEc. :. Be it further ordained, &c., The Mar
ket House, and the Stalls, Blocks, Stands, Ta-
bles. Hooks, &e., therein, shall after the market
hours, each day, be thoroughly cleanaed; sad
the Market Place, cleansed and freed of all
garbage, bones, trash, &c., by a person to be
employed for that purpose and who shall be
designated as Market Janitor, who shall b'se-
lectedt by the Board of Poliera d paid b them•
aund retained during theB- good will and
"easure. That it shall be the duty of the

oard of Police to see that the said marketplace
n dl market house, is properly cleansed, A., by
Te Market Janitor, each day, and to rejort to

the Board any omission, or neglect of duty by
the said Market Janitor, &c.

SEc. 6. Be it further ordained, &e., That the
Market Hours, are hereby designated and do-
clared to be, from (3) three o'clock a. m. to (10)
a. m. each day, during which hours the said
market shall remain open for the exposing and

I vending of such articles of human food, as is
permitted by this ordinance. That it shall be
the duty of the Market Janitortoopenandelose
said market each day at the hours herein axed,
and to give notice thereof by the ringing of t•e
Smarket bell.

SEC. 7. Be it further ordained, &c., That for
the purpose of policing and keeping in a good
sanitary condition, and of malntaining, and
keeping in good order the said market place,
Market House, and the Stalls, Stands, Blcs,
&ec., thereI , each and every person, exposing
for sale, o. selling therein, any fresh meats,
fresh fish, crabs, &c., game, &c., shall pay a
daily rent or charge of fifty cents for each, stall
or stand, used or occupied by them; providing
that any one person may use, occupy, or rent
two stalls or stands contiguous to eaeh other
upon the payment of a rent or charge of sev-
enty-five cents per day.

SEC. S. Be it further ordained, &c., That no
private market, shop, or stand, for the sale of
fresh talnts, fresh Iish, crabs, etc, eto, game
etc, shall be set up or established, within the
corporate limits of the town of Opelousas, La, "
out of taid Pullic Market House, underpenaty
of a fine of fifty dollars, for each day said pri-
vate Market, shop, or stand shall be set up, or
opened.

SEt'. 9. Be it further Ordained, &c., That no
biuther (or other person shall sell or offer for
sale, upon the streets, within the corporate
limits of the Town of Opelousas La, any fresh
meats, fresh fish, crabs, etc, etc, game, etc, ete,
before the hour of (10) ten o'clock A. M. of any
day, nor after that hour. unless the same shall
have been first expr-ed for sale in the Publio
Market House, previous to the hour of ten (10)
o'clock A. M.. under penalty of a fine of (10.00)
Ten dollurs, and costs.

SEC. 10. Be it further Ordained. &o., That
any person may expose for sale, and sell, In the
Public Market of the Town of Opelouaec La,
vegetables, fruit, bread cakes, lunches, coffee,
chocolate, milk, butter, eggs, ete, etc. etc, upon
t4 rocuring a stand, table, or place therein, for
which stand, table or place, adaily rent or
charge, shall be paid on demand by the persons
using, occupying, or renting said, stands,tables,
or places for sale o0 said articles as follows vis:
Vegetables 13 cta., Fruit 15 eta., Bread & Cakes
15 ct., Milk, Butter, Eggs 15 eta., Coffee, Choco-
late, Lunches, &e., 25 cts. Provided further
that a stand, or bace, for the sale of the above
articles combined, can be procured upon the
payment of a daily rent or charge of 50 cts.

SEc. 10. Be it further Ordained, &c., That no
person shall be permitted to expose for sale, or
sell in said Market, any spirituous Or intoxlcet--
ing liquors, or set up any dram or tipplingshop,
under penalty of a line of fifty dollars, for each
day said drai or tippling shop may be set up,
or opened, ol or each time any spirituous or
intoxicatin quor may be sold therein.

BEC. 11. it ordaine,., &s. Tbnt it shaU be
the duty of t Collector of the Board o, Poi"•e
of the Town of Opelousas La, to collect daily
from eaehi and every person renting, using, or
occupying any stall, stand, table, or place in
the said Public Market, the rents, or charges,
herein imposed, and to give receipts therefor.
The said Collector shall be compensated for
said collections, by a commission of five per
cent on the dollar on all sums collected by him,
and paid over to the Treasurer of the Board of
Police. He shall pay to the treasurer daily,the
sums so collected by him, taRing his receipts
therefor.

SEC. 13. Be it further Ordanied. That the
Orainance, or Ordinances heretofore passed and
adopted by the Board of Police of the.Town of
Op1lousas. permitting the establishment, or
keeping ,i l'rivate Markets, shops, or stands,
for the sale of fresh meats, fresh fish, eto, eto,
game, etc, in the town of Opelousas, be and are
ihereby repealed, and all other ordinances in
reference to Markets, and the sale of fresh
meats, fresh fish, game, etc, eto, contrary to or
inconsistent with the provisions of this ordi-
nance be and are hereby repealed.

SEC. 14. Be it further Ordained, &c., That
this Ordinance shall take effect from and after
its first publication in the Official Papers of the
Board of Police.
