They have been in otlice
for a year, and no statemnnt showing
the amounts collected and disbursed,
whether by themselves or their prede
cessors, have they ever made. publ.c.
While they have received from thI
Treasurer of the last Board an exhibit
showing the financial operations of the
year 1887, they have for some runfath-
omable reason failed to give their con -
stituents any information whatever
concerning the matter. And they also
hav not only failed to give the people
any insight into their own financial
transactions, but they seem to not have
required any reports on this subject
from their own offtheers charged with
the collection and disbursement of the
town's revenues! This seems incredi-
ble, but after reading the repo t of the
Finance Committee published in our
last issue, one can hardly donlt it.
That report says: " Your committee
make no report from the Street Com-
missioners as no books have been kept
by them. We make no report concern-
ing the Constable for the same Ieason.'
We would say in all kindness to the
members of the Board who are respon-
sible for this state of things, hut wesay it plainly, that this loose, slip-shod

ground for comiplaint. Upon the whole
we have fouud the adminiAratliou of tile
Jail entirely satisfactory and highly
commendable to the Sheriff and depu-
ties who have it in charge.

Ct I PT ][O1i-E.
\Ve visited and inspected the Cout t

hlouse; we find this building neatly kept,
but it is now undergoing repairs which
are lnoin.ished, and upon this point we
are niot prepared to make any report.

ItECL(OPIER'S OFFICE.
We have V isited the Recorder's Ofiice

and luspeccted theedocunients on recoad
nthel,, with their places of deposit or

keeping in said office. In reporting the
condition of records, shelving cases & e,
we would state that we found many val-
Snable records in a very mutilated condi-
tion, caused both by the ravages of time
and constar,hiandling, then we found
tho facilities for putting and storing
away said records very meagre indeed
there being an insutliciency of both shel-
vi ig and cases. In view of these facts
above recited we would recomend that
the Police Jury make such appropria-
tions as may be necessary. have such
of these records as may reilne it, rein-
scribed and that they also ve such as
may need it rebound, that they have
constructed shelving or pigeon holes or
cases with glass doors, so as to protect
them from dust and other species of dirt.

CLERK'S OFFICE.
On visiting the Clerk's office we found

about the same conditions of affairs ex-
isting thete; we discovered that the
succession index was badly mutilated.
As this is a very valuable and important
book the loss of any part of which could
be teplaced with great difficulty we
would recommend that the Police Jury
make the necessary appropriation to
have said index reinscribed in a new
book.

Upon examination of the condition of
th- s-•cords filed in said office we discov-
ereu that mnany of them are devoid of
the proper covering, to protect them
from dust and keep them together; we
would suggest that the Police Jury take
this matter under consideration and
provide the adequate remedy for its re-
liet.

The furniture in said office, though
we boast that we are the "Empire Par-
ish " of the State, isetttractable only for
its primitive simpli ty, and crudeness,
and in style and mp rial belongs to an
age long since past,•nd might possibly
be of value to some collection of anti-
quities, but is out of keeping with the
refinement, taste and 4_cency of the
present time. We would recommend
that the Police Jury, as soon as the
straightened circumstances of the parish
finances'will permit buy a set of tables;,
desks, and chair etc., that will be more
becoming to the situation in which
they are to be used.
