.Preliminary Elxamination of the
Ville Plate Prairie Prisoners.

Quite a ripple of excitcmen I was caus-
ed in our town on last Saturday by float-
ing rumols that an armed force of onehundred men were coming in town on
Monday to bulhldozo the oflictrs, and if
necessary to rescue the thlle ic ,rioa!e.s
accused of filing into the Ihous of thet
colored man, Alfred Hillori. i: Ville
Plate prairio on the tiiilt ofi tihe i3th
nlt.

As a matter of piecaCtio• atid to be
prepared for suIcit a conting, lnc a niet-
ing of citizens was called t

o oir anize a
Law and O:der Asssciati ,n, ti the
purpose of assisting the othCeris in case
of any disorder or demon.ta at iiot oi' vi-
olence by frienids of the ac:•t. crl, or :ity
other body of armed men.

On Monday, the day fixed fori ia xs-
aTniiation of the prisoners, quitce a nuti-
ber of persons from the section n here
the accused parties reside :cere in tow\n,
but no arms were visible, no threats.h-ere uttered, and all hostile Intentions
of disturbing the Court or of attempt-
ing a rescue were denied by those sus-
pected of such a design. It is proper
to state, that front the outset Judge
Lewis announced that if there was the
least interference or disturbance that
hie would remand the prisoners anid
postpone an examination. The exam-
ioation proceeded and the testimuon
evoked was substantially as follows:

Alfred Hillory,a colored man living on
the plantation of Capt. Sam Haas, tes
tified that his dwelling house had been
fired into on Saturday night, on or
about April the 13th or' 14th; that he
and his family were occnpying tfle
house at the time ; that he and his fan-
ily abandoned the house that night at

assist the officers of the law in the en-
torcmeniclit and execution of the same,.

quired, and nlheuever they may call
upon us for assistance."

the accused parties. -

Rumors reached the town that large num-
hers of the friends of the accused intended to
come to the townu armed yesterday to take the iI
prisoners out of my custodyin ipse they should
be declined bail. The citizens of the town of
Opelousas, without regard to former political
or local differences, at once formed themselves i
Into a law and order association to sustain the
officers in maintaining the law. They in-
formed me that they held themselve~ in rcadi- i
ness to obey summons as a posse comiitatus. I
accepted the offer and summoned them, and
teey were present to the number of fifty; nr :
the court building, while Judge Lewis Was
holding the examination.

The affidavit charged prisoners' with break-
ing and entering a dwelling house in the night I
time with intent to kill. The statute makes
the offense punishable with death, and comne-
quently not bailable, if at the time there be a t
person lawfully within the dwelling house.
The evidence showed that no person was in
the house at the time of the breaking and en-
tering; consequently the accused were en-
titled by lawito be bailed.

Your correspondent intimates that the court
was intimidated by the friends of the accused.
Nobody here was intimidated, nor were the
people m a high state of excitement, aslntated
by your correspondent. They were prepared,
were determined and perfe ly calm.

There is no ,oundation
1 

r the charges of
your corresponhdnt against the ofilcers of this
parish. It would have been fairer, if instances
had been specified wherein the offileers have
failed to do aeir duty.

YI r correspondent reports that the friends
of the accused Informed him that they would
release the accused if they were not bonded.
'This statement justifies all the precautions
that were taken by myself and the citizens of
this town.

The law had its course and any attempt to
interfere with its duties would have been
promptly suppressed by the officers and posse
under my command. Had the prisoners been
remanded to jail without bail their friends I
would have made no effort fo release them,
seeing that the officers and citizens of Opelon-
ass were prepared and determined to resist
with arms any uech attempt.

The people of Opelousas were not divided
in sentiment on this occasion, as intimated by
your eorrespondeht. Those who held aloof
from the support of the officers were few in
number and of insignificant influence.
