It will prev\ent discriminatlion
for or against any locality in the State, It
will cut off free passes from State oflicials and
members of the Legislature and it. will rc-
move Irow the railroads the power to be "op,-
pressive and overbhearing." It will relieve the
people from the evils of which our conltell0o-
rary quoted above, collplains, audt it. will
work no wrong or injustice to the railroads.
This is the remedy which has beien sn•cessfiul-
ly tried in many other States. It is in every
way the proper thing for Louisiana.

The State Legislature will be in session iin
a few moaths from this, and if our liobelilc
contemporary and the press ainl ieople in
other parts of the State will speak out for it,
the remedy will lie applied in short order.

Electric Lights.

Lake Charles Echo.
We had the pleasure of a call from oie of I

the old citiaens of lheria parish, and, inl the
course of the interview, learned the ftulohwing
in reference to the electric lights to he in
operation there within a tolrt ight.

The company is composed of local capital-
ists, with the lion. Joseph A. Breaux, our
superintendent of public schools. as president.
Cash capital for the plant $10,000. Eddison
electric lights are to be used, and 600 lights
will be put into-immediate use.

The town of New Iberia -takes for lightingm
her streets, 40 lights at $1 per month each.
In other words the enterprising town will be
lit up with 40 lights, burning all night, every
night, for $180 per year, or less money than I
ia now paid for a few street lamps.

This will give an approximate idea of the
cost to Lake Charles. If 40 lights are takenl
at $1 each, per month, a hundred could pro-
bably be had for 75 cents per olonth each.

1890, and each Subseqaeat Year, Adopted by
the iollee Jury of St. Landry, Tueeday, Janu-
ary t1, 1890.

AN ORDINANCE
To levy, collect and enforce paymenu of an

annual piriish license tax in the parish of St.
L.andry tor the year Eighteen Hundred and
NiNinety and each subsequent year, upon all per-
soans or association of persons or business firms
and corporations pursuing any trade, profes-
sion, vocation, calling or business, except those
who are exempt from such tax by articles 2iX
and 207 of the constitution.

SECTrTN 1. Be it ordained by the Police Jury
of the parish of St. Landry,that there is hereby
levied an annual parish license tax for said par-
ish for the year 1890 and for each subsequent
year upon each person, association of persons
or t.usiness firms and corporations pursuing any
trade, profession, vocation, calling or bnusiness
in said parish of St. Landry, except those who
are expressly exempt fronm such tax by articles
206, 207 of the State constitution.

SiaE. 2. Be it further ordained, etc., That on
or before the 2d day of January 1890, and of
each subsequent year, the parish tax collector
shall begin to collect as fast as possible, from
each of the persons or business firms, associua
tions of persons and corporations pursuing in
