a good toolhouse. It should be so
convenient of access that there need be no
excuse for leaving farm implements ex.
w to the weather whén pot used,
perly cared for, many implements
Rhat now last only a few years ought to
e serviceable 20 long as the farmer lived
to need them.  Besides, a tool that has
not becn rusted, warped and cracked by
ex re will work as well the second
and third years of use as the first, On
many farms tools are so much injured by
being left out of doors that after the
first, season they cost more for repairs

than they save in labor.

VALUE OF MANURE.
! The value of manure varies as to
character of feed and locality. In some
places it is difficult, if not impossible, to
get it except by feeding animals and
thus making a home supply. How todo
this most economically is a question
worth studying. The kinds of food that
are best for fattening aro not also best
for manurc making. Corn is an excellent
food for making fat, but it does not make
rich manure. It is mainly starch or car-
bon, which for plants is mostly furnished
by the carbonic acid of the air. Wheat
bran is excellent for making growth,and if
fed to animals that have completed their
growth, will give most of its phosphate
to the manure pile. At present prices of
cotton-seed meal and linseed meal, they
will return a good deal of their cost to
the mantre pile, if the manure made from
them is estimated at the same value as
arc pitrogen and phosphates in com-
wercial fertilizers. Tt is better to buy
such feeds now and have rich home-
made manures, than to wait until the
owing season, and expend the money
or commercial manures alone. There
is some profit in feeding animpals if done
rightly, besides the manure they make.—
American Cultivalor.

BHIPPING DRESSED POULTRY.

First see that all poultry is well fat-
tened, as there i3 a great difference be- |
tween the price of fat and that of poor
poultry, and, in a fully stocked market,
good poultry, well fattened and well
dreaseli: will always command ready sale
and good prices, while poor, badly
dressed, is slow of sale at low prices.
Therefore there is not onmly gain in
weight by having - pouliry properly
dressed, but also in price. Corn is the
best for finishing off poultry, as it gives
B frmer flesh and yellower color than
buckwheat and other grains. Feed noth-
ing from twelve to twenty-four hours
before killing, so that the crops will be
perfectly empty.

,In Killing, use a sharp, narrow-bladed
knife, inserting it in the mouth as far
back as the ear, and cutting the vein.
Then hang it up by the legs, until thor-
“oughly bled. The waler for 'scalding
_ should be at boiling point. Take the
fowl by the legs and head, dip it in the
- water two or three times, letting the hot
" water through the feathers to the skin.
Fhen strip off the feathers clean, pin-
féathers and all. If the heads are dipped
in the water the scalding will make them
fook stale and shrunken. After
‘thoroughly picking, dip in clean
scalding water, then plunge in clean cold
water, letting it remain about ten min-
mtes, Take it out and bang up in a
cool, dry place, in 8 current of air, but
do not let it freaze. Do not draw it, or
take the intestines out, ILeave the head
“ and legs on, and use great care in dress-
iz nok te rub or tear the skin, bruise
‘the flesh, or break the bones. The above

count of the resnlts, that there is no
other portion of the farm which furnishes
so much of the family’s living, therefore
oonethat ‘‘pays” so weil. That this is
the fact, every one who has a good gar-
den will tell you. Itisalsoa fact that
those who have the best gardens appre-
ciate them most. Poor gardens are only
to be tolerated on the principle tnat
‘‘half a loaf is better than no loaf at all.”

Not only does a good garden represent

greater quantity, but suparior quality, for
fine vegetables cannot be grown in a ga®
den not properly care for.

FARM AND GARDEN NOTES.

Always keep ahead of your work.

The ‘‘beautiful tnow” makes a poor
covering for farm machinery.

The most profitable way to market
pats isin the shaps of good grade draft
horses.

Berub stock is not profitable, and the
scrub horse is as poor property as a
scrub cow.

Grapes do nob pay as well as strawber-
ries, but they pay 200 per cent, better
than farm crops.

No two farms are alike, hence the best
results in farming require a ecareful,
special etudy of each farm.

Rabbits eat off the branches of trees,
and if numerous copswme the entire
tree. They can e shot or poisonad,

Tarred paper placed around the tree
loosely protects from rabbits and mice,
but tar should not come in too close con-
tact with the trees.

Hot salt water is good for infested
roosts—insect powder for body lice—
keep fighting them hard at first and they
will finally yield the ground.

While many still adhere to the ‘‘old
hen” in hatching and raising chickens,
the incubator is the method that isto be
used in all large hatcheries of the future.

We feed much bran to horses and cat-
tle, as it is wholesome and makes rich
manure. Cotton zeed meal is not liked
by our stock, but is worth all it costs as
a fertilizer. Linseed meal is preferable
as feed.

Moderate ventilation in the hen house
should continue right on. Remember
we say ‘‘moderate,” not a draught or
excessive airing. You will learn how
much is necessary if you are a thought-
ful breeder.

Have you ornamental shrubs sbout
your home? If not, plan to plant them
in ps or borders in the spring. They
cost but little and make the place look
homelike. How is the lawn ficurishing?
Fertilize it now.

There is more use in regular feeding
than msany suppose. The snimals are
more quiet and contented; do ot wiliy]

off their flesh; and are less troublesome.

All should aim at the best possible way
of managing their stocks.

Bpread manure on your flelds now.
The fertility will wash down where the
plants can make mse of it at once when
spring opens.
