Work for the Legislature.
I Mounroo Telegraph-lnliletin.

As the time draws near for the hien-
i nial meeting of our State Legislature,

-it seems a proper thing for the press and
people to discuss beforehand what mea-
Sstiures they desire to be intioduced and
passed at the coming session. This is

- all the more important when we con-
sider that the legislators are elCcted for
so long a term• as tftlr yeats and meet.
Sonly oncO in I weo years, so that they are
extremely liable to get away from the
people and to become ignorant of the

1 public's wishes, unless these matters are
freely discussed and sifted for their in-
formiation,. We can imagine no sadder
or more pitiable spectacle than a legis-
Iator called on to vote on sonme question
or measure when hlie does not know the
wishes of his constituents on that ques-
lion. Of course it is to be presumed
that the people select their law- makers
with reference to their wisdom and (i-
delity and fitness to protect the public
weal ; but we hold that it is equally no-.
cessary for the preservation of the lib-
I erties of the people tlhat they should
take pains from time to time to let their
servants know exactly what they are
esxpected and required to do on all im-
portanrt subjects. This serves a double
purpose: it saves the faithful public
servant fronm honest mistakes, and i,
prevents the knave from pleading that
hl voted in ignoranlce of the public will.

With these views, we propose to dis-
charge a journalist's duty to the people
by making timely legislative sugges-
tions in aecord with what we believe to
be their interest and wish. If the press
throughout the State will fm~ow our ex-
ample, we can pour a sitreamn of light on
legislative matters for the next two
months that will tnecessarily result in
good to the future of this common-
wealth.
In the first place, we suggest that the

Legislature refirnm the expenditures of
our gove t ,ment so as to bring them to
the same',bvel as the expenses of our
surrounding sister States. Let some
imember provide himself with an accn-
rate statement of the expenses, say, of
Mississippi, and then introduce a bill
to bring our expenses to the same stand-
ard. You will be surpised to find how
much more government costs in Louisi-
ana than in Mississippi. You will be
particularly struck with the difference
in the cost of our judicial system and
that of Mississippi, which is a larger
State than ours, and the laws there are
as efficiently administered. Yet the
judges and district attorneys of Missis-
sippi cost less than one-third the amount
paid to judges and district attorneys in
Louisiana ! This sounds incredible, but
it is true, and its truth is our shame. *

As to the details of reducing public
expenses, we will only now refer to the
changes which shoull boe made in the
judiciary department. It is beyond
question the wish and interest of tile
people that the Circiit Courts should
be 4giglished in toto. 'I'hey served an
honorable and useful purpose when they
were organized. That pulpose has been
accomplished. They are not now need-
ed, and it is the utmost folly for the
State to continue to pay for them.

It is equally certain and beyond ques-
tion that the nuimber of district judges
and district attorneys should he reduced
to fifteen for the entire .1ate. Do not
be misled. Do not'snbmit to any 'sort.
promise. Fifteen distsects ar~gs,•le.
Experience and col raton a a both
prove this. The ey r'" ~,ry number
of districts nowAl memlltate, witl-fut
parallel: oth hn,, ~ our own '
history, is thm W.sult of the gener-
ous but .' lobtic effort of the consti-
tutioj'- •nvention of 1879 to provide
ot•ttof its members with an office. If
obu do not correct this evil, legisltors,

you will not deserve well of the repub-
lic.

A question closely akin to the reduc-
tion of expenses is a provision for a fair-
er assessment in this State, to tIe end
that our revenue may be adequate to the
State's wants. There are millions of
corporate property in this State which
is not assessed for one-third its value.
Thousands of merchants pay insurance
on a muchl larger amount than they do
taxes. Let the Legislature proceed at
once to investigate this subject and
adopt some mInAed of equalization. *
Every well•iforn d nman admits that
if the Sta ty were fairly as-
sessed six mTT would furnish taxes
enough to pay the interest on our debt,
all reasonable governmental expenses
and a generous allowance for schools,
charitable institutions and levees. * *
Then why should there be any insane
talk about increasing the rate of tax-
ation? i * In this connection we
would advise that the assessors be made
elective by the people. * *

We would advise that a railroad
commission be created at once by the
Legislature, similar to the railroad com-
missions that exist in our sister States.
The vile charge has been made that the
railroads have too much influence in
the Louisiana Legislature to permit of
any legislation regulating their con-
duct in this State. Give the lie to this
charge by creating a fair commission
whose powers shall be of the same
scope and character as those possessed
by the Inter-State Commerce Commis-
sion and all the railroad commissions
of other Southern States. If you can-
not otherwise inform yourselves of how
these laws are enacted and enforced in

mother States, appoint a special commit-
~ee to gather the information. Let it
no longer be possible to say that Loni-
asia ia is behind any other State in legis-
-iative reform and popular government.

S** 'We invite the careful and se-
iaous attention of the Legislature to the

b tpublie education. Sufficient
provwn has not been made and though
~the .ora are doing the best they can

with the funds at their disposal all
saUsi adit that education is at a very

to eight and ten months and education
is advancing and flourishing. You
thus have the anomalous fact presented
that some parts of tile Slate are better
governed than others and a number of
unequal communities are growing up
under the aegis of the same State. To
obviate this unufiortunate state of aftairs,
we would recommend that a constitu-
lional amendment be adopted requiring
each parish to devote two of its ten
mills taxation to the support of public
schools.

One of the first things the Legisla-
ture should do is to appoint a commit-
tce to inuvestigate tihe Burke steal in all
its phases. * *

Let another investigating committee
he appointed to investigate the charge
that the legislators, at least some of
them, charged illegal and unconstitu-
tional mileage att the adjournment of
last session. *

friendly intercourse between those who
stood face to face in deadly strife
twenty-five years ago, and as such in-
tercourse is best for all parties it should
be encouraged by a!1 lekgtinate "means.
