A. Morris
for a Lottery License.

We admire the open and undisguised
manner of Mr. Morris. He stands be-
hind no mask, but tells the people of
Louisiana openly what he proposes to
do. They can consider the proposition,
reflect upon it,- and after so doing can
vote upon it understandingly.

For many years we have been de-
pressed, almost demoralized, by the offi-
cial reports of the State's financial con-
dition. The people have been taxed to
the limit of constitutional power. The
revenues are still inadequate, and the
tax gatherers are ingeniously endeavor-
ing to meet the deficits by increasing
the assessments. With all and after all,
some of our most important State insti-
tutions are falling short of the public
necessities. But for the $40,0.( annu-
ally paid to the Charity Hospital of New
Orleans, that great monument of hul-
manity must have been materially cir-
cumacribed igits usefulness. We have
but to cast a glance at the Jackson In-
sane Asylum to see how insufficient- it
has been to meet the requirements of
the unfortunate insane of Louisiana.
The levees, too, require more money
than the State can possibly raise by the I
present limited power of taxation. We
might write at great length on the sub-
ject but will refrain from doing so at
present.

We think that, in view of all the con-
siderations that might be urged, Mr.
Morris' proposition demands practical
reflection, before an ever varying theory
and standard of abstract morality bei
permitted to evade expediency or baffle
what at present appears almost if not
quite a necessity.

We are not among those who assume
to believe that human legislation can be
made to do the work which belongs to
the domain of the divide law. The
" inner light" of the Quaker is'the only
one that can effectually transform and
illuminate the recesses of the human
heart and mind.

The progress of God's kingdom will
at last be found to result from the con-
templation of and willing obedience to
His laws.' Government is the machin-
ation of,men; it never yet has made
men. The moral force of ideas and
opinions is constantly effecting changes
and sometimes great improvements in
communities. Government is but a pro-
duct of these, and not the moving and
operating cause. People are going to
act on this proposition of Mr. Morrisjust in the degree of the ardor of the

" inner light" in their hearts and
minds. Locke was about right irrlold-
ing that ' Conscience is nothing else
than our own opinion of our own ac-
tions." Holding as we do that human
laws can never create a moral purpose,
we repeat that the people should now
reflect, and act as their deliberate judg-
ments may prompt.

EDITOR OPELOUSAS COURIER :

In the St. Landry Democrat of April
12th, there appeared over the nom-de-
plume of "Civis," a communication in
reply to one of wine which had been
published in the Dcmocr.t the week be-
fore. It seems that "Civis" has some
very pointed and decided objections to
the'use of a nom-de-plume on my part,
and in order to emphasize those objec-
tions, he proceeds to use a nom-de-
plume himself. A man who advocates
a bold personal utterance on the part of
others ought, it would seem to fair-
minded men, to do the bold act himself
and give his own name. But I do not
care who "Civis" is; it is with the ar-
guments of "Civis," and not " Civis '
himself, that I propose to deal. It is of
no consequence to " Civis" who " Busi-
ness" is; he must deal with the argu-
ments I advance. But it does seem very
strange that one nom-de-plume should
attack another nom-de-plume because
personal identity is concealed. It
doesn't look right; it looks peculiar.
But enough of nom-de-plumes. I want
to say something about the matter at
issue.

"Civis" does not deny that George
Washington and Thomas Jefferson were
the "fathers of lotteries." Ho does not
deny it hecanse those statesmen were
the "fathers of lotteries," as every stu-
dent of American history knows quite
well. It may be news to " Civis" that
Virginia, the "mother of states and
statesmen," Maryland, Pennsylvania,
Massachusetts and Connecticut, all es-
tablished lotteries for educational and
public objects until they got out of the
financial woods. They stopped it when
they were able to take care of them-
selves. So ought we; but if "Civis"
can suggest any plan by which Louisi-
ana can support her insane, her deaf and
dumb, her blind and her af•icted, as
well as provide education fo the chil-
dren of the state, with the present rate
of taxation, he ought to come to the
front when the Legislature meets, and
tell the one hundred and thirty-four
men there assembled, his patent process
for reaching such a result. If "Civis"
wishes to advocate a rejection of a lot-
tery chartetaind an increased taxation
at one and tI? same time, he ought to
say so, so that the people may know ex-
actly the situation they have to face. It
is clear to my mind that we must do one
of three things: increase our present
rate of taxation ; accept the proposal for
a lottery charter; or let our blind, halt
and maimed shift for themselves, and
trust to "moral sentiment" for food and
raiment, medicine and medical attend-
ance. It is always best to secognize
hard facts and not talk sentiment when
we are in desperate straits. "Civis"
may talk sentiment, but other people
will talk cash just at this juncture.

To revert to George Washington a
moment. Let me call "Civis" attention
to the following'ocument, the original
of which is in-the museum to which I
feferred in my former communication.
Here is the document:

"1780. This ticket (176) shall entitle
the possessor to whatsoever prize may
happen to be drawn against its number
in the Mountain Road Lottery.

Go. WASIINe;TON."

Now, what does "Civis" think of this?
If all d men oppose lotteries, and
all w l avor them are bad and sinful
and wicked and depraved, where is
George Washington now ? Is "Civis"
willing to go where George Washing-
ton is now, or does he want better com-
pany? In my capacity as an humble
citizen of Opelousas, I am willing, when
the trumpet is sounded, to go with
George Washington, even tlylugh "Ci-
vis" be a dweller elsewhere. George
Washington is good enough lor me, and
so is Thomas Jefferson. ADn

I desire to direct the attentiodi'f
"Civis" to another matter. Reverend
Samuel Seabury, the father of the grea.
Bishop Seab ry, known for his benevo-
lenee and rs'tgious fervor, inried the
following memorandum in his diary:

"The ticket (5886) in the Light House
and Public Lotteries of New York, has
drawn.in.my favor, by the blessing of
Almighty God, five huendred pounds
sterling, for which I now record to my
posterity my good gifts."

Is Bishop-Seabnry, in the opinion of
"Civis," among the damned ? It is very
hard to believe in the logic advanced by
the very able writer to whom I have
several times referred-my nom-de-
plume friend "Civis." If his logic be
correct, Bishop Seabury is now where
none of us waint to go--if we can help
it.

Does "Civis" know that Christ Church
in New Orleans, the first Protestant
church established in that city, had its
origin in a lottery ? And is it not doing
great good to-day. ~JrVould "Civis" con-
sign everybody ry institution to
perdition be oa f have believed,
or now believe a lottery which
pays a fair license for its privilege is a
good thing? I can hardly believe it.
Would "Civis" advise me to take my
chances for the hereafter with George
Washington and Bishop Seabory, or
with himself? It is amomentons issue,
and he must decide it.

My able friend, who sneers at my
nom-de-plume (and uses one himself);
who objects to the statement that Wash-
ington and Jefferson were the fathers
of lottery companies, makes anothe_
very bad break. He quotes the follow-
ing statement from me:

"The Frenich government often es-
tablishes a lottery to make up a deficit
between -the -receipts and expenditures
of the republic. * * * They have pros-
pered more in the last twenty years
than. any other nation in Europe.

And upon this he comments as fol-
lowu:

'"The statement has recently -been published
in a city paper of wide caiictltion and not de-
led, as ftar as the present writer knows, that

the French government has pro•bihUd aU lot-
erei, bsits action upon the demoralising

effect oa uch a system of gambling upon the
mas.o of the people. A legislative eommittee

repoted that it spread amonga all claes a
gamblin aspirit destructive of ecenomy and
ordr habits upon the maintenance of which
orgsed socdiety in a great measure rests.

The _goverentats felteoted to abolish this
ar fe g r gamebllin or to bring the pee-

baek_ 0 legltim•te pursaits and habits.

Shall 1 comment, or is comment use-
less?

I come now to the last tattered frag-
ment of the argument which "Civis"
has advanced on the other side. He
says "Business" has no sentiment. In
this matter I have none. I think I have
sense on my side and not sentiment.
When people are crying for the actual
necessaries of life in our public institu-
tions, or are clamoring at the doors of
those institutions for admission and are
refused because there is no room for
them, I propose the state shall furnish
the cash to provide food for their
mouths rather than sentiment for their
ears. I believe that sentiment is neces-
sary to the molding of a great people,
but I believe that existence should be
provided for first, in order that one may
have somebody to appeal to in the line
of sentiment.

In discussing the question of senti-
ment, my very able friend asks heroi-
cally, "What work or device or am-
bition is worthy of human effort and
sacrifice unless it be prompted in some
way, or affected by the sentimental side
of our nature?" What has sentiment
done in the history of tile world? It
gave us the Inquisition; it gave us the
guillotine; it sent Mary, Queen of Scots,
to her death; it despoiled the temples
of the Greeks; it burnt witches; it has
sent to destruction thousands on thous-
ands of men. This sentiment thought
it was right; it honestly believed in the
correctness of its own conclusions, and
yet it desecrated tile world and the peo-
ple that lived in it. There are two sides
to sentiment, and " Civis" and men of
his way of thinking must acknowledge
it.

A piece of advice just here to those
who write for newspapers: Be sure of
your facts, then go ahead.
