The legislature is now in session and

the paramount question is whether or
not the members will have the moral
courage to submit an amendment estab-
lishing an educational qualification for
voters and relieve the State from the
constant menace of being Africanized
or Mahoneized.

Thousands of negroes are being im-
ported into the State from the Carolinas
and our danger thereby increased daily.
The peope people of Mississippi regarded the
situation as so serious that they called
a constitutional convention. It is no
sufficient answer to say that the election
machinery is in the hands of the white
people and we can count them out.
This could be justified only upon the
plea of dire necessity, and the moment
it is in our power to do away with that
necessity it is our duty to do it. Be-
sides, if the federal election law is
passed, which is now virtually conced-
ed, we will not have all of the election
machinery in our hands. The people
of the South and the Democratic party
have been too much on the defensive
for twenty years and have received no
credit for it. If they had possessed a
little of the audacity and courage of
the Republican party, an educational
qualification would have been adopted
as soon as they got in possession of the
State governments and the negro in
politics would now have been a thing
of the past. The negro cannot vote in
Massachusetts unless he can read the
constitution and write his name, and
why pray tell us may we not re-
quire the same of himn here. See Const.
Mass. Am'd. Art. 20.

If it was adopted in this state it
would leave twenty five thousa.ld ne-
gro voters who can read and write
against one hundred thousand white
voters who can read and write and
give a white majomity of legal voters in
every parish in the state. Our party
has been saying for twenty years that
the negro is .tfit for politics, that it
interferes witligis usefulness as a la-
borer and renders him the dupe of
every designing demagogue, and now
that it is in our powver to practically
eliminate him without practicing fraud
or bnilldozing and without reducing our
representation in the electoral college
or in congress, will the legislature by
submitting an amendment permit us to
do it? A long suffering people awaits
with a'nxiet, their reply.

Rats.
A waiter in the Southern Cultivator

says some th~je weeks since, Mr. James
Newell, a neighbor of mine, in'reply
to my question, said : If you will take
a jar or pot, put it in your corncrltr, ill
it within four or five inches of the top,
with water, put a double handful of
cotton seed on top of the water, and
pile the corn around so that the rats
can easily reach the top, you will catch
every rat that passes by ; the rats will
jump on the cotton seed. The next
day I tried the experiment, and three
days after had my jar examined, and
the servant pulled out thirty-one
drowned rats. In sixteen days I had
ninety-two rats. Newell says that rats
never hurt his corn. I have repeated
the story to several, and all who have
tried it, have been successful. The
best place to set y.f -jar is by the side
or wall of the cri~le r'O who are trou-
bled with rats shl.~t it.

It is not desired to antagonize or in-
jure the railroads, but at the same
time it is intended to favor such a law
as will put it out of the power of the
railroad corporations doing business in
the State to discriminate against the
interests of our chief commercial celn-
ter, namely, New,Orleans.

The workings of the interstate com-
merce law have been of great assistance
to our merchants in effecting the aban
donment of discrimination of long
standing and as a consequence the law
is in great favor with them, but it ehas
been clearly demonstrated that to make.
the system thoroughly effective some
means must be found of placing rail-
roads under the same wholesome res-
traints within the borders of the State
with regard to purely local traffic, :as
they are placed by the general law
with regard to interstate business.

The railroads will naturally resist all
efforts to establish a State railroad corn-
mission, because, like all corporations,
or even individuals for that matter,[
they are loth to give up any point of
vantage. Under existing circumstain-
ces, with a strict general law and with
rigid local laws in Mississippi and Tex-
as, the railroads are only too apt to re
coup their real or imaginary losses
by high local rates in Louisiana, where
there is no State law to interfere.

A State railroad commission, backed
by a wise and conservative law, would
promptly correct such abuses, as well
as procure for our people the improve-
ments and safeguards that the people
of other States enjoy.

Thus the laws of Mississippi have se-'
cared separate and distinct accommoda-
tions for blacks and whites, besides
other improvements in the general ac- I
commodations afforded the traveling
public.i

Here in New Orleans we are forced
to submit to the existence of depots for
passengers that would be considered
disgraceful in a town of one-tenth the
population in any other part of the
country.

A conference of--all the commercial
bodies at this time would therefore be
timely and would insure such united
Saction on the part of all interests as
would go far to insure the passage of a
much needed railroad law and the ap-
pointment of a State railroad commis-
sion.--Picayune.

The cnustitution teaches the manner in which
ateldmedu nts are to be made Let it be borne
ill niiud tlhat roposing the amendmelnt is lhe
exclusive business of the legislature, while
its acceptance, or rejection is the exclusive
business of the sovereign people; the pIroplosi-
tion of an amendment is barely a recognititmon
of thIe right of the people to decide upon it,
while it is in no way a declaration for or
against it.

It is not a party question, and it may there-
fore be made a subject of discussion befotre
the people without detriment to candidates
andti without entanglement with other issues.
It seems best that it should be submitted thus
enalirely distinct and separate from all othler
questions, instead of being submitted by sonme
ftutrle constitutional convention as part of a
new coestitution. If presented separately as
an aitmetndment, its adoption, or defeat will
tisplme of it idefiitively.
