The lesson of the N’ew Orleans ¢

It is well enoug
check assassination by bloody methods whsu
there is np other recourse, bat it isa terrible
alternative. It must be boroe in mwind that
behind the failure of the law to conviet those
whom the pablic mied held, with good rea-
&un, to be guilty, there is a faulty system that
allows nine out of ten criminals to estape ade-
quate punishment or to go scot free. There
are technicalitios of the law that impede the
course of justice, and teats ave applied in the
selection of juries that make trials too often
littla better than & farce, and throw a shisid
of ignorance or venn]iiy around the murderver
or mseassin whe bas friends or money, The
Jjory system is a relic of another civilization,
well encugh in its day, but the world bas out-
growa it in ita old shape. The entirs adminis-
tration of justice depends on the jury, and
those who are treined in the law, though
nnminally sitting in judgment, ara little better
than figure-heads, while twelve mbn, selected
by rules that require iguorance a=a a test of
fituess, decide in their own way the isane of
law, lifa and liberty. Until our jury system
is enmoly remodeled there can be no certain-
ty of punishment for orime, and moeb law will
prevail. We sre entirely outside the pale of
common sense in the selection of juries. which
shoold be iutelligent, just and bouest, and to
seenrs this end their selection should depcnﬂ
on other teats then thoss which are now ap-
plied. ln fact, the aceeptauce shounld be left
lnrgely to the diseretivn snd wisdom of the
presiding judge, after fall examination of fit-
ness in the presence of the eourt by opposing
connsel, or some other similar - test should be
applied. As it ls, we ure stumbling in the
durk, gropiog in a wrong directivn, and bring-
ing the law luto disrepute, making justice a
mockery and putriog & double premium on
crime by soquittale that fovite souuter-vio-
lense in outbreaks of mob law, to vindieate
what the conrts have failed to punish. Stat
istios show how general this resulc has been.
L, 1890, there were fo the United Stetes 4.290
homic¢ides und murders, for which there were
98 Jepal exeeutions. Thia la abe official re-
port, and represents acourately the propor-
tion of murderers in this country who paid the
extreme penalty of the law for their crimes.
Bat the record shows, by a partial list, that
thers ware during the same year 126 lynch-
ings in the United States, ar 25 per cent mora
instances of lawlsss punishment for crime
thun was inflicted by the nourts.

Section 12 of the Game Law provides that
all finea sollecied for vielatiou of oy of the
provisions of the act. one half the said flue
shull go to the informer and the other half

wid to the Treasarer of the Pariah Schoul
Emu-d in which said fines are imposed for the
‘bevefit of the public schools,
