Ona great mistake wo bave made s Lhat
we have sent men 1o the front who ought 1o
be in the resr, This was no sense or nothing
to he expectes] from men we have seut to
plan and direcr us who have been dend fuil
ares in their own affairs aod their lives. A
man who ean’t attend to his own business is
pot likely te make a soceess of somsbody
else’s, We bave jost this kind of men on the
front to-day, my Brethren, and lots of you
kuow it. We have another class of leaders
who are jost as bad, if not worse. After se-
enring power and place at our hands, they
put the interests of the Union behind them
and puzhed their own interests. They have
axes to grind, and they must have been very
dull indeed, if we who turn the crank, may
judge from the tug it has taken fo send it
around at times.

Last summer the Union men made a trads
with a lot of kid gloved gontlemen who
called themselves anti-lottery people.
1 have no pbjection te the Union oppesing
the lottery, for I am an anti to the backbone
wyself. Hewever, the feeling is all my own
and of home mgnufacture, and I like it su
well that I am not going to try and foree
it on anyone else. I will vote against the
amendment, and [ don’t care a bill of beans
how you vole, and if yon vote the other way
1 wii?nut think oune bit less of you, and I hopn
your will be as generons with we.

Well, our leaders, g8 I have said, made »
trade and it looks like & good trade, but I
Lave my doubts about it, as the wen we
were trading with look like the very vues we
were taking off our egats to wrestle with.
But as our head men wete smarter than ine,
1 did oot kiek. I laid low and kept quiet,
and intended to hold up my part of the trade,
Though I admit that when Guice, Claytou
and others objected, I felt like showing my
heels in o small way. Though, as Mr. Ad-
ams was our leader and ought to know best,
I let her slide, but still, as my wife says, uy
wind told he it was not right, and I hoped 1t
would turn out right, bat it didn't. They
pampered us and kept us down, but wheu
thie time came at Baton Rouge they bulldozed
Adaws and broke his back, at the sawte time
breaking every promise wade to the Alliance.
What they gave Adums and Pickett was for
Adams and no earthly beuefit to us. The
Union was left to danee in the bog troungh,
the antis having gobbled the feed. But we
have lexrned ode thing. That is neverto cat
hot soup with a short-handled spoon when
the devil is onr partoer. ’

I have been a Demoerat all my life, but 1
don’t know what I am now ; it 1s so split op
and my feelings so divided. I nm an auti,
but I cannot vote for Foster, for he was put
up by that rotten crowd who cheated us in
Baton Ronge. I like McEpery but I am
afraid he is with the lottery, though his Jet-
ter was clear and fu:l of good talk.
