Sheriff Fontenot's Card.

In a late issue of our paper we men-
tioned the operations of the District
Court. It formed no psalt of our de-
sire to censure ancy one. In our igno-
rance we beliea'ld the officers of the
Court had nothing to do with drawing
the Jury- We mentinied simple facts
concerning it, pe•tfeci y conscious that
the sluggishness in its proceedings un-
der the circumstances coild not have
been avoided by any of thet•. Still
the fact remained tha, it was "drag-
ging its slow length a aug" We con
fees that the Sheriff is a very well in-
formed and potent gentleman, but it
never occurred to our feeble iutellect
that he was in any wise responsible
for what the proper commissioners
failed to do. We did not so charge,
nor can his superior mental power of
interpretation enable him, to make it
appear that we intended to convey
such an idea.

We said the term should have been a
Jary term, which is true and we do not
think the remark should offended Mr.
Fontenot. He says he had nothing to
do wvith drawing the Jury. That is
true, but we did not say he had, and
theretfre when he charges us substan-
tially with saying otherwise, he shows
his intimate acquaintance with truth,
by successfilly ignoring it. We did
not deem it necessary to defend him
against an accusation that had not
been made, and was not i::tended to be
made

He says his profit for boalding the
prisoners lessens as the number of pris-
oners increases. We never said other-
wiset, and could wish that the $2000
allowed him annually, might all be
profit to him We in fact hope that,
)i3 i!ifusing his high morality among

Ithe .asses• he may soon so purify the
morals of his thought to be destitute con-
stitueuts that the parish prison may be-
come a thing of history only. He says
it is immaterial to the tax payers
whether the jail is fall or empty."
Just so.

The thing is so fixed that, whether
he earnsa-the money or not, the tax
payer must pay him. !tis is nice
enough for him, but what about the
people ? Now we don't blame him, for
it was so arranged before he went into
office, and the moral reformers and re-
trenchers have not changed it. In
other matters, changes have been
made, because they did not pan out so
profitably to them. He says that
whenever the prison is full, he is the
sufferer, at least uuch is the idea he ex-
presses.

This is so, but why is it sot We
are of opinion, benighted though it
may be that an officer should be re-
warded for wthat he really earns and
not be made to suff-rfor it. If there-
fore the Purists, high among whom Mr.
Fontenot stands, as a thinker and as
an examplar, should change this
among other things they found wrong,
and so arrange it, that if he had but
one prisoner he should be well paid for
keeping him, and if fo'ty, he should be
correspondingly paid i were better for
the tax payers. In that event it would
be somewhat material to the people
what they might be cailed on to pay.
But Mr. Foutenot shows himself to be
far too sensitive, and without the
slightest intention on our part of irri-
tStiog him he becomes as irate as a
buck rabbit. We certainly did not
mean to offend him, or to make any
charges whatever agalnat him. He
charges. us with a deaire to injure him.
Here again he artfully steps into error.
We have no asuch,4eshe-. It is true we
do aot always tell all the truth we
know, for we get tired of repeating it.
For example we did repeat that he
charged the tax payers twenty times as
maeh' for taix advertisements, as the
Couitha and D-Onoorat would have
fcharge4d. `'

IIDQs. U•ITED CONFEDERATE VETERANS,

New Orleans, La., Feb. 20, 1892.
General Orders, No.32.]

I. The general commanding announces that
the third annual meeting and reunion of the
United Confederate Veterans will be held in
obedience to the resolutions passed by the del-
egates at the lnst reunion, at the city of New
Orleans, La, on the 8th and 9th days of April
next. All confederate organizations and con-
federate soldiers and sailors of all arms, grades,
and departments are cordially invited to at- I
tend this third general reunion of their com-
rades.

It. Ex-Confederato soldiers and sailors every-
where are urged to teorm themselves into local
associations, where this has not already been
done; and all associations, bivouacs, encamp-
ments and other bodies are earnestly requested
to seud in applications to tnese headquarters,
without delay, in time to participate in this
great reunion, and thus unite with their com-
rades in carrying out the laudable and philan-
thropic objects of the United Confederate Vet-
eran organization.

III. Business of the greatest importance will
demand careful consideration during the third
annual convention-such as the best methods
of securing impartial history, and to enlist each
State in the compilation and preservation of
the history 01of her citizen soldiery; the benevo-
lent care through State aid and otherwise of
disabled, destitute or aged veterans and the i
widows and orphans of our fallen brothers-in-
arms; the care of the graves of our known and
unknown dead buried at Gettysburg, Fort War-
ren, Camps Morton, Chase, Douglas, Oakwood
,rmetery, at Chicago; Johnson's Island, Cairo,
and all other points; to see that they are an-
tnally decorated, the headstones preserved and
protected, and complete lists of the names
of our dead heroes with the locations of their
last resting place furnished to their friends and
relatives through the medium of our camps,
thus rescuing their names from oblivion andt
handing them down in history; the considera-
