Gov. Nicholls, urged no doubt, bysome eager policians here, removed anhonorable gentleman from the position
of Returning Officer and appointed Mr.
Freeman Burr.

How faithfully this new incumbent
has performed his duties, we leave the
public to judge.

The law clearly provides that three
commissioners shall be appoioted in
each precinct with a clerk to assist them,
and we fail to find a single precinct in
which a clerk has been appointed. The
law also provides that in selecting
these commissioners they shall be se-
lected from the opposing factions. It
is noticeable that not a single appoint-
ment has been made from the Republi-
can party. The friends of Mr. Burr,under whose advice le probably acted,
are very anxious to court the Republi-
can vote, but unwilling to give them
any of their rights.

The law requires an oath to be tak-
en by the Returning Officer before en-
tering upon the discharge of his duties.
A failure to perform his duties in many
cases subjects him to imprisonment in
the State Penitentiary.

In one instance, a glaring injustice
has bean done the Republicans. A
polling place had been established at
Barbreck, in order to enable the la-
borers on the sugar plantations in that
neighborhood to vote without having
to go too far. This polling place has
been left out by Mr. Burr, and these
voters have to go to Whiteville, a dis-
tance of ten or twelve miles, in order
to vote. What's fair in one instance is
fair in another, and we simply call the
attention of the people to the facts to
show that there was no honest motive
in removing Mr. Thompson. Fortu-
nately the law is so arrranged that the
voter, though inconvenienced, will be
protected. The law clearly provides
that, after the polls are closed, the
commissioner shall proceed to count
the vote without moving the box from
the place or room where the votes were
received-ii the presence of any voter
or voters who may desire to be present.

We regret to have to announce the
death of Gus.

There will be assembled
in this city, large delegations from per-
haps one hundred and fifty organized
camps and thousands of unattached ex-
Confederates, all of whom will be ex-
pected to participate in the grand re-
view to be held by General John B.
Gordon, the famous commander-in-
chief of the organization, which al-
ready extends throughout the South,
and has branches also in New York
and Chicago.

Generals Beauregard, Longstreat,
Stephen D. Lee, Kirby Smith, Cabell
and hosts of other distinguished ex-
Confederate generals and soldiers, will
be in attendance. The widow and
daughter of Jefferson Davis, and many
other ladies, wives and daughters of
renowned Confederate parentage will
also be here. Each Confederate State
will have a fair sponsor at the ceremo-
nies, and a number of governors, with
their staffs, will doubtless respond in
person to the invitations which have
been sent to them by the committee.

The military have been invited to
participate in the review and parade
and their bright uniforms will add
eclat to the impressive sight that will
be afforded by the thousands of march-
ing veterans, many of whom are pro-
viding themselves with grey uniforms,
bats and other insignias adopted by
the various camps.

You will notice the large
numblser of uncollectable taxes for the years
18L8 and 1890, which is explained by the Col-
lector to be caused partly by the assessment of a
large number of judgments and notes which
were borne on the tax rolls of said years, and
of which very few were' paid, the balance
being either erroneously assessed (some having
been paid previously or assessed to non-rest-
dents, who by a decree of the Sun-eme Court
must be assessed at their domicil), or difticult
to collect because of the fact that the notes
could not be seized and produced, and the Col-
lector could flip no bidder on them when -f-
fered for sale.

There is also another class of taxes of
which there must unavoidably remain a por-
Sion uncollected, and that is such as are assessed
for one horse or some such movable when the
horse dies or the owner moves out of the par-
ish carrying his property with him,
