The New Orleans Republican of the
22nd inst., speaks as follows:

"It is fast becoming obvious that a
qualified and limited suffrage is abso-
lutely necessary in this State, and that
all elections should be held under the
protection of the Astralian system.
The right of suffrage is fast becoming
an article of merchandise, and is placed
upon the market with about the same
eagerness that the fruit vender betrays
in the disposal of his fruit. One thing
is certain, that there it a very large
portion of voters in this State who
never vote unless they succeed in get-
ting some mercenary consideration for
their votes. * * * * When it is
taken into consideration that nearly 40
per cent. of the total number of votes
are illiterate, unable to write their own
names, and goodness knows what per
cent. are purchasable; it ought to con-
vince any loyally disposed person that
a qualified and limited suffrage is the
only salvation for our State govern-
ment."

We heartily agree to the truth of the
above. Personal observations, repeat-
ed at every election have forced the
conclusion upon our mind that suffrage
should and must be qualified. Various
experiments have been tried, but not
one with such satisfactory results, as
the Australian plan. This is entirely
feasible under our State Constitution,
because it carries with it no kind of
discrimination on account of race or
color. An act of the general assembly,
simply providing how the voter shall
manage to cast his ballot, how the
tickets shall be printed, by whom to be
supplied, and how deposited, wonld be
sufficient. The voter could vote as he
pleased, and if he cast a legal vote, it
would be counted, and if not rejected.
The failure to make his ticket would
result from his own ignorance, for
which no one should be to blame but
himself. To avoid circumvention of
the blight of igborane tha commis-
sioners should be authorized-in duty
obliged-to prohibit the use of stensils
at the box. We desire to see if our
patriotic legislators will take this mat-
ter in hand when the General Assem-
bly shall meet next month.

The duty is, in our opiniob, abso-
lutely imperative. There is no sense
nor patriotism in everlastingly canting
about the freedom of elections, fair
counts and about the ballot box as
being the palladium of our liberty-
when wesee votes bought, voters in-
timidated, ballots coontefeited, ignor-
sace taken advantage of, boxes stuffed,
false couating and perjured returns,
takingplak eat every election over all
t e ts atet - . .

Louisiana Leand Cases.

Special to N. O. Picaynuc. *
WASHINGTON, April 22.-The Secr,-

taty of the Interior announced to-
day some important decisions in Lou-
isiana cases, of which a large number
have been recently decided, relating to
the lights of settlers and the New Or-
leans Pacific Railway Company, res
pectively.

In the case of the New Orleans Pa-
cific against Euzebe Bertrand, the Sec
retary gave a decision which covers a
class of the same kind of cases. Ber-
trand claimed land entered in section
I21, township P. snuth of range east, 'T,
which had been selected by the rail
way company.

The ecommiasioner of the general
land offlice decided in favor of Bertrand.
This land fest within the indemnity lim-
its ofthe grant to the railroad under act
of March 3 1871, and was selected in De-
comber, 1888. It was approved to the
Stat i, Jto asaiy, 1861, and was recon-
v•yed to the Utited States by the Gov-
ernor oif the State Feb 24, 1888. On
Augi 6, 1i88,; Bertrand tendered a
homestead'applieation for the land, al.-
ileging settlement on the 4th of the
same moth.i
