The Geary net of May 5, 1892 was
vesterdny affirmed by the United
states Supreme Court to be in every re-
speet copstitational, and 120,000 or 150-
(00 Chinese lahorers now in this coun-
ry will either have to register at once
and, backed by Caueasian voucher, ob-
tain a certitieats of residence, or sufiu
deportation to their own conntry.

The (f!acisinn in substance says that
ilie legislative braneh of the govern-
ment of the United Htatet has trans
cended none of its powers in determin
ing the conditions under which thes:
liens should be permitted to remnin in
thiz country ; that, on the other hsnd,
the power of the United States to re
stifet or prohibit the immigiation ol
my aliens into tha conutry or to re-
guire sweh nliens already in the conptry
W rewove theretiom was g well-set-
tled prineipel of international law, sy
was confirmed by an nnbroken liue o
lecisions in the United States Supreme
Coort.

Tho decision sels the matigr tivaily
wt reet; and it will pow remgio with
the Celestials here to possess themsel-
ves of properly nttested certificates ol
vesidence or saffer expaleion.

For they have a treaty with
ulie United Slates in which this coun
wy has pledged 1tsell to extend te
Chinamen  residfog here the same
rights, privileges and immuuities ac-
corded the suljects of the most favored
nation, And they eonteud that, wheth
er the Geary act o coenstitutional o
not, that is to sy, whether the United
states Congress has the right under®the
Uuited States Constitution to pass suci.
An aet or not, g;a.t. will have pothing tv
lo with this country’s violation of itr
plighted faith to China to treai Celes-
duls as well as people of other uaticual
itivs residing in the United States,

It is not improbable, therefors, that.

s an immediate sequel to yesterday’s
lecision, the governwent of the Flow-
ary Kingdom may issoe atriet orders to
it Celestials residing hoere to refuse to
comply with the law, And in tha
svent, of course, there is wotling fu
this government to do but to arrest and
deport them. Then at once will the
Chinese governmenf Commence repri-
sals, There are several thousands ol
Americans engaged, some in business,
sthers in missionary and echool work,
in Ching; and there is bardly a doubt
out that, in the event of our wholesale
sxpnlsion of Celestials residing here—
which by the way we should have to
io at our own expense—every United
tates eitizen residing in the Celestlal
Empire will be quietly but peremptori-
1y told to vacate.

We shall have to wait, Lowever,
probably for a week or two to see what
the upshot of yesterday’s decision will
