A Remarkabie Confederacy of Savares,

The Iroquois, as they were named by
the French, or the Five Nations, as they
called themselves, hung like a cloud over
the whole great continent, Their con-
federation was a natural one, for they
were of the same stock and spoke the
game language, and all attompts to sepa-
rate them had been in vain, Mohawks,
Cayugas, Onondagas, Oneidas, and Sene-
cas were proud of their own totems and
their own chiefs, but in war they were
iroquis, and the enemy of one was the
enemy of all.

veretable similar in sizo and shape fo a
rutabaza turnip, which is grown in beds
kept constantly gubmergad in water, &
pumber of the bods being termad a taro
sipatch.” Owing to the genial character
of the climate the plaat can be culti-
vated throuzhout the year. [Itis consid-
ered to be one of the most nutritious
foods known, and is specially adapted
for dyspeptica and persons troubled with
stomach disordera.

The process of making poi from the
plant is to ficst boil it and remove tha
skin, after which it is placed on larze
woolen trays and thoroughly pounded
with pestles of stone, small quantities of
water being added from time to tims
during the process ol maceration. An
hour or mora of coatinual pounding is
required, when a substance like dough
results, known as paiai. In preparing
it for the table, the pniai iz placed ina
wooden bowl, or calabash, and 13 al-
lowed to stand for & couple of days, nun-
til fermentation sets in, when it becomes
poi, aad tastes, to the unaccustomeld
palate, like sour flour paste; bub the
taro when boiled simply a3 a vegetable
is very palatable.

The natives eat poi sitting around &
large calabash and dipping into it with
their fingers. The dish is known as
either one, two or three finger poi, ac-
cording to its consistency. Oune fluger
poi iz the thickest form in which it is
served, and sufficient of 1t adberes to
one finger when dipped into it to admit
of its being conveyed to the mouth. A
thinner form of poi requires the use of
two fingers for the purpose—hence two
finger poi; ard yot another, still further
dilnted, eannot be secured from the dish
without the use of three fingers, henco
its name. Dyspepsia is almost unknown
amonz the Kanakas, owing prineipally,
it is said, to the general use of this eal-
utary food,-—Demnrezt.
