We conld name
many who do net advertise—and sev-
eral who do not even subseribe to the
paper, and who never even eontribute
their mite in job printig, but either
send theiv work to a job oflice that
does nothing for a community, nr worse
still, senda it off to somo distant city
where the money paid for sneh work
will never get back to Opelousas.

There are very few country news.
papera in Louisiana which do not rely
to some extent upon their local jel
printing patronage to help “make both
ends meet ;" and the paper that is de-
nied a fair advertising patronage, and
stinted in its job printing, certainly
eannof be expected to make much pro
gress towards improvement. It isa
short sighted poliey to deoy yonr loeal
paper apy patronage which it is in your
power to give; for by so deing, yon
only eripple your loecal press and
thereby retard and neutralize its
efforts to build up the general inter-
este of the communify in which it is
published

Where an  office is not  properly
equipped for doing the woik, there is
some slight exense for sending yonr job
printing elsewhere; bLul where the fa-
cilities are superior and prices reason
able, it is simply a short-sighted, sui-
cidal poliey to do so.
