This number begins the forty-first
volume of TIE OPELOUSAS COURIER.
Established in December 1852, by Joel
H. Sandoz, the father of the present
editor and proprietor, and Andrew
Meynier,---both of whom have past to
the spirit land, it has been published
as ia tearless and ontseoken I)emocratic
sheet, except during a few months in
the late war when suppressed by Fed-
eral soldiery, the material destlryed
and carried off, and the editor anid his
assistants imprisoned, and a brief sus-
pension inl 187(0 when tihe infamous
" printing bill" prevented I)eimocratic
papers from receiving any patl(onage ini
order to enrich Republican journals,
who would otherwise have starved hut
for this legalized theft of thie piople's
money. After the deathl of Mr Mhey-
nier, Win. II. Spencer an elegant. and
forcible writer, became ct iidito and
co-publisher with Joel II. Sandoz, and
retained that position until hie fell at
Iis post of duty in defence of his see
tion, at the second battle of Manaussas
while in command of the 10th Louisi-
ana infantry. Mr. T. G. Compton, a
well known journalist anid pungent
paragraphist, edited the COtRIERI. for
one year in 1867-8. lie too is dead-
numbered with Meynier, Spencer anltd
Joel H. Sandoz in the "files" of the
past forever gone. But the CouRIaR
still lives, and continues as it has for
the past forty years to battle for the
best interests of our people. 'I'The pres-
ent management took theil Ielin of the
paper in 1870, and Ilas consistently
adhered to the character and principles
advocated by it front its birth up to the
present time. The COURIEcR will con-
tinue in the old Democratic faith.
Reared in it, we find no false theories
to abandon, and no disappointments to
regret. We are willing to be judged
by the iecord of the old COURIER, and
are proud of its history through all the
vicissitudes of its long career down to
the pi esent nnomerc. We can truth-
fully say that we have never wavered
in our fight against thle Radical thieves,
who for eight long years pIlndered and
minsgoverned our State; nor have we
for the sake of thrift " crooked the
pregnant hinges of the knee " to the
power that, for so long a period, dealt
out to its followers and apologists pat-
ronage and benefices without stint. If
at times we have lived hard, yet we hadl
the consolation of knowing it was at
least democratic "tasso and corn bread"
earned from the willing hands of our
own poverty-stricken peopie.

The Clarion on the Fire.

The Clarion-et came out last Monday
evening (on a fly-sheet 10x15 contain'
ing 8 short columns), and its main ob
ject in doing so seems to be to find
fault with the CoURIER and D)emocrat
because they did not blindly accept thie
theory of incondiarism iin thle destrue
tion of the ollice of that paper on hlie
doubtful and ridiculous theories ad
vanced by those giving it currency.

Although the Clarion-et occupies
neaily one-half its space on the subject
of the tire, we still fail. to find anything
in its article that would justify the as-
sertion that it was "without the shadow
of :a doubt" the work of an incendiary,
or to change our opinion 'as already ex-
pressed. W\Vo would have but little
better tfuu dation to assert that "there
is not the shadow of a dobl.t" that it
was accidental, than Ihose who have
asseorted the contrary ; and were we to
undertake to make such an asse ltion,
we would perihaps lind that we wel'
in as ridiculous a position as Ihose
claiming incendiarismn. We statted last.
week that the theories advanced in
support of the charge "that the lire
was the work of an incendiary cannot
be doubted" were doubtful and ridicn-
lous. We are not aware that the Board
of directors have advanced anll evi-
dence in support of their assertion, but
thlie following fronm a special fron t lhiis
town to the N. t). Tinies-Democrat of
lihe I th appears to embody theli "con vni-

cing proot " on which the charge of iin-
cendiarism is made:
Both doors were closed and locked yeste.-

day evening. When the Ipeople arrived at
the fire this morning many saw both doors
open, and the Iulnes of uoal oil came out of
the building. A noise was heard in the build-
ing about 9 o'clock.

It is supposed that Ithe lire was set in a
corner where there was a lot of paper used
for printing.

It does not look reasonable that an
incendiary should break open a house
to set fire to it when there were many
neighbois only a few yards distant
liable to be awakened by the noise;
and the house itself situated but a few
feet from two of the principal strcet3
of town, with nothing but a naked
yard intervening between Ihe fences on
tie street and the office. Between 9
o'clock and 2:15 is more than five
hours, and coal oil and pape:tc do not
burn (ihat slow.

A majority of-those who first reached
the fire assert most positively that the
doors were closed. It is quite as im-
probable to supplosue that an i'cendiary
would leave the doors open after firing
hse place as that he would break open

the doors to doi so.
Nearly all printing offices use coal

oil to clean the ink off of type, rollers,
&c., but it is not likely that the fumes
of coal oil could have been perceptible
in a fire that had reached the advanced
stage this one had when discovered,
and it is more probable that the fumes
of burning paper and printers' ink-
both very overpowering-would have
drowned any other odor at that time.
'The coal oil racket, like the balance of
the "convincing proof" is evidently a
fancy sketch.

The fling at "the COUirIE's concep-
tion of editorial fairness and propri-
ety," we will treat with silent con-
tempt-the Clarion never has been and
is still less now competent to pass judg-
ment on such points -but we will say
that any one possessed of convincing
proof of incendiarism and failing to
bring the criminal to justice, ought not
expect this community to bear the onus
of the charge without a protest at least,
no matter t'from what source it may
come -- ---

Though the In•essary type to prinl our pa-
per was ordered by telegraph the day after
the tire, to be shipped by express, te our dis-
appointment it failed to reach here. We
were therefore compelled to leave out the
tax sales and use only such type as we could
obtain for this issue.-Clarion.
We desire the readers of the Clarion,

as well as the public, to know that it
could have obtained all the type neces-
sary riglht here i, town had it wanted
to. There are two newspaper estab-
lishments here, both better fitted up
than the Clarion ever was, but neither
one was applied to to print tlhe tax
sales or to furnish the type for the pur-
pose. Of course, keeping in view the
chief raison d'dlre of the Clarionl, i. e.,
thie purpose of breaking down Ithe oth
or newspalperls here, it was not to lbe
expected that its managers would sup-
ply these newspapers, or either of
theml, wilh even een a small :ont of the
sinews of war by paying t.lihemn for their
labor or for the use' of their t pe ; but
then, that does not justify the Clalion
in telling stories about it

We have been shown a letter written
by Messrs. Dan Talmage's Sons, New
York, to a planter friend and take there-
from certain extracts which are of gen-
eral interest and worthy consideration
of every rice planter, ill fact the princi-
ple maintains and is capable'of applica-
tion, whether the product be coton, su-
gar, rice or any crop which the produc-
er makes to sell. Their indictment of
the planters' mad scramble to sell last
fall, is just. They undoubtedly would
concede that the first in market did
well and only speak of the matter in a
general way, that is to say, while one
or the exceptional man profited, the
many, i. e., ninety and nine out of the
hundred suffered from the policy pur-
sued.

"Everyone who has the rice industry at
heart, desires that the producer Ahall not only
get fair but good returns for time, labor and
money expended and can but lament the de-
pression of prices during the past year.
Planters are apt to blame every other man,
forgetting each may have contributed by his
action, to the resulting low prices. For in-

I stance, take last year, when the crop opened
everybody wanted to sell and as a result, fully
twice as much as the market could take was
shoved into New Orleans last September.
Shipments were continued at an excessive
ratio throughout the season and as a result of
this constant pressure, the market gteadily
declined. It simply followed the well-known
law pertaining to supply and demand-over
supply makes a low range of value.

"Better prices are now being obtained and
we believe there can be a further raising of
values, but it can only be done by a spirit of
co-operation. There are consumers for every
sack of rice raised this year. What is to be
done I Feed the demand, that is, ship in pro-
portions to meet the requirements of market.

"There is no question but that the losses by
drouth in Louisiana, and cyclones on the
Atlantic Coast will favor a much higher range
of values than last year and redound to the
benefit of those who have been fortunate in
making a crop. Whatever the normal value
may be, we would urge upon planters the wis-
dom of deliberation in the disposition of their
product, and you and your planter friends can
serve the crop in general and perhaps advance
your own interests by shipping in monthly
installments, thus preventing over supply at
any given time. By this course the highest
average of values is more likely to be secured.',

We believe that the advice given is
sound and if acted on will secure desir-
ed results. Some might say "hold back
the crop"-this however, would proba-
bly defeat the object. Values might
be unduly enhanced but as everyone
would then naturally desire to sell,
there would be haste to realize, thus
causing a swift reaction and terrible
downfall in prices, approximating or
similar to those of last year. What is
wanted is wise, concerted, conservative
action and the course suggested is
natural and practical, i. e., feed the
demand-market with deliberation-
ship in monthly installments.

Everything at a sacrifice at Bloch's-
dry goods, clotling, boots and shoes,
furniture, groceries, saddlery, wagons,
agriculturial implements, etc. Bring
the cash and take the goods at your;

The' increase of crime l We Ih*elieve to lie s(lue
chiettly to tie slow andi inelfeclti\yV methods of
disposing of crllliinal cases. The ' legal L.re1quire-1
inents of ia Unanimu1us verdllict inll all case 18 s wo
dloult not the chief tstumli g block in the way.
If the law permitted a vcrdict to Ie rnIdclred
in all misdeleanors by a itajority of the jury,
and by nine jurors in all s'ious rases less than
cap4ital, 1a great land lastil1, reform' would he at
once inau4ugurated tIhroughlout our State, and
t1he cost of criminal trials, now ai alhost intol-
erable buirden upon 1 (11 tax payers., would he
greatly reduced.

Not only is tie chaunge4 al1\bove suggested ne-
cessary, but in order to facilitate the transac-
tionl of court business ill large parishes like St.
Landry, it is necessary that each parish of such
large population and area should ihe a separate
judicial district with a judge to give his exclu
slve attention ther't( andt with court perpetu-
ally open like our Justice of the Peace (ournts.
It is impossible for one Judle to attend to the
business of this parish and have his time and
attention given to several sessfns of court ill
another parish within the year.

There are on the docket of the the District
Court here at the present time, 225 criminal ca-
ses, 143 civil cases, and 12(0 probate cases. T'he
consequence is that both Civil and Criminal
cases necessarily go over from term to term,
and the tax payers and litigants are constantly
and heavily burdened with costs.

These suggestions are made with the respect-
ful request that your Honorable Court will
cause them to bIe conveyed to the commission
appointed to formulate amendments to tue
Constitution for submission to the Legislature
with the earnest recommendation that they re-
ceive favorable consideration.

The Grand Jury further desire to call atten-
tion to the great burden imposed upon the wit-
nesses summoned to attend this body without
compensation. They respectfully ask our Sen-
ators and members of the House of Represen-
tatives to dse their influence tolhave the law so
amended as to allow the same compensation to
such witnesses as is allowed the petit juries.
