They are
said to have axes to grind and want the
use of the exiating machinery to facili-
tate them in their selfish work., But
the people, we menan the intelligent pa-
triotic white people, are determived to
have s reform, and soon or late they
will get it. The patriots throunghout
the State should go to work and so reg-
ulate the guestion of suffrage and the
election laws that we can afford to en-
force them as they are made.
