The Clarion's Lecture.

This paper has the candor to say that
"the COURIER has been a Democratic
paper since its first issue, we believe
over forty years." "It has never, thatwe know of, antagonized the Demo-
cratic party organization, State or na-
tional."

This is frank as to fact, and praise-
worthy in tone. Having been so long
in the service, it is hardly presumable
that, at this late period in our journal-
istic career, we are inclined to switch
off on side-tracks which we, quite as
well as the Clarion, believe lead from
the goal of genuine democracy.

That paper appears to us determined
to make a personal issue with this paper
( of a political issue, we mean), as to the
real purpose of our articles. Let us il-
lustrate:

The priest preaches against the sins
of his flock, not because he is dissatis-
flied with his church, but because he sees
evils and sins committed by his flock
which his enlightened, cultured relig-
ion convinces him should be avoided
and corrected. He sees and realizes
that it is going astray, apostatiiing-
abandoning-neglecting the faith and
the practice of those virtues which the
church endeavors to inculcate and in-
stil, and which while they adorn the
membership, serve to glorify their
Creator.

And so with other denominations.
Should it be said by the Clarion that
because priests and preachers inveigh
against those sins and short-comings
and give warning to sinners, that they
are abandoning the faith ? Will the
Clarion take that position t

As journalists, we sound the alarm
and point out the evils that have crept
into the Democratic party, not because
we love Democracy less, but because
we would eradicate the impurities that
we apprehend and believe will impair
(if it has not already done so) its vig-
orous health. We are not of those who
seem to fancy that democracy must
-thrive, if it/thrive at all, on vitiated
food. In its infancy it was nourished
on purity and on it grew` up to gigan-
tic power. As long as it fed on that, it
continued to grow and to strengthen;
but since the war demagogues have
alarmingly adulterated its diet, and as
a natural consequence, it is seriously
troubled with indigestion, dyspepsia,
cholera morbus and other maladies
which portend death to it, as a dominat-
ing ezistence. We regret this, and as an
humble physician, to the best of our
understanding, based on forty years of
experience, we have diagnosed the ac-
tual condition of the patien,. and would
dare prescribe remedies. The Clarion
seems determined to make its readers
believe we are abandoning the sick and
the afflicted, because we say it is sick
and it may sicken even unto death, un-
less it be given immediate attention.
How absurd-how monstrous!

It appears to us that the Clarion gets
distinctions confounded, and because it
becomes entangled in the meshes of
its own devices, imputes, by implica-
tion at least, purposes to us which we
have never dreamed of and which,
therefore, could have their orgin only
in the cogitations of its heptarchy.

The Clarion characterizes our mode
of expression as " flippant," but in view
of our experience and its inexperience
in the schoolof Democratic politics, and
considering its assumed right to pose
as the true exponent of true Democracy,
might we not quite as appropriate-
ly say it isimpertinent? But it has pub-
lished a dignified article, the ear-mark
of which can hardly be mistaken, and
wedesire to reason with it for a moment.

As we have already said, it appears
to our mind that it has confused the
import of names and terms. It evident-
ly confounds the principles of the party
with the party itself. Principles are
separate and apart from the party. It
is so in the churches and it needs must
be so in political parties.

The principles of the christian church
are good, and they inculcate hailianity
and charity among other things; but
the church has practiced persecutions.
The terrors and the tortures of the In-
quisition were originated and practiced
in the church, and all was done in the
nmen of the gentle, humane, divine
principles of the religion of the Savior.
The martyrs suffered death for the
principles, but the church inflicted it for_
the upbuilding of itself.
',Time and reflection have led all man-

kind, in every christian land, to con-
demn and deplore these deeds, bat are
men apoetatized from the principles
of christianity on that account? We
now condemo many practices that have
grown up, and tlint outrlage our sense
of right, and because they were borm of
party, perhaps one with which, in our
humble way, we have been affiliated all
our life, and because we would have
them suppressed and discontinued, are.
we to be tuanted with an impJlied ac-
cusation of infidelity to priociples?

Has Christ's church abandoned true
religion because it has extinguished the
fires of persecution I

The Clarion may esteem party above
sound principles, but we do not. We
regard it as only a means of putting
principles in operation. In our life-
long devotion to these, the Clarion can-
not point to the occasion when we did not
stand squarely in the ranks of our par-
ty. Con every member of its beptarchy
say as much If not, pray what ex-
planation do we owe itT

The Clarion was, if not conceived and
born of the throes of an indefensible
bolt from the usages and time-honored
customs of the Democratic party, at
least an abettor and upholder of that
monstrous political crime. Such were
its beginnings, and although only a few
gears old, it assumes the role of a polit-
tecal confessor and, strange to say, im-
agines that we must confess to it. To
answer all of its article requires more
f our space than we can spare, but we

will add that we don't propose to abone-
gate Democratic principles nor to bolt

A Question.

Whatabout our talked of waterworks?

If
all classes of our people will spend one-
fourth of the money they waste for non-
essentials in getting sprinklers for our
streets, we are sure they would feel am-
ply rewarded by the venture.

A New Enterprise.

We are reliably informed by a letter
received by a geStleman of this town,
written by one of the parties, that a
barrel factory has been established and
put in partial operation at Eola, in the
southwest corner of Avoyelles parish.

Hon. A. B. Irion and Mr. Audibert
are the proprietors. The Judge is the
owner of a tract of land on which the
factory is erected and it is supplied
with an abundance of elm, ash and oak,
the very best materials for the busi-
ness in which he has embarked.

Thus we perceive that one by one our
industrial ventures and enterprises are
multiplying. With illimitable forests
abounding in every necessary kind- of
wood, there is absolutely nothing to
prevent Judge Irion and others from
successfully prosecuting such an enter-
prise. They can make barrels as cheap-
ly and quite as well as others farther
north or west of us, and all that is need-
ed is home patronage. Ourpeople should
bear this in mind and have barrels
made here. There is no sense nor mon-
ey in doing otherwise. We will watch
the operations of the Eola factory with
deep interest, hoping it may succeed to
the satisfaction of Messrs.j Irion and
Audibert, and to that of their patrons.

The N. O. Picayune of the 20th says:
Judge Rightor, of the Civil District

Court, yesterday gave a turn to the
Whitaker case that upsets many calcu-
lations. He declared that there is no
power in the Mayor of New Orleans to
remove a recorder, and none in the City
Council to impeach him. The entire
matter is provided for by the State
Constitution of 1879, and neither the
city charter nor any other act of the
General Assembly can repeal or in-
validate the Constitution.

It is remarkable that what now seems
to be so plain was not discovered until
brought to light by the professional
acumen and good solid sense of Mr.
Kruttschnitt, counsel for Judge Whit-
aker.

What seems more remarkable, how-
ever, is that while Art. 201 of the Con-
stitution, upon which Judge Rightor
based his judgment, was quoted by
Judge Blackman in his decision in the
famous Police Jury case-which decis-
ion was published in extenso in this pa-
per over two months ago-nobody in
New Orleans appears to have been
aware of its existence until "brought
to light by the professional acumen and
good solid sense" of a New Orleans law-
yer. The country lawyer is more than
two months ahead.

Some of these days the readers of the
New Orleans papers may discover, also,
that Police Jurors are ward officers and
therefore not removable by the gover-
nor, but only in the mode indicated in
Art. 201. Judge Blackman's decision,
which is of exceedingly great interest
to all the parishes except Orleans, has
not been given the attention it deserves
by the city press.

The heavy rains which fell in the ear-
ly part of the week overflowed the west-
ern portion of the country near Opelou-
sas to such an extent that, on Tuesday,
Mr. D. Dario was enabled to take a boat
on his plantation and come within a
short distance of town-a distance f
two or three miles--without touching
terrafirma. The cause of this unusual
accumulation of water is understood to
be the throwing up of numerous levees
in that section for. the storage of the
water indispensable for the cultivation
of rice.

Jack Kelly, the well known pugilist,
is temporarily sojourning here and says
he is open for an engagement in a con-
test with any one who may feel inclin-
ed to test his powers in "the manly art."
Mr. Kelly informs us that his challenge
covers all persons and nationalities, and
be is prepared to furnish all the finan-
cial backing that may be demanded.
It will be remembered that be was here
and fgured in the Harney-Glass con-
test in 1892.

An effort is being made by some of
our leading citizens to nominate a ticket
for town councilmen and constable by
means of a white primary. The dany
advantages of such a plan are so appar-
ent that they ought at once to commend
themselves to the taxpaying masses who
are most deeply interested in good mu-
nicipal government, and we hope the
effort will be successful.

Democratic Primaries.F At the meeting of the two old Dis-

trict Democratic Committees held ati Rayne on the 21st inst., an agreement

was reache 1 by which the committees
were consolidated into one and prima-
ries ordered to be held to nominate as Democratic candidate for the State

Senate. The following is the agree-I ment, which explains itself :

1. That the District Democratic Ju-
dicial and Senatorial Committee shall
be composed of fifteen members, sev-
en from the Committee presided over
by W. S. Frazee, Esq., and seven from
the Committee presided over by Dr. R.
C. Webb; the Chairman shall be either
Dr. R. C. Webb or W. S. Frazee, to be
chosen by lot.

2. The Committe - thus chosen shall
be recognized as the regular and prop-
erly constituted District Democratic
Executive Committee, of this Judicial
and Senatorial District, and immediate-
ly after the selection of said Committee
and Chairman, the old committees shall
be dissolved and the new Committee
organized.

3. As soon as the new Committee
shall be organized as suggested, it shall
order a white primary election through-
out the District at which primary elec-
tion all Democrats desiring to become
the candidates of the Democratic party
for the Senate, to fill the place made va-
cant by the resignation of Heon. D. B.
Hayes, shall submit their names.

The one receiving the greatest num-
ber of votes cast shall be declared the
Democratic candidate.

4 The Committee shall fix as the poll-
ing places the same that were fixed by
the Returning Officers of the Parishes
of St. Landry and Acadia at the last
general election.

5. Three commissioners of election
shall serve at each polling place, one to
be chosen by the representatives of each
of the two Democratic factions and the
third commissioner to be chosen by the
two thus appointed.

6. The Commissioners of election
shall keep a list of all persons voting,
shall make two tally sheets, and certify
to the same in writing and to the
number of votes received by each can-
didate, and after the proper count of
the votes shall seal up the poll list and
tally sheets and certificates and address
and transmit them immediately after
the election to the chairman of the
District Democratic Committee who
shall keep the same intact until the day
fixed for the canvassing of the returns
by said committee.

7. The qualifications of said voters
shall be as follows: (1), the voter shall
be a white voter and shall answer af-
firmatively the following questions:
(2), Are you a Democrat ? (3), Will you
vote for the nominee for the Senate and
abide by the results of the primary
election.

8. The District Committee shall meet
at a place to be chosen by it not more
than five days after the primary election
and shall open and canvass the sealed
returns and declare officially the vote
cast for the various candidates, and pro-
claim the person receiving the greatest
number of votes as the Democratic can-
didate. In the event of a contest the
Committee shall have the power to de-
cide the same, and its decision shall be
final and irrevocable.

N. B. In addition to the above voters
as provided for above at said primary,
all white Democrats who have attained
the age of 21 years or who shall attain
that age before the dates fixed by the
returning officers of the district for the
election, and living in the district, shall
be permitted to vote at said primary
election, provided they possess the oth-
er qualifications herein above specified.

The Committee as now constituted
consists of the following gentlemen,
with W. S. Frazee, Esq., as chairman,
he having been selected by lot:

For Acadia-J. B. Richard, R. T.
Clark, R. C. Webb, Edgar Barousse,
W. F. Brooks, M. J. Andrues, Donat Po-
cheu.

For St. Landry-Sam. Haas, C. M.
Thompson, John M. Ware, M. G. Wil-
kins, J. J. Barry, T. H. Lewis, E. H.

Washington Letter.

From our Regular Correspondent.
WASHINGTON, March 19, 1894.

What will President Cleveland do
with the Bland bill for the coinage of
the seigniorage, now in his hands~
There is more anxiety among democrats
to have this question answered than
has been observable for a long time.
It involves a great deal more than the
mere coinage of 55,000,000 dollars, for
which it provides. It will decide
whether the attempt now being made
to unite the democrats in Congress and
the administration on a basis of let-by-
gones-be-by-gones shall be a failure, or
a success that will enable the party to
go into the Congressional campaign
with a reaso able hope of retaining
control of the House. It may also de-
cide the fate of the tariff bill, as there
are many democrats in both House and
Senate whose constituents are more
directly interested in silver than in the
tariff. A number of eastern democrats
who did everything in their power to
prevent Congress passing the Bland
bill are now advising the President to
sign the bill, or at least to allow it to
become a law without his signature if
he feels that he cannot conscientiously
sign it, and silver democrats who have
not been to the White House since the
big silver fight at the extra session have
gone to Mr. Cleveland -and urged as a
matter of party policy that the bill be
allowed to become a law. The silver
democrats of the west and south-how
numerous they are in Congress may be
seen by referring to the vote on this
bill in both House and Senate-many of
whom supported the administration
against their own convictions in secur-
ing the repeal of the purchasing clause
of the Sherman silver law, say that the
veto of this bill will be accepted as
proof positive by thousands of their
constituents that Piesidect Cleveland
is unalterably opposed to silver, and
that the result would certainly be dis-
astrous in the Congressional elections.
Three members of the cabinet, Secre-
taries Gresham, Smith and Herbert,
have advised Mr. Cleveland to sign the
bill. It is believed that the delegation
of New York bankers who are here ask-
ing that the bill be vetoed are adding
to its chances of becoming a law. In
fact, there has been a change in public
opinion within a week, and a majority
now believe that the bill will become a
law, with or without the President's
signature.

The revised tariff bill will be reported
to the Senate this week, and the debate
will begin Monday, April 2. This is
authentic and official. No one can pos-
sibly regret the unexpected delay in
getting the bill before the Senate more
than the democratic members of the
Finance committee do. They have
worked until they are almost in a state
of exhaustion, but fresh obstacles have
constantly confronted them, and as
they could not be avoided they have
had to be overcome. Since thei: bill has
been before the full committee Ith re-
publicans have taken advantage of
every opportunity to add to the delay,
and owing to the absence of Senator
Vance, these opportunities have been
frequent. The fact should not be for
gotten by critically inclined democrats
that when all of the members of the
Finance committee are present the
democrats have only one majority.
With one democratic absentee the com-
mittee is a tie politically. It was the
absence of Senator Vace that enabled
the republicaneon the committee to
stave off the beginning of the debate
until April 2.

Unless all indications are at fault the
administration will soon start a pro-
gramme that will cause the working
democrats to enter the Congressional
campaign with enthusiasm. I cannot
without violating confidence enter into
particulars, but if this programme be
carried out the republicans who still re-
main in federal offices, outside the
classified service, would better be look-
ing around for new jobs, unless they
have money enough to spend the sum-
mer in idleness. Those democrats who
believe that the offices under a demo-
cratic administration should be filled
by democrats will be pleased with some
things that will occur in the near future,
unless my information is wrong.

Representative Tucker, of Va., al-
though not yet 41 years old, has a Fight
to feel proud of the part he has taken
in shaping the legislation of the present
Congress. Although there were several
other bills providing for the same thing
it was his bill for the repeal of the
federal election laws that was reported,
passed and which became a law. An-
other compliment has just been paid
the skill of Mr. Tucker by the House
committee on tile election of President
and vic.e-President and Representatives
in Co0ress, which selected his joint
resolution providing for a Constitution-
al amendment for the election of Sena-
tore by direct vote of the people, al-
though there wiere several others of a
similar nature before the committee, to
be favorably;reported to the House.

The House has been working faith-
fully on the regular annual appropria-
tion bills and it has been making a
good record; both in the quantity of

usiness done and in the amount of
money appropriated-every appropria-
tion has been reduced materially.
