Pledge Them to the Platform.

Bastrop Appeal.
The Louisiana Legislature will beasked to elect two, possibly three, U. S.Senators at the approaching session.

A successor to Caffery, %ho was placed
in Gen. Gibson's seat b? the Governor,
must be elected to serve the unexpiredterm of Gibson. Then a Senator tosucceed that Senator must be elected.
Of course the Legislature can, and
probably will elect the same man toboth terms-Gibson's unexpired term
following that. Judge White's success-.
or must be elected. Mr. Blanchard now
serves in White's place until the Legis-
lature meets. The term for which
White was elected ends on the 4th of
March, 1897.

It is very important that the Legisla-
ture elect good Demoarats to ̀ fill these
positions. Recently the Mississippi
Legislature set an admirable example
by forcing candidates to pledge them-
selves for or against the various planks
in the )emocratic platform. We be-
lieve majority of the Louisiana
Legisla re are loyal Democrats. If so
they should insist that men who repre-
sent this State in Congress respect the
party's pledges to the people. Mr. Caf-
fery has already deserted tihe platform.
Mr. Blanchard, in his electioneering
telegram, announced his readiness to
desert the platform. It might then be
the part of good sense and also good
politics to turn both of these exceeding-
y wise and slippery men out to grass.

It certainly would be well to bind them
on honor to stay in the party when vot-
ing on measures and questions which
are essentially party questions.

The Appeal feels a lively interest in
the election of one of the Senators. for
the reason that we believe it is now con-
ceded that this part of the State is en-
titled to one Senator. We believe Mr. C.
J. Boatner, who is a candidate for the
White succession, will not hesitate to
mount the Chicago platform with both
feet and pledge himself to stand
upon it through good as well as evil re-
port until eveiy promise made therein
is redeemed with perfect fidelity. As
our choice for that position we appeal
to the Legislature to subject Mr. Boat-
ner to that test. -His record, in every
vote cast by him since he has been in
the House, affords ample evidence how
he stands-but it is in order to clinch
him with a solemn, specific promise.
Let Blanchard and Caffery and Jonas
and Fenner and every other aspirant
for Senatorial honors be forced to get
on or off the platform. Let the Legis-
lature exact such pledges from candi-
dates as will satisfy the people abso-
lutely and unquestionably how our Sen-
ators at Washington will vote on great
measures that separate the Republicans
from the Democrats. Without such
pledges it seems impossible for people
to secure that legislation which the
Democratic party promised them.

The question as to who should have

the offices is as simple as the alphabet.
They belong naturally and rightfully
to the party that iss in control of the
government. A denial of that right is
subversive of the sound principles of
our system. Those democrats who have
been appointed to office have succeeded.
The changes have made no inconve-
nience and have not injured lhe public
service.

There are a-great many laws of na-
ture which Mr. Cleveland is obliged to
obey. Why can he not recognize a nat-
ural law of politics and government f
His present position is abnormal. He
cannot establish the policy of a non-par-
tisan distribution of the offices. Hie
might if he had to deal only with the
affairs of a city where politics played no
part in the elections; but the political
consideration is present in all the af-
fairs of the general government. Now
that the republicans have overlapped a
year on Mr. Cleveland's term, can't we
have a return to sound and logical prac-
tices? The people can't be fed long on
the far-fetched philosophy of non par-
tisan administration of the government
of the United States. Every man who
is mentally and morally fit for th~i pub-
lic service is a partisan on national and
state questions.

Those who claim that the democratic
party can be brought up enthusiastically
to the support of the leaders who are
constantly favoring republicans are
fanciful theorists. In this matter of the
offices and other places under the fed-
eral government, neither the democratic
nor republican party is on an ethereal
plane. All parties and all people are on
earth. Not even the mugwnmps are-x-
ceptiohs. They preach a heavenly state
of. unselfishness as to the offices, and
then get sour if they are not appointed
to good places themselves.
