
The Government Should Place a Duty
on Sugar.

When the great men who composed
the first Congress assembled, a question
of paramount importance confronted
them, and that question was, How is
the money necessary to run the govet n-
ment to be obtained f We had just
emerged from a long and terrible war'
which had left us the heritage of a
mountain of debt ; we needed money to
start themachinery of government; and
the men who sat in that first Congress
proceeded to devise a system of raising
revenue for the maintenance of our
newly created government. Duties on
imports obviously afforded the readiest
resourcd of revenue; and while the
question of duties is one about which
the people have differed ever since the
foundation of the government, unarly
all agree that they are the best means
for providing revenue-the difference of
opinion being as to how great a duty on
the various articles should be assessed,
or as to what articles should be dutiable.

Ever since this time sugar has been
recognized as a dutiable article. The
old tariff of 1883 placed a duty of from
1 215 to 2} cents per pound on sugar, ac-
cording to its quality. The Mills bill
of 1888, a Democratic measure (which,
however, never became a law), also pro-
vided for a duty on this article. Not
until 1890, when the McKinley tariff was
enacted, was sugar virtually put upon
the free list-but even then there was a
duty of } cent per pound on sugar of a
high grade-and for the prevention of
the entire destruction of this industty,
a bounty of 2 cents per pound was plac-
ed on all sugars. The new tariff law as
it left the House proposes to leave this
article on the free list and to take away
the bounty too. Fortunately, however,
the Senate seems about decided to put a
small duty on sugar, which, while not
large enough to make the production of
it profitable, will at least make it possi-
ble for the sugar producer to continue
its cultivation.

A small duty on sugar would afford
an enormous revenue, since the total
domestic production is equal to only
about 19 per cent of the total domnestic
eosumption. In other words, while in
1893 the total production in ti~ United
States was only 481,270,222 lbs., 3,766,
445,847 lbs. were imported from other
countries. An average duty of lic. on
this would be nearly $57,000,000 reve'-
one, and the tax amounts to only about
85 cents per capita. When compared to
other articles upon which a duty is plac-
ed--wool, for instance-the per capita is
very small, the tax on that import being
over $6 per capita, and yet only about
$20,000,000 is paid into the treasury by it
-- only one-third the reveate--and yet
the people are taxed seven times as
much. Thus sugar is essentially a du-
tiable article, affording immense reove-
one with the smallest possible cost to
the people.
But aside from its revenue feature, let

us approach the question from another
point of view, viz., the effect free sugae
would have on other classes of the com-
munity, and also how it would operate
outside of the sugar producing sections
on the rest of the country. It is impos-
sible to dwell too strongly on these
points, fo(;the people generally do not
appear to fully appreciate the fact that
supar stands in an entirely different po-
sition to other industries that would be
injured by the Wilson bill. These will
of course-be affected, but the sugar in-
dustry win be absollitely riFlned. It is
impossible to reduce our standard of la-
bor to the same basis as that of Cuba,
from wh4nce we import nearly half of
our sugar. There they have a system of
very cheap labor which can be likened
to slave labor, since the Chinese coolies
-45,000 in number-which have been
brought there are little, if any, better
paid than slaves. There can be no com-
petition with such labor as this.

Under the pledge and promise of the
bounty, which it is proposed to do away
with now, an immense amount of money
has been invested in the sugar industry
in Louisiana, Mississippi, Florida, Cali-
fornia, Texas, Colorado, Nebraska, Utah
and other States and Territories. Of the
gross receipts of this crop, fully three-
fourths are spent in machinery, horses,
mules, supplies, &c., in other States. In
Louisalna, where the greatest sugar in-
terests are, legislation against sugar
would not only destroy the industry,
but would cripple a large number of
amliated interests, thus almost com-
pletely ruining that State. The sugar
crop of Louisiana brings into that State
nearly $85,0000,000 annually, fully $80,-
000,000 of that amount being spent in
nearly every section of the country for
machInery, supplies, &c. By placing a
small duty on sugar 8$50,000,000 of reve-
nuae will be derived by the government,
nearlya million people will be given
employment, and an internal commerce
of .,000000 annually- a commerce
whlih afects nearly every State ir the
Union-will be the result.

But while Louisiana has the largest
sagar interests now, there is no telling
how great it will become in those States
where it is now cultivated. The beet
suar industry of the West is growing
rapidly. It has gone from 600,000 Ibs. in
1• to nearly 44,000,000 ibsrin 1898. In
California the increase between the

Iea 180 and 1893 is remarka-
le. In 1898 it was a little over 8

million Itbs.; in 1893 it jumped to nearly
US million pounds. The possibilities of
beet sugafr production can not now be
estimated. As to cane sugar, the pro-
duction has increased from 864 million
pounds To 1899 to 84 million pounds in
184. With reasonably fair legislation
the crop will continue to increase until
thIs aountry can produce all the sugar
we consume. Open our ports to the
markets of the world now, and these
•rowing industries will be ruined, an
Immense internal commerce destroyed
aud the public treasury deprived of an
enormous sum. Half the people of a
great State will have no employment
not to mention anotlher great number oi
people who would have to seek for other
worklin the several States where cane
or beets are cultivated, and the costly
ma~binery used for making sugar will
bave to be abandoned.NVWW W w UU UUUUeOu.

During the discussion of the tariff billin the United Senate last week Mr.Voorhees spoke as follows of the portion
thereof referring to the income tax
proposition :

The proposition contained in thepending bill to levy a tax of 2 per centon all net riconmes of corporations and
of individuals in excess of $4000 per an-

num is so just and equitable toward the
hardworking tax-paying people of
meagre resources throughout the entire
country that not a word in its defense
or explanation would be necessary here
or anywhere else.
But the narrow and corroding selfish-

ness of riches has been aroused by this
imeasure of justice into fierce resentment

and contention. We hear on all
b:hnds the dictatorial voice of individ-
nal and corporation wealth demanding
that it shall not be disturbed by the
slightest touch of the tax gatherer,
whatever may be the demands of the
government or the oppression of the
toiling masses.

For no earthly consideration would I
paint an unjust or over-wrought pic-
ture of the dangerous pretensions and
intolerable arrogance of accumulated
wealth now manifest in this country;
bat, speaking in the fear of my Maker,
I devoutly believe that the limit of en-
durance has been reached; that the
time has come for a test to be made be-
tween the power of hoarded money and
the power of productive labor; that the
people from this time forward, more
than ever before, will organize and take
rapid and heroic measures against the
continued and brutal dictation of the
p'utocracy; against the paramount in-
tiuence of wealth; against the uile and
supremacy of the rich in shaping the fi-
nancial policy of this government in
their own interests.

When the day shall dawn in which
the farmer, the mechanic and the wage
woiaker shall alike have the right and
the privilege to go into the open liber-
ated markets of the land, buy where
their hard-earned money will buy most
for their wantd, with none to molest, to
assess, to levy, to take toll or to tax,
then, indeed, will tile millenium of la-
bor have come, and all the sons and
daughters of toil shall rise up and call
their government blessed.

Sir, this is the birthday of Thomas
Jefferson. One hundred and fifty-one
years ago to-day he came into the world,
the greatest emancipator of thought,
philosopher of liberty and teacher of
natural rights of men ever known in
human history. The blows he struck
for freedaln, justice and equality in gov-
ernment rise resounding throughout the
earth, and they will never cease to be
heard until the last shackle of privilege
and tyranny is broken. Ten days be-
fore his soul took flight from his moun-
tain home he wrote his parting words
to his own countrymen, and to all the
races of mankind. With this great dy-
ing message before us and in its spirit
we take new courage and go on with
our work. "All eyes are open, or open-
ing," he said, to the rights of man. "The
general spread of the light of science
has already laid open to every view the
palpable truth that the mass of man-
kind has not been born with saddles on
their backs, nor a favored few booted
and spurred, ready to ride them legiti-
mately by the grace of God."

Hail mighty message and hail its
speedy and certain fulfillment. All
hail the counsels of Thomas Jefferson in
this hour of caste based on wealth, of
privilege granted by law and of mon-
opoly fastened on the slavery of labor.

Bastrop Appeal.
Congressman C. J. Boatner is quoted

by the Washington correspondent of
the Atlanta Daily Constitution in this
way:

"Congressman Boatner, of Louisiana,
was frank to say that he thought, in
the face of the veto, the only safe and
fair course for the democrats in con-
gress is to provide money for the run-
ning expenses of the government and
go home to the people for further in-
structions. He believes that the finan-
cial question overshadows all' the tariff
reform that is provided in the Wilson
bill and that the real issue of the com-
ing campaign, so far as democrats are
concerned, is one of decision as to who
ought to make the party policy-the
president or the chosen representatives
of the people. He is in favor of making
that issue squarely and letting the
home voters say whether they will sus-
tain their congressmen, or stand with
the preident."

Boatner does not mince things in that
quotation. He talks with the bark on
and to the point. Long ago he has
manifested perfect disgust for Cleve-
land's policy, which is that of old Sher-
man on the money problem; He has
become impatient with the Dictator's
iron hand, and now considers it child's
play, absolute folly, to fritter away
more time in efforts to carry out the
pledges of the party. He is confident
the people would sustain their choson
representatives and rebuke the Presi-
dent, as no other President ever was
rebuked, if the question were submit-
ted to them.

Mr. Boatner feels the insult given his
party by the President and he thinks
it time to appeal to the people and have
the Mighty Mugwump properly sat
down on by the sovereign rulers of this
nation.

old heathen festival, such as the Hulifestival of the Hindoos or the Roman
"Feast of Fools." The custom, what-ever its origin, of playing tricks and
pranks of all kinds on the first day ofthis month is universal throughout Eu-rope, and is also practiced in many oth-er cqantries and under various names.It is a curious fact that the Hindoo Hulifestival, where April fool tricks of allsorts are played, is held on the night of
the 81st of March, and the orgies arenot discontirfed until sunrise on themorningof April 1.

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National Democratic Situation.

Under this heading the N. O. Picayunegave several weeks ago a gloomy view
of the political situation. Much of the

blame for the unfortuna state of af-
fairs now existing it verF properly lays
at the door of the obstinate, imperious
and conceited man who has been a curse
to the party from the moment when he
was first inaugurated in 1885. We make
the following extracts from the Pica-
yune's very temperate article:

It is not too much to say that within
less than a year from the time the Dem-
ocratic administration was inducted into
office the popular expectation has ex-
perienced a profound disappointment.

What has caused this loss of confi-
dence I The response is simple and ob-
vious. It results from the apparently
hopeless divisions and implacable feuds
that exist in the Democratic party. It
controls every department of the Gov-
ernme;nt. It wields every element of
political power, but it is so broken up
into conflicting, contending and hostile
factions, as that its power to do any-
thing decisive is practically paralyzed.
A• house divided against itself cannot
stand. Chaos and disintegration are
the direct opposites of strength and sta-
bility.

Some of the trouble of this unfortu-
nate and apparently hopeless situation
must be charged upon Mr. Clevelatd.
The chosen chief of a party, composed
of many diverse elements, but united
only in hostility to the policy that had
impoverished the country ; that had en-
couraged, created and protected great
money monopolies; that had separated
the people into classes based on wealth
and had aggrandized the few at the ex-
pense of the many, was charged with a
most delicate and difficult task of con-
solidating his heterogeneous and inco-
herent following into a compact, solid
and powerful engine of political force.

It is in such a work that a genius, for
leadership finds its highest achieve-
ments. Here were all the material'ne-
cessary to the creation of a resistless
and overwhelming power, fired by pa-
triotism and the desire to work a great
political revolution. There was alone
needed the genius to weld all into one
grand, coherent and tremendous whole.
With such a following the right sort of
leader, a real master of men, would
have been irresistible. This grand con-
junction of conditions, given to few,
was vouchsafed to Mr. Cleveland. His
was the political opportunity of the cen-
tury. It is needless to say that he has
not been equal to it. More than that, he
has completely failed to rise to the
grand occasion, and the result is seen in
a following which, twelve months ago,
was united, enthusiastic and devoted to
its chosen chief, is now broken in spirit,
divided in counsel and estranged from
its allegiance.

Such is the Democratic situation to-
day. It is a pitiable one; irresistible
power transformed into helplessness,
wisdom, statesmanship and patriotism
surrendering voluntarily to imbecility,
impracticable theories and greed. Yes,
pitiable is the only term that character-
izes the situation.

Cannot the President, even at this
late day, rise to the occasion and unite
the party It might be done by con-
ciliation, a wise yielding here and a ju-
dicious firmness there, but never by
joining one faction against the others.
It would be a grandachievement to re-
unite the party now.

Alaskan Glaciers.
0 --

Of all existing glaciers those of Alas-
ka are the most picturesque and inter-
esting. A steamer regularly takes tour-
ists from San Francisco and British
Columbia to see these glaciers, and af-
ter coasting among wooded islands and
beneath mountains clad with dense for-
eats of pine she comes to anchor in
Glacier Bay in Alaska. Here, right in
front, a wall of ice nearly two miles
long, and several hundred feet high,
and rising in a glittering cliff out of the
waves, marks the end of the Muir gla-
cier. Every now and then a huge mass
of ice falls away from the front of the
glacier, and. with a thundering- roar
comes crashing into the water, raising
foam waves, then, steadying itself, it
floats away as an iceberg into the Pa-
cific Ocean. The Muir glacier is form-
ed by the union of twenty-six tributary
glaciers, and the united mass of ice
covers 1,000 square miles. A little fur-
ther to the north is the Melaspina gla-
cier, lying beneath a: grand circle of
snowy peaks, the loftiest of which,
Mount St. Elias, is 15,360 feet above the
sea. The Melaspina glacier is a great
sea of ice, formed by the junction of
many glaciers -descending from the
mountains. These rivers of ice at their
confluence spread out in one vast unit-
ed ice-sheet, the area of which is 1,000
square miles.

South American Wheat.

The production of wheat in Argentina
is increasing at a rate that astonishes
the statisticians. The area sown last
year was .6,100,000 acres, against 2,800,-
906 in 1890 and only 490,000 in 1880. An
exchange tells-of one farm in the pro-
vince of Buenos Ayres on which 66,000
acres of wheat were grown last year.
This is more than double the area of
the celebrated Dalrymple farm in North
Dakota. Some of the English trade pa-
pers have referred to the increasing
competition of Argentine wheat as one
of the causes of the very low prices now
being paid for our grain on the eastern
side of the Atlantic, and anticipate a
much bigger competition in the near fu-
ture. They seem to think that this and
other sources of supply may be counted
on as assuring very cheap bread to the
toilers in the United Kingdom for all
time to come.-Chicago Tribune.

Pneumatic Tires.

Pneumatic-tired wheels of ordinary
size are now made for use on various
kinds of vehicles. The first vehicles
so equipped appeared in Dublin in the
Fall of 1893-a brougham and a jaunt-
ing car. A jaunting car with pneu-
matic tires made in America has tires
three and a half inches in diameter,
which do not look at all out of place on
a vehicle of that weight and description.
These tires are inflated at a pressure of
100 pounds to the square inch. Pneu-
matic tires for the various kinds of
vehicles vary in size, weight and Cost
according to the weight to be carried
on them. They are essentially a luxury.
Invalid chairs have been equipped with
them, and there has just been ordered
in New York city an ambulance with
pneumatic-tired wheels.
