Postmaster General Bissell said
this afternoon that ho had reached the
conclusion that n saloon is not a good
place to educate a person for the trans-
action of postal business, thoogh there
iz mo ironclad rule prohibiting the ap-
pointment uf those who may have been
conuceled with the lignor husiness.

Mr. Bigsell said: “We have appoint-
ed men as posimasters who permitted
bars in their hotels, thongh not inter-
ested themeelves; but we prefer not.

der and religion, and the secandal of
any parl of the community, yon will re-
fuse them abselation should ithey per-
chance come to receive the sacrementa,
nnless they resolve and promise to conse
offendiog in these or other ways and to
conduet their business blamelessly, if
they can, or getoutof it,nnd ont of it
altogeiher.”
