1 the cheapness
of cane calture with modern implements
in such lands be considered, it is a fair
inference that the prices now current
for angar cane, apd the prices that will
prabably ba enrrent should the proposed

To a river planter a conspicuous tea-
ture of these lands, when considered
from the canae planting point of view, is
their wonderfal facility for draivage.
Pools of water may lie aboat on them,
but the occamsinnal bayons, cut down
twenty-five feet below the surface of
the prairies, indicate the fact that thor-
onghe drainage is practicable, and, in
fact, eany. It will reqnire but a frac-
tion of the labor that has been peces-
8ary to protect and drain oor alluvial
lnnds to bring these prairie lands into
euccessfnl cane caitare. Theclheapness
with which all this can be dome will
mote than compensate for any differ-
ence in the yield of sagar cane per nere,
the uesnmed reenlt of the less fertility
of there landa.
